The weight will really fall upon
you, far more than upon me, and I shouid
strongly advise you to shut up the house,
let it if you ean, and either come up here or
settle in some place—eitker Brighton or
Hastings—where this story will soon be for-
gotten and no one will associate your names
with this terrible business.”
