OF A GREAT EMANCIPATION DAY,

4 Coufusion of Dates Misleads Some of the
Celebrators,

S0ME COLORED PLOPLE HERE ARE EICH

And Large Numbors of Them Have Developed Inte

The colored people of Pittsburg will eele-
brate the enfranchisement of their race on
August 1, though Mr. Lemuel Googins
points out that the date is not that on which
freedom was given them in the United
Staies, being the date, thougk, of their
emancipation in the West Indies. Many
of our eolo-ed people are wealihy, and
among the 18,000 of them in Allegheny
county are many skilled laborers.

“It is sll & mistake,” suid Lemuel
Googins, the well-known colored man yes-
terday, when s reporter called his attention
to the extensive srranzements being made
for the eelebration of Thursday. *‘August
1 is not the anmniversary of the Fifteeath
Amendment to the United Stales Constito-
tion, nor is it our Emaneipation Day. It
is, boweyer, the anniversary of the ‘ormal
liberation of slaves the West Indies
The two arniversaries should not be eon-
founded. Januury 1, is our Emancipation
Day. thoush the anniversary 1s beld
usuully in the fsll; while the Firteenth
Amendment was prc*imed adopted ona
March 30"

Whether thas liberty came in the far-off
West Indies long vears ago or in the United
Biates unly a short time ago, itis all the
some. It means freedom to the eolored
man. And that is why Pittsburg will be
ablaze with cuthusiasm ou Thursday.

MAXY RICH COLORED CITIZENS.

Remarkable advasecment has been made
by the colored people of Pitsburg sinee
slavery wus abolished. They now have a
population of trom 18,000 to 20,000 in Alle-
gheny county. Those who are among the
working clusses huve largely become skilled
laborers, so that some of the largest iron und
steel mills are opersted by tbem. Others
have succeeded in business and berome
property owners. The Juckson brothers,
well known on the Southside and the East
Eund, are said to have cleared £50,000 irom
teaming, and they now own real estate. One
of the booiblacks at the Seventh Avenue

Hotel owns = tenm of horses and a
preity house in the East End. Fho-
tographer Dabbs' finest retoncher is a

colored man. Anotheris a dentist, Jehn
Clark is a sucesssiul eontractor, Sheppard
Walter & coui dealer, snd Jokn Turkley is
independently rich, as well as an operator
in resl estate. Mrs John Guither iz a
wealthy widow, ber husband, Jolin, baving
been an old settler in Pittsburg, Mre. Pirk,
of the Eaut End, owns two or three elezant
houses on Roup strect, and James H, Pond
has property also in the Eaxt End. Two
job pristing offices sre owned by colored
men, and 1 the Eleventh ward one eolored
contractor owns 12 hovses. Lomuel Grogins
fins been in the City Councils. Quite n
number of colored peopie here sre worth
$256,000, and several may be rated at §10,060,

Engiish ecapiial manufacuring or hahdling
primincts of American labor, and to snch other
questions as affect the materinl interests snd
welfnre of the Amercan poople and [ree gov-
erutnent.

The letter then genys that trade and
commerce are languishing for want of more
money, and declares that the application of
Greenback principles would stimulate busi-
ness and increase the prosperity of the
lsboring classes and of the merchant und
manufucturer.

That sentepce has caused a superstitions
awe on the part of Seventeenth street resi-
dents, Several days ago Patrick Gullagher
telt in his cont pocket tor his ciay pipe. It
was not there, nnd its absence caused him
to muke the terrible wish. His wile re-
proved him.

“Well, I don't care,” he is alleged to
have said. **Here, with this uplifted band
to heaven, I pray that my crestor will par-
alvz: the man who has my pipe.”

efore his utterance hud crieu.‘. away Gal-
lagher telt s severe twitching of the heurt
and complained of lecling unwell, He was
taken into his room and a doctor hastily dis-
patebed for, who said that he bad receiveda
stroke of paralvsis. As Gallagher was in
struitened circamstances it was d
best to remove bim jor treatment to the
Home for the Aged Poor, which was secord-
ingly done, Dr. Kuiser, the attending physi-
cian, pronounced the cuse a eritienl one and
denth ensued in less thap 12 hours. The
grie -stricken Inmily were ata ioss to un-
derstand his sudden death, A few days
later, in looking through his clothes, re-
moved st the time ot the paralrtie stroke,
however, they were filled with superstitious
horror, for in vne o! bis outside pockets was
tound the missing pipe, which had worked
its way into the liuing.

As Gallsgher was s Catholie, he was
buried in Mt Elliott Cemetery, Since the
oocurrence It seems as though the ramily
were wfllicted with trouble. The death angel
gevern] dars ago took away Patrick’s luvor-
ite ehild, u msrried woman with six chil-
dren, and several more of the ebhildren are
on the siek list, suflfering with a mysterious
maludy, which 1s buflling the medical frater-
nity, The whole neighborbood is stirred up
by the peeulinr affuir,

Gallsgher was a robust, healthy man of
67, and was well known in West Detroit
The pipe which he thought he had lost or
was stoley was an old black clay oue, which
had been in his possession tor over 20 vears
end thought more of than suvthing else be
had iu his possession. When he first missed
it he telt so bad over it that tears welled his
eyes, aud he searched ull over the neighbor-
hood, informing everyone ol his misfortune
und making the threat which is supposed to
be the means of his tuking off.

There has been a large increase in
the death rate.

But few todies are found now, although
it is quite likely that in places the workmen
may find guite & number yet. It is not
probable, however, that any great number
will be tound st one time, and it has been
deemed advisable 1o reduce the expenses of
earing for the dead. Accordingly the Mill-
vale morgue, in the public school building
on Irom street, with which all the other
morgues were some time ago cousolidated,
was permanently closed 5.

IMPORTANT RECORDS.

This morgue was opened on Saturday,
June 1, the day following the flood. Its
records, which were kept in & very system-
atic and correct munper, were in charge of
Mr, W. 8, Reed from the opening to the
elosing of the morgue. They show that 426
bodies were taken in, of which 177 were
identified. The unidentified were interred
on Prospect Hill. The most of the others
were taken away by friends of the deceased.

Hereatter all bodies found will be placed
in charge of Undertaker Henderson, who
will prepare them for burial at his place on
Muin street. The work ol clearing up the
streets progresses asrapidly as may be ex-

eted with the number of men employed,

ut there is no question that if the place is
to be cleaned up this summer thata larger
foree must be employed.

Captain Hamilton hss sent an urgent

message to Governor Beaver, asking him to
visit ti: luce, und it 18 expected he will be
here on Wednesday. What action they may

decide to tuke no one here will venture to
guess, but many citizens are afraid that the
work of clenring up by the Stite may be
brougbt to a sudden close.

LOOKING TO THE GOVERNOR.

However, it is hoped that the Governor
will examine iuto the siiuation careiull
and conclude to put on & foree of men su
cient to get the rubbish all cleared up vet
this spommer. A large number of Johns-
towners have their families at the ulug
at South Fork, belonging to members of t
fishing club., The cottages are nicely fur-
nished, and are just in the condition thut
they wore when occupied by their owners,
their free use to the parties now occupying
them having been tendered by the members
of the elub,

There are a great many more deaths now
than rermeriii and they are op the increase
every day. r. Dayvid Jones and Mrs. W.
M. Collivers are two persons who lived
throogh the flood and died to-dny. Others
are dying from various csuses every day,
but in maay of them it is plainly shown
that the troubles of the flood bave hastened
death. A little child of Captain Richards,
assistant eongineer to Captain ton,
died st Watkins' Hotel to-day.
