SUNDAY TRAINS AND GATE FEES.

Bev. C. W, Smith Says That the Days of
Campmesting Are Long Past,

THE EVENT WILL PROCEED, HOWEVER

A decided breere has been stirred up
among Western Pennsylvania Methodists by
the unexpected renewsl of the old contro-
versy among the stockbolders of the Ridge-
view Campmeeting Association as to tne
guestion of Sunday trains and open gates
and gate fees on Sunday. The aunual
campmeeting st Ridgeview Park was to
have commenced on the 13th of this month,
under the conduet of the National Camp-
meeting Association, an organization of
mintsters and laymen formed for the pur-

contract st stipulated prices. )

This orpanization now refuses to keep its
agreement, and will not be cornected in any
way with the campmeeting, as may be seen
from the following open letter, addressed to
the Christian Standard, and republished in
the current number of the Pittsburg Chris-
tian Advocate:

THE ENGAGEMENT IS OFF.

It was agread, when the National Association
accepted the invitation to hold a oational
campmeating at Ridgeview Park, Fa., that no
Babbath gate fees should be taken and no ex-
cursion trains should be run to the ground on
the Babbath, with the consent and approval of
the local association. This pledge was given to
Brother A. C. Martin for the National Associ-
atton. With this pledge the meeting was an-
pounced, and all preparations were made
to bhold it. We were informed by a
minister that the Ridgeview FPark As-
spociation intended to take Suunday gate
fees and rus Sunday excursion trains
We wrote to Brother Martin, askiog f
such was the fact, and he informs us that they
have gone back on their pledge to him, and
propose not ouly to take Sunday gate fees, but
to run exoursion trains.

Not beileving that Christian men could so far
wiolate their ffledge, we telegraphed the Rev.
J. T. Riley, of Pittsburg, asking if Sunday gate
foes would be taken. His reply is, “Sonday
gate fees will be taken st Eidgeview Park™
Under these circumstances we are compelled,

by every comsideration of honor, justice and
religion, to recall the appointment. There
will, therefore, be no natiopal campmesting
held st Ridgeview Park, Pa., as advertised.

THE EVENT WILL TAKE PLACE.

Rev. C. W. Smith, editor of the Christian
Advocate, was seen in regard to this appar-
ent breach of the harmony that should pre-
vail among the brethren of Ridgeview Park
and the National Methodists. He said:

“Without going into the merits of the
eoniroversy, 1 can simply eay that the
esmpmeeting will be held, exactly aa ad-
wertised, and will be in charge of Rev. A,
C. Johuson, Presiding Elder of the Biairs-
wille distriet, who has for years been the
sctive spirit in the conduct of Radgeview
Park campmecting. 1 don’t think there
will be any Bizhop present, but I am pur-
suaded that the caxrvmeeting will be as in-
teresting as usual. The National Associa-
tion people, are, of course, highly qualified
to conduct campmeetings, and makes such
religious work a specialty. Their engage-
went was msde in January last, and =
stipulated sum was to have been paid.
Their eancellation is somewhat sudden, but
the Board of Directors of Ridgeview rark
think themselves in the right, and will do
the best they canto replace the attraction.
Ridgeview Park is so far away from Pitts-
burg that the matter has a trifle lessin-
terest locally than auy master pertaining to
Valley Camp. There are, however, quite a
number of East End Methodists who main-
tain eottages at Ridgeview Park who will
be interested in the matter.

away with the admission fee. But althou
the stockbolders were so clearly in the
w.jorix, the managers found means to
evade the instructions, and the matter has
been in their hands under protest ever since.
1 sup that th> misapprebension of which
President MceDonald, of the National As-
sociation, complains arose in the division of

inion within the Ridgeview Park Asso.
ciation. It is an unfortunate state of affairs,
but it eannot be helped.”

“What is dyour estimation of the amount
of Sunday deseeration resultant upon the
gathering of a large number of people st s
campmeeting, even if excarsion trains are
necessary for transportation?” was asked of
Dr. Smith.

“It & society becomes so strict that it ean-
not hold & meeting beeause of possible Sun-
day desecretion, it is_going too far. There
are, of course, two sides to every question.
There are always scores of people who go to
such meetings with not the remotest idea of
listening to the preaching, and who there-
fore take advantage of the spirit and intent
of the campmeseting. I think no deliberate
occasion should be made which offers an
opportunity for Sunday desecration. The
first campmeelings were held in the woods,
where no excursion festures were possible,
and I think the Methodist campmeeting
was ot its best under primitive circum-
stances.”

ARE THEY GETTING OBSOLETE?

# “Does not your remark lead to the dedue-

tion that the interest in campmeetings is
dying out 7" was the next query,

“Oh, by no mesns; that is, no more than
the force of circumstsnces nffects the insti-
tutiop. Civilization bas brought a new
condition of affuirs into vogue. Campmeet-
ings wers oniginally intended as religious
rallying occasions for sparsely settled com-
munities. But civilization has brougnt
churches to the doors of the people, and
there is no excvuse for making occasions to
violate the Babbath day. Here is what the
Christian Advocate said editorially in re-
gard to the controversy between the Nation-
al Associstion and the Ridgeview Park
IMANNZErs.

THERE WILL BE No SUITS ENTERED

The reporis of United States District At-
torney Walter Lyon and Immigrant In-
spector Kobert D. Layton in regard to the
charges against James Campbell, President
of the Window Glass Workers' Associa-
tion, for violation of the contract labor laws,
were mailed to Becretary Windom, Wash-
ington, last evening. The papers will
reach the department to-morrow morning,
when the Seeretary wiliact upon the matter.
As has beeu generally inferred, the reports
recommend thst the glassworkers who are
now at Jeannette, and who were brought
here under contraot, be sent back to Europe.
They came from England and Belgium,
and if the department st Washington act
upon the recommendation the mea will
ceriainly be sent back.

This information was not explicitly cor-
roborated by Messrs, Lyon and Laytou, but
there is not now the ieast doubt about it
The two officials have maintained s digni-
fied silence in regard to the whole matter,
and, when pressed, positively refused to say
soything. They preferred that the informa-
tion be given by the department through
the routine channels.

THE BLACELISTED FORTY-FIVE.

It was also ascertained that accompanying
the report was a list of the names of 45 of
the men who are alleged to have come here
under contract. The men came in three
parties, 26 at one time, 12 at anotber and T
at another., Therr names were obtained
through the representatives of the Trades
Council who were sent to Jeannette to in-
vestigate,

It was rumored on the streets last evening
that the reports would recommend that suit
be instituted against the President of the
Window Glass Workers' Association and
others for bringing the men over. Thisis
not true. There is no recommendation
whatever to that effeot, as the people who
are pushing the case do not want to prose-
cute anybody. In to this, President
Evans, of the Trades Council, said:

NOT AT ALL VINDICTIVE.

“All we want is that the men be sent back
to Europe and the jobs they mow hold be
given to Americans. We do not care fo
prosecute any members of the Window Glass
Association, for the reason that some people
would say we are carrving the matter too
fur. All we want is to see that the laws are
observed. When we send the men back we
will be satisfied with the work done."

Attornev Brennen, who had charge of the
case sguinst President Campbell, said:
“We will have no trouble whatever send-
ing the men back to England and Belgium.
We have s long list of their names, and
when we send officers after them they will
have to go. If they swear they are not the
persons mentioved, then theT peﬂnm them-
selves. This, T suppose, will settle the mat-
ter for the time being. The passenger lists
of the steamships they traveled om and other
records have bunﬁneura},l ﬂd we have a
good case against them. ey gel awa;
from Jesnnette we wili send officers dta;
them, no matter where they go. The papers
and list of names will be mailed to-night,
and we will now take a rest until
Windom examines the documents. Every-
thing is now in his hands.”

Immigrant Inspector La was as close
as the steerage of a steamship in regard to
the matter. He refused to state what his
report would be, but it was learned that it
was about the same as District Attorney
Lyon's. When asked for the list of names
he said:

ENLARGEMENT IMPOSSIBLE AS YET

A report baving appeared in yesterday's
papers that the wards in the Merey Hospital
were overcrowded, an interview was ob-
tained with the resident physician and some
of the sisters, The ijollowing facts were
elicited: The hospital is at present slightly
overcrowded in all the wards but those set
apart for fever. There are several spare

fever beds; 32 cases of typhoid being treated
st present, while thers is room for over 40,

“Of course,” one of the sisters observed,
“if we are pressed very hard for room we
can put the surplus patients in the marine
ward. More than one quarter of the beds
there are empty, but, as that part of the
hospital+ belongs to the Government, we
don’t eare about putting our patients there
until it is absolutely necessary.

OVERCROWDED TWO YEARS AGO,

Being asked if the hospital’s capacity was
ever put to 5o severe a test before, the sister
replied that, in the fall of 87, the fever
ward was tolally overcrowded. The present
year was & fairly good ome, however, for
fever, and she thought the papers should
not have made s much fuss about their
predicted epidemic. There are 115 ents
in the Mercy Hospital. In the medical and
surgical wards there are at least seven tem-
B:rlryenu erceted, for patients who cannot

accommodated with regular beds.
