the very first question that presents itself is
what club is going to leave the League? It
is quite clear to everybody that if no club
withdraws there will be no room for Cincin-
nati, There is nothing to show that any of
the Western clubs in the National League
intend to withdraw; on the contrary, they
have already declared their intention to re-
mainin. The only possible hope for Cincinnat
is the withdfawal of Indianapolis, becauss
there is no fear at all of Chicago, Cleveland
and PFittsburg. Well, I bave it on the
aunthority of Pressdent Brush that Indianapolis
will most certainly remain 4n the League for
next season at least. This, then, seems to set-
tie the matter. We are also told that Brooklyn
will take the place of Washington next season,
but President Hewitt assvres us all on his
bonor that he has no intantion whatever of
withdrawing from the League. Therelore we
may expect no.obanges in that direction,
Doubtless from Washington to Brooklyn
would be a very profitable change, and so
would a change from Indianapolis to Cincin-
oati. Butitis not likely that the Lengue will
force any of its present members out to take
in mew ones. Besides, if Mr, Spalding’s pian
of organizaiion or reorganization is adopted
what is termed the poor clubs in the League

Spaiding's New Plan.

Bo far I have had nothing to say regarding
the proposed plan of organization by Mr.
Spalding. 1 would bave refrained from saying
asnything about it just now had not a conversa-
tion with President Nimick a few days ago
prosupted me to deal with one fexture of it.
