FRESH INDUSTRIAL NEWS AND GOSSIP

The Rev. Willlam Robertson delivered
anotber lecture on the industrial guestion
at Grand Arcasy Hall, West Diamond street,
Allegheny, vesterdsy stternoon. His sub-
jeot was “Industrial Freedom u:d Inde-
pendence the Demand of the Age.” Alter
giving a resume of the history of slavery
from the earliest period down to the slavery
of the colored race in this centaury, be said:

“And to-day we are not yet out of bond-
age. The workingman is no better off than
the negro was before the war. Of course we
are notsaffering chuttel slavery. Nevertheless
the oppression exercised over the laboring
class is in its forms ns appalling as was the
slavery of primitive history. Industrial
glavery isa system so cunningly devised
that it doceives, sometimes, even the very
elect, and so effectually that we still hear
them boast of being free men. So cunning-
1y are thé meshes woven around the victims
that 1 cannot ascribe its origin to humas in-

genuity, but I think it is
THE DEVIL'S MASTERPIECE

of cunning, cruelty and injustice. The
prime element of jndustrial slavery is that
it robs the man of the right of equality.
The bountiful Lord made the earth for the
ghode and sustenance of the whole race.
The minority, however, enjoy all the ;urivl-
Jeges. The moneyed class has been granted
the legal and exclusive nght to nearly all
the means of production in the world.

“Need we wonder that the prentllng and
appalling pauperism and crime increase
with such tearful rapidity. Strikes are a
resplt of this industrial slavery. Many
workingmen are coming to realize that since
they have no legal rightto the means of
production, their only self-protection is
phirsieal force.

““Now the question is, how can we secure
industrial freedom and independence? First
obtain acknowledgement from the world
thut all men have equal rights, and inci-
dental to thut is the equal right to the land,
& necessary means to the enjoyment of that
other right to lite, liberty and the pursuit of
happmess.

TWO IDEAL REMEDIES.

*] have two plans by which the land
might be equally enjoyed by all men. Oune
is to divide it into lots of equal value and
give each citizen his equitable portion, and
the other is to allow one part of the ple
sn exclusive right to the land and give the
Jandless an equivalent. Of course, I be-
lieve there must be emplover and laborer;
but the wage earner snould have the right
to r-c-rnuncnl employment at reasonable

wages. To seeure such blessings I think
the Government ought to give employwent
and fix wages. The minimum wages
:honld unlhle any wage earner to liveina
reasonable degree of comiort, and sbhould be
increased as the wealth of the conmtry

uld justify.

*In the same way the Government might
2‘““’ regulate the hours of labor. To weet

he expese of beginning such a system of
employment, the Government might contract
, % debt, as was done during the Civil War,
and thus be enabled to do justice to nli
wage workers without thromns any addi-
tional burdens upon the already overbur-
dened taxpuyers. By the time the debt be-
came due, the incresse in wealth and
pnpw-fhunu would be such as to enable the
it _without being felt as a
hnrdrn .ur many persons whe would ettver-
wise become paupers and erimh.l.h would
become industrious itizens."

THE GLASS CONFERENCE.

Some weeks ago, the workers
ssked for an advance of over 5 per cent and
the manutacturers refused to give it to them.
Toth sides have been making a pretense of
Yeipng determined, but a settlement on this
sear's wages will probably be made.

At the conlerence, the date of the re-
gumption of wnri hroughout the West will
be fixed. It is probable that October 1 will
be the date. The manutacturers in the East
are iryiog to start shout Beptember 15, but
the Pittsburg men object. Their objections
are based ou the fact, that the market at
present does not warrant the early start.
According to the off cinl report of President
Bodine, there are over 100,000 more boxes of
glass on hand than there were this time one
year ago, and the prices have not aavanced
one eent. Ther elaim that the large surplus
stock must be worked off before they ean
resume opeTations.
