TERRY'S TRAGI EAD

The Famous California Politician |
Assaults Justice Field
and Is

SHOT THROUGH THE HEART

By a United States Marshal Who Was
Detailed as a Body Guard.

HIS WIFE ATTEMPTS TO AVENGE HIM

A Derd of Vieleooe Winds Up a Mont Events
ful Career—The Celebrated Duel With
scnater Broderick—The Romantic Case
of Sarnh Althea Hill and Her Marriage
to Terrv the Cause of the Quarrel—Twe
Shots Fired, but the First Was Fatal—
e Dropped Dend Without a Quiver—
The Marshal Arrested, but Judge Field
Not Molested—Great Excitement in San
Fravclsoe—The Justice's Own Stery of
the Afair—Nrs, Terry's Walls for
Yengrance.

Justice Field, of the United Bintes
Bupreme Court, and ex-Judge Terry unex-
pectedly met in a little Californis town
early yesterday morning. A tragedy, which
nad been predicled, almost instantly fol-
lowed. Withont warning Terry slapped the
Justiee in the face, and was immediately
shot down by o Usnited States Marshal. His
wife was present, and attempted to get a
pistol to avenge her husband. The coast is
greatly exciteda by the event.

[EFECTAL TELEGHAM TO THE DISFATCR.)
LaTuror, CaL., Aongust 14.—On Sep-
tember 21, 1850, David Colbreth Broderick,
then a United States Senator from this
State and a politician of national celebrity,
was shot and killed in a duel by David 8.
Terry, Chief Justice of the California
Supreme Court. To-day, slmost 30 years
after this tragic oceurreace, and within o
couple of hours’ rideof the scene of the
sanguinary encounter, the man who left that
bloody field a victor received a bullet
through his heart under circumstances sen-
sationsl enough to satisly the wildest imagi-
nation,

No three personson the Pacifie Coast have
been so prominent in the public eye recent-
ly. and for years past, ns Justice Stephen
J. Field, of the Supreme Court of the
United States, Judge Terry and his wife,
so widely known to fame as Sarah Althea
Hill. The slightest event in conneotion
with either one of those named would have
been received with grest interest through-
out! the entire West. Judge, then, of the
excitement which has been crealed by to-
day’s events.

The Actors ou the Scene.

On the arrival of the Southern overland
train here at 7220 this morning, Judge Field
and Deputy United States Marshal David
Nagle walked into the depot dining room
for breakfast and eat down side by side.
Soon after Judge Terry and wife came in
also. They were proceeding to another table
when Mrs. Terry, evidently recognizing
Justice Field, did not sit down, but retired
to the train for some unknown purpose,

Before she reached it, however, and as
soon &= she had left the dining room Judge
Terry approached Justice Field, and stoop-
ing over him slapped his face. At this
juneture, Deputy Marshal Nagle arose from
his seat and shot Jidge Terry through the
heart. As he was falling the Deputy Mar-
ehal shot again, but missed him, the bullet
going throngh the floor. Both shots were
fired in very quick suncoession. Adfter the
shooting Marshal Nagle backed up against
the wall of the dining room and warned
everyone not to arrest him, saying he was s
United States officer in the discharge of his
duty.

A Reign of WHd Confunion.

Judge Terry never uttered a sound after
being shot. He had bardly fallen when
Mrs. Terry rushed to the side of his body
and threw berself upon it. Then ensued a
scene of the wildest excitement. People
rushed from the dining room snd others
rushed in.

During this timeJustice Field and Deputy
Marshal Nagle retreated to a sleeping car,
where they were securely locked within,
At times Mra. Terry would call upon the
citizens to arrest them. Defore the train
pulled out Constable Walker entered the
sleeper and was carried away on board the
train. He informed the spectators that he
knew his duty and would perform it.

During the time the traio was standing at
the depot Mrs. Terry was runming wildly,
aliernntely from the body of her husband to
the sleeper, demanding admittance that she
might elap Justice Field’s face and at the
same time begging that they be detained and
hnve their examination here. Previous to
theentrance of Constable Walker into the
sleeper Bheriff Purvis and deputy, of Stanis-
laus county, had already taken charge of
Deputy United States Marshal Nagle.

To Avenge Her Husband’s Death,

A passenger who was on the train says
that when he heard the shooting he rushed
out of the car and saw Mrs. Terry with s
satobel in her band. Bhe was trying to
open it, and be tock it from ber., Bhe tried
to gain possession of it again but failed.
Whea the satchel was opensd afterward a
pistol was found in it.

David Nagle, the Deputy United States
Marshal, who killed Terry, is well known
in the State. In the latter part of the sev-
eaties he went to Arizons and in 1881 re-
ceived appointment as chief of palice of
Tombstone. While occupying that posi-
tion he had frequent encounters with the
eriminal element, and by his behavior soon
earaed for himself the reputation of being a
man of undisputable courage and bravery,

He shot and killed a Mexican desperado
in Tombstone, after s fierce encounter.
Nagel was appointed Deputy Marshal here

year ago, and when Terry made the as-

énlt on Marshal Franks, last September,
"Nagle disarmed him.
Appointed as n Body Guard.
Reports circulsted that Terry intended
doing Judge Fields pome injury when they
mei, caused Nagle to be detailed to act as

body guard to him when he came to this
coast & few months ago. Nagle is about 35
years of age and has a wife and family in
Sun Francisco,

The County Coroner took charge of the
remains, and went to Bteckion, arriving
there at 19:40 to-day with Terry’s body in a
box covered with white eloth, Mrs. Terry
rode in the express ear with the remains,
accompanied by several friends of the de-
ceaved,

When the body was taken off the car she
followed and rode with it in an express
wagon to the morgue. She was distressed,
and said it was & most cowardly murder of
an unarmed man. Asp inguest will be held.
Deputy Marshal Nagle was taken to Stock-
ton in a buggy by Constable Walker, of
Lathrop, at 1:30.

Marshal Nagle in Jail

Whea the overland traln left Lathrop
after the shooting constable Walker got in
the car and arrested Nagle, He rode with
him to Tracey and there took s buggy to
Btockton to avoid the crowds. When Nagle
reached the jal he alighted from the buggy
and came in with his coat covering his
handeaffed hands,

Nagle refused to be interviewed. He said:
“1 am Deputy United States Marshsl, and
simply did my duty as an officer.” He was
locked up alone, and soon after senk for the
local attorney. Nagle was very cool, and
looked pale and determined.

Distriet Attorney White, of this county,
ordered the arrest of Justice Field upon his
arrival in San Fraoeclsco, and telegraphed
the order to the Sheriff of SBan Francisco.

Story of an Eye Witness.

Among the passengers on the Southern
overland train this morning was Calonel H.
G. Otis, editor of the Los Angeles Times,
He was standing outside of the depot dining
room st Lathrop when the shooting orJnc‘I.g:
Terry occurred and was st the scene of
tragedy a moment later.

GREAT EXCITEMENT

Cuused in Bun Fraacisce by the News of the
Fatal Enconnter—The Dispute Which
Led te the Tragedy—Jodge
Teorry's Eventfol Cureer.

BAx FraANCISCO, August 14—The an-
nouncement that Judge David 8, Terry had
been shot and killed jin a railway depot st
Lathrop this morning as the result of an at-
tempt to provoke a personal alterceation with
Justice Stephen J. Field, of the United
States Supreme Court, eaused extraordinary
‘excitement in this city. The scene of the
tragedy is 83 miles from this city by rail,
and is the breakfasting station for the
Bouthern overland train.

The possibility of an eneounter between
Terry and Justice Field has been recog-
nized ever since the imprisonment of Terry
for contempt of court ten months agoe, owing
to the known temper of the man who killed
United Siates Benator Broderick in the
early days of California.

David 8. Terry was at one time Chief
Justice of the Supreme Court of California
and has always been & prominent figure in
the political history of the State. The kill-
ing of Broderick caused st the time deep
pereonal resentment against Terry by a por-
tion of the people of the State which threat-
ened to terminate his career in California;
but he always had a number of adherents
and remsined in the Btate, though he has
only once or twice been before the people
for position.

The Cause of tho Dispure.

He was married to Sarah Althea Hill,
who claimed to be the wife of ex-Senator
Bharon, while prosecuting her claim against
the Eharon estate. This brought bim into
a resentful attitude toward Justice Field,
who last year rendered s decision in the
United States Cirenit Court, in this eity,
denying her claim to the wite of Sharon.

Mra. Terry created a scene in court dur-
ing the reading of the decision, eharging
Justice Field with beiag corrupt, and asshe
reflused to remain quiet, Justice Field di-
rected that she be removed from court.
When s deputy attempted to ecarry out the
order of the Court she became involved in a
personal quarrel with that official, and
Judge Terry interfered, drawing & dagger
from nis vest. He was djssrmed, and both
Terry and his wife wers adjudged in con-
‘tempt and committed tojail. .

JUDGE FIELD'S STORY.

The Assanlt Was Usproveked asd Kagle

S8Axw Fraxcisco, August 14, — The
Southern overland train arrived at Six-
teenth strect station in Oskland shortly
after 11 o’clock. A great crowd had ool-
lected, telegraphic intelligence &f the
Lathrop tragedy baving preceded the ar-
rival of the train, and the sleeping car in
which Justice Field was sitting was at once
besieged by United States oficials and news-
paper men.

Justice Field maintained his quiet de-
meanor and replied, when asked to,narrste
the particulars of the shooting, as follows:
“T can tell you the storyin a few words.

Under the Protection of Nagle.
