The Sewickley Dairy Farm Come
mences Operations Next Tuesday

IN A MODEL ESTABLISHMENT.

The Most Complete Arrangements for the
Production of Milk,

A DESCRIPTION OF THE QUARTERS

The Sewickley Dairy Company, a corpor-
ation organized last September by a number
of people from this city, will begin opera-
tions in Sﬂl'icklt'"’ Tlﬂhr. Ap‘l"l from
the fact that an institution of that kind is a
decided novelty in this part of the State, its
produets will have such an inealculable in-
fluence upon the future physical welflare of
the people that s description of the dairy
farm may be quite interesting.

The company owns & tract of land about
s mile from Sewickley, which was formerly
known as the Spanish tract, covering an
area of 2,000 scres or nearly four aguare
miles. All this land is considered to be one
of the finest grass, clover and corn produc-
ing tracts in this part of the country, It
was bought for §250,000 from Cochran Flem-
ing, and since then the dairy farm has been
erected. [ ]

Osear Ricklefsen, man: of the eom-
pany, showed a DISPATCH reporter all over
the farm yesterdav, and explained the de-
tails of its arrangement. About a mile and
a balf from the Ohio river, and back from
Eewickley, the establishment is situated on
the brow of a hill, and trom the distance the
outline of the cattle's barn can be observed,
in the

SHAPE OF A WHITE CROS&.

The four arms of this cross are each 100
feet long, while at the point where theyall
come together a center building is put np,
which is & perfect square of 52 feetl.
building contains the cows, their food lml
everyihing for the production of the nicest
milk. The manager said that not another
farm in the world had been arranged om
such a plan.

"1t is ermrrlr my own idea,” he said,
“and I ciaim it to be the most perfect for ita

uwirements. Let me show you around."’
n‘fl‘hm he led the way into the center build-
ing. “From here the machinery,” he con-
tinued to explain, “‘is manipulated. Over
there on the right you see the steam boxes
which receives the feed as it comes from the
farm. It ie softened by steam to make it more
digestible. Then over 1n the other corner
vou see a small boiler and engine. The
upper floor is stocked with bay, for which
we have a capacity of 450 tons. Then there
is & water tank on the top, containing 200
galloss, which runs into pipes along the
stalls.

“We have 50 head of cattle in each arm
of the cross, making 200 altogether. The
cattle are divided according to breed. On
one side we have Jersevs, on the other Dur-
hams, in the third Shorthorns and in the
fourth Ayreshires.™

A YERY BEAUTIFUL SIGHT.

Then the manager walked into the right
wing of the cross, where the 50 Jersey cows
were aundlnf A beautiful, clean
asphaltum walk led through the middle,
while on each side the animals stood in
their stalls. Numerous windows were
uwoticeable all along the wall, and
the place wasas light and airy as "s ball-
room.

the barn & walk was suggested to
the dairy, which proved to be another reve-
lation. ~As the milk is brought from the
cows it is taken into one part of the dairy,
and at the other end the milk comes out,
pui-gp in regulation quart bottles, ready to
be shipped.

The company now produces 800 gallons of
milk per day. All the eattle are of the best
milk-producing breeds in the country, hay-
ing been purchased at the Molton stock
farm, in Vermont. As the business increases
they "will add to the number of esttle until
they bave 1,000

More Cewtly in Europe Than In Plitsburg,
Though Empleyes Are Pald Loss—Some
Cemparisons.

Harry Metzgar, General Manager of the
Central Distriet Printing and Telephone
Company, of Pittsburg, has arrived from a
four months’ tour in Europe, greatly im-
proved in health, and chock full of com-
parisons of men, things, events, environ-
ment, etc. He was asked lest night to give
his views of the respective merits of tele-

honl:c servioe, ete., in the Old and New
or,

Mr. Metsgar visited Lomdon, Dublin,
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Gl”i' Antwerp, Paris, Berlin, Vi
fort and Buda-Pesth and examin
the telephone system in all these oities.
Except in London, Paris, Dublin and Ant-
werp, be did not find the telephone in use
to the same extent as in this country.
Time, generally speaking, is_not valued so
highly in Europe as in the Unitrd States.
Except in Paris, the wires are overhead.
though there are no polu in the streets, the
wires being affixed the housetops. In
Parws they are plued in the sewers.

He could not say whether business houses
made ms much use of the instrumeat as in
this country; but private people do not in
the old eountry use this means of communi-
cation so generally as bere, nor do amall
denlers.

Eates of service differ, but in all places
are higher than in Pittsburg. In Loundon
and Paris ther are §120 a vm In Antwerp
the charge is about £100 s year. This itself
would be a sufficient explanation of the fact
that the use of the instrument is not so gen-
ernl us here.
