A Mistaken View of the Capabilities
of the Pipe Organ,

THAT KISG OF INSTRUMENTS,

No Lack of Varied Expression in Its
Harmonies,

GOSSIP ABOUT OUR LOCAL MUSICIANS

In the current issue of the Fhiladelphia
Musical Journal is commenced o series of
extracts from & book about to be published
by Dr. Hugh A. Clark, of the University of
Pennsylvania, under the title of “The
Scratch Club.” Under the guise of in-
formal discussion between the members of
an imaginary coterie of musicians, Dr.
Clark proposes to treat of a variety of musi-

cal topics of an educational charscter. He'|

starts off with a chat about the organ, which
is interesting enongh and to a certain ex-
tent true enough, but which leaves as the
pet result in the reader’'s mind & very one-
sided view of the king of instruments, The
Eeynote of the talk is sounded by the first
sveaker as follows:

O, well, organ paying™s doubtless a very
clever thing, and a very difficult thing to do
well, but after all it I8 nothing bot good ma-
chinory; a machine would do it not unl[ll
well a8, but better than the best organist, With
all other insirumnents the case is guite differ-
ent. They all respond more or less to the mood
of the players, the skillful use of the bow—the
touch, the breath—proauce infinite varieties
and shades of exprossion. But on the organ
you can but put down the key and the pipe will
sound, and every sound Is just the same in
force wod guality as every other ome om the
same stop, barring the slight difference pro-
aueced by that clawsy conirivance you eall &
“swall'' o shory, the organ has no expression.

Organists may complacently read the ac-
knowledgment of the skill needful to over-
come the difficulties of their instrument, but
they will be quite unable to concede that
the elewent of human mipd, heart and soul
could be replaced in organ playing by an
mere mechanism however delicate an
idealy perfect. The organ does respond in
its own way to the “mood of the plsyer.”
Each mwusical instrument does this in its
own way. Itis wrong to say of one “it has
no expression,”” simply becanse its manner
ot rxpression differs from others.

Grauted that the organ eansot produce &
portimento or slur, or modify pitch in less
degrees than by semitones; neither can the
pisno. Nor can the piano give a sustained
tone with crese. ¢ dim. effect. The organ
can do this; but neither it nor the plano can
delieately modify the quality of a single
sustained tone. The violin family, being
able to produce all these effects, rank as the
most expressive of instruments. The piano
surpasses the organ in the one point of being
able to give s more delicate shading toa
succession of tones and to give ditferent
shading to two or three phrases played at

the same time. DBut the organy; more
than offsets this by the far greater
extent of its dynamic degrees (its

pianissimo being softer, its Jfortissimo
louder) and, especially, by the well-nigh
endless variety of its contrasting qualities
of tone. It is in tbhe latter point that the
organ stands absolutely alone among 1nstru-
ments—as well as i the inherent nobility
and dignity of its most characteristic species
of tove, the dispason. Adding to the points
pamed, the respousiveness of the organ to
different varieties of attack and phrasing,
and its capability for musieal expression—
and that in 0o small degree—is fully made
wutb.

It is, therefore, manifestly unfair to limit
i field of organ plaving to the composi-
ons of the old »rEuo'l—or, as one of Dr.
larke's interlocutors puts it, to Handel
ach apd Rink. It is on the other hand
afair to expect the orgam to reproduce
atisfnetorily the effects of o full orchestra;

aufair to expect it to show even its own best
and distinotive qualities in compositions
originally intended for some other instra-
ment or combination of instruments, It is
s mistake for one speaker (evidently the
author's mouthpieer in the coterie
supposed to be discussing the subject)
1o confine good organ music to, first,
“slow, massive sucoessions of chords,” aund,
sccond, “the tangled; intrieate devices of
contrupuntallwriting, particularly fugues”
and, above all, fugues destitute of the emo-
tional element, It is even more of a mis-
take for another of the speakers to see inthe
alleged lack of expression in the organ “the
reason why the movemeats from symphonies
and sonstas, that organists so often play,
are 50 unsatisfactory to one who is familar
with their effect when given by the instro-
mwents for which they were written. '’

May tne dav never come when works of

the striet, old elassical school are excluded

from tne pale of good organ musie.
The day surely pever will come
when the amouut of true organ musie is

50 wesger that transeriptions from other in-
siruments will be needed to eke it out.
Happily the organ yet retains all its pre-
eminence in massive, digoified charchly mu-
sic, and iu clear, symmetrical, contrapuntal
playing as well And with the ad-
vance of mechanical arts as applied
to this most complex and intricate
musizal instrument, thers has come a capa-
bility for lighter, more delicate, more varied
und wore emotionsl effects, which now are
Just as truly within the legitimate scope of
the instrument of w-day s the chorale and
fugue were the legitimate fiold of Bach's
organ in the Thomas-Kirehe. Put it is not
ueedful for the organist, wishing to show oft
the enlarged resources of his modern instru-
ment, to wander out into the ficld of the
plano or of the orchestra. He can and

should find all  possible opportunity
for this witnin the works of the
modern  organ  writers. The organist

of to-day who not only knows the venerable
classics, but has mastered as'well the com-
positions of Mendelssohn and his German
sucecssors, of Smart and his English follow-
ers, of Guilmart and his French eotempor-
aries, will have no difficalty in demonstrat-
ing that the organ has ample and varied
powers of expression among the multitude
of qualities that have crowned it king of
instruments.

The difficulties lately arising 1n S8ab Fran-
eisco through the mesallinnce of masieal
aund trades unions have already been nlluded
to in this column.

LONG DISTANCE TELEPHONING.

Yery Boccessful Testn Made ov n Lise Be-
tween Chicago and Milwaukee.

CHiCcAGO, August 17.—The operation of
the long distance telephone system west of
New York State was suocessfully inau-
gurated here to-day, the South American
Telephone and Telegraph Company (long
distance telephone eompany) formally open-
ing its lines between Chicago and Milwau-
kee. The tests made were of a character
to illustrate the great improvements that
have been made in the art of telephony, par-
ticularly the utilization of complete metal-
lic circnits. Representatives of the press
and & nnmber of business men were
those who tested the lines and exp
themselves ns being Mﬁhly pleased-with the
results attained.
