President James Campbell, of the Win-
dow Glsss Workers' Union, has returned
from the Philadelphis conference of glass
workers, where it was decided to stand by
each other for mutual protection. The
manufacturers in Cleveland yesterday de-
¢ided not to pay an advance in wages when
they start up.

James Campbell, the President of the
Window Glass Workers' Union, returned
from Philadelphin vésterday. A reporter of
Tue DisrATCH, who ealled on him last
pignt, learned that be had sttended a pri-
wate conference of & committee of the Green
Bottle Blowers' D, A, 149, This conference
was held Monday sfternoon in the Windsor
Hotel, Philadelphis, for the purpose of dis-
cussing the advisability of forming & com-
bination for the mutual protection of the two
organizations. Messrs. John Coffey, G. H.
Foster, Edward Greaner, Joseph Troth apd
Henry Kaltenbach represented the green
bottle blowers, and Mr. James Campbell
represented the window glass workers,

ME. CAMPBELL'S STATEMENT.

In regard to the meeting Mr, Campbell
gaid: “The meeting was ealled for the
purpose of forming an arrangement for our
mutual assistance, either in strilkes or other
difficulties conesrning the membership of
our respective orgaunizations.”

“Had this meeting snvthing to do with
the conference held in Philadelphia last
week, for the purpose of forming & combina-
tion of all the glass workers?"

“I do not know anything about that, but
if you want to koow whether we would
help the flint glass workers, I may as well
tell you that we would belp any glass or-
gunization that is fa frouble, even l.hhdw
officials are not always friendly to ua,™

A COMBINATION FROBABLE.

It has been stated, however, although Mr,
Campbell did not say so, that by his agree-
ment to the advances made at the confer-
ence, the three glass workers’ organizations
are in a combination to protect their mutunal
benefits and interests against the manufac-
turers on any infringements of their rights
ss & body of organized labor. The Green
Bottle Blowers, D. A. No. 149, is composed
of workers from Baltimore, Philadelphia,
New York and Canada.

“Was there any talk in that conference
regarding the importation of forelgn glass
men?"” Mr. Campbell was asked.

HIS EXPLANATION ACCEPTED,

“Yes, there was, and the men were preju-
diced against me at first on that account, but
when 1 told them mv side of the story they
were satisfied that I had done right."*

“There are a pood many stories told in
the city to the effect that while you osten-
gibly went to Washington Springs with your
family, you really went to Washingten, D,
C. How is that?"

“Well, you cansay in your paper to-
morrow morning, that there 15 no {ruth
whatever in those stories,. There is Mr.
Conaway sitting beside you, who was with
me in Washington BSprings. Ask him
whether I was away for more than an hour
at s time.""

FULLY COREOBORATED.

“That is #0,"” said Mr. Conowsy; “‘we
were together all the time. There was not
an bhour during the day that Mr. Campbell
was faither way from me than he is now,"”

“Will you tell me, Mr. Campbell, when
you were in Washington, D. C,, for the last
time?""

“Yes; I was there last Friday and Satar-
day. Buat if you mean to imply that I went
there to see the Treasury Department offi-
cials in regard to the foreign importation
matter, I can safely assure you that such is
unot the case. However, if somebody said
that I had been in Washington over a week
ago, you c¢an inform them truthfully that it
is not s0.”

ONE FIEM SIGKS THE SCALE.

“Now, Mr. Campbell, what do you think
will be the outeome of the manufacturers’
meeting at Cleveland to-day?"

Instead of answering the question right
away, Mr. Campbell arose, and reaching
across the table, he handed the visitor a
telegram. “‘Read thst,” ke said. The
wording of the dispatch was about as fol-
lows:

Tlease send us copy of scaleof wages im-
mediately for signature.

“Now you can print that il you will
promise me to omit the name of the firm and
its address.*

““But what do you mean to imply by that
telegram?”’

“Why, that the manufacturers will all
follow the example of that firm, and sign
the scale. In other words, there will not be
any strike, 1 thiok.”

THE MEETING IN CLEVELASD,

The following is » special telegram from
Cleveland lasi night, containing a report
of th: manufacturers’ meeting:

The window glass manufacturers at their
meeting here to-day decided that there will
be no advance in the wages of the glass
workers this yesr. The threat to reduce
wages 10 per cent below the seale of Jast
vear may not be carried ount, but it is cer-
tain that the present scale will not be
signed. There was a good sttendance, sll
bat three or four factories in the district
wost of Pittsburg being represented. The

only object of the meeting was io discuss
the wags question and fix the policy of the
associution for the coming year.

WILL NOT INCREASE WAGES.

At the afternoon session important action
was taken. It seemed to be the general sen-
timent of the meeting that the condition of
the glass business at present would not war-
rant any increase in wages, though it was
thought possible to run the factories on Jast
year's scale. An agreement was drawn up
pledging every signer to stand by the Wage
Committee's action in rejecting the present
scale, and every manufacturer present
signed it. Nothing was done regarding the
threatened redustion, the sentiment not
being favorable to the proposed cut, pro-
vided the factories could be started on Bep-
tember 1, as usual.

HERE A HITCH OCCUREED.

The Van Cleve Glass Company, of this
¢ity, extensive wholesalers, distributed
among the mavufncturers a cironlar reading
as follows:

If manafacturers decide to start on Septem-
ber 1, we shall issus & circular broadoast,
offering giass in any quantity at 80and 15
single, and 55 and 15 st double strength. Much
a8 we regret the necessity for such actiom, we
have achoice of two evils—to sacrifice the
glass now or bold and in y it &t an actual
loss on January L

This precipitated an animated discussion.
Many manufacturers st once saw that
such competition in the market would be

EXTREEMELY DISASTROUS
to them, and they opposed the starting of
the factories in Beptember. The discounts
mentioned in the ciroular are said w be
from 15 to 20 per ceat bslow cost. Thers is
no doubt that such a reduction would
aripple many factories, and although no
action was taken regarding the time of re-
suming operations in the factories it is safe
to say thst they will be opened later than
usual, even if there should be an adjust-
ment of the wage diffieulty within the next
ten days, which is not altogether probable,
