AN EMBARRASSING SITUATION.

It will be an embarrassing position for
the President. One of his pet theories has
been that Southern Congressional lists can
be carried by white candidates formerly
connected with the Confederacy and the
Demoeratic party apon the protection issne.
Such a candidate and issue were presentad
in the Third Louisians District by the
nomination of Mr. Minor, an ex-Conieder-
ate, who, not very long ago, was s Demo-
eratic anti-Protectionist,

T Bat it happens that this distriot is a very
ifortunate one in which to try any experi-
ot with a white man’s organization io-

& the Republican party. It is one of the
.~at Republican distriets of the Teche
section, the home of Kellogg, the district
vhich he has

ALMOST ALWAYSE CAEEIED

by & very large majority whenever he has
run. Kellogg is the master of the negro
volers of that distriet, and probably has
more inflaence with them than all the other
tepublican elements combined. If they
understand that Kellogg is disaffected
cither as regards the nominee or the admin-
fstration, it is very doubtful whether the
whole Republican vote ean be secured, and
there is no hope of earrying the district
without that full vote, together with such
white accessions from Mr. Minor's lormer
nssociates as can be secured

Kellogg bas been in Washington most ‘of
the time sinee the 4th of March until within
the last two months, and every one who has
had any conversation with him kuows that
he is & very pronounced

ANTI-ADMINISTREATION MAN,

He does not believe in the President’s
policy respecting the Sontbern Siates. He
is purticnlarly hostile to what is called the
white man's erganization in the Republican
party, and to the recognition by the Presi-
dent of the old Confederate element. Kel-
logg thinks, and has frequently said, that
the President can sccomplish nothing by
resurrecting, as he ealls it, such ex-Confed-
erntes as Longstreet, of Georgia.

In the interviews which Kellogg has had
with the President at various times here
during the Inst few months,

HE WAS NEVER ARLE
to come 1o an agreement as to any of the
fundamental priociples connected with
Southern polities. His theory has been that
the Republican party nationally cannot ex-
pect to secomplish anything in the South
except upon the old lines of the recognition
of the earpet bag element. Although a
strong Protectionist, bhe has no econfidence
that white men will ally themselves, as &
rule, with the Republican party upon the
basis of protection or of any other issue,
He bas said repestedly here sinee President
Harrison was inaugurated, that the policy
of the administration in the South is all
wrong, and has even gone so far as to say
that there could be no question that the
President would be confronted in the last
two years of his term by a House which
would have
A STRONG WORKING MAJORITY

opposed to him. And Kellogg is said to
have no less influentisl men behind him
than Chairman Quay and First Assistant
Postmuster General Clarkson.

The President will be advised that unless
something shall be done to secure the co-
thugisstic support of the colored voters of
the Third Louisiana district for Minor,
there need be no expectation that a Repub-
liean ean be elected to Congress from that
distriet, and the President will, in that
event, suffer the humilistion of knowing
that at the first opportunity, when an effort
was made to vindicate his policy in the
Southern SBtates, be was defeated.

Kellogg is supported In this matter by
theChairman of the Republican Committee
of Louisiana, who is one of the chief
owners of the Louisisna lottery, and is also
one of the most liberal contributors to the
Republiean campaign fund. Both Kellogg
aud the lottery bave been annoyed by the
appointments which the President has made
in Louisiana, notably that of Warmoth, and
by the inct that the Kellogg carpet-bag ele-

WasmiNGTON, August 21. — Senator
Wade Hampton, of South Carolina, is in
the eity, and was asked to-day what he
thopght of the President’s Southern policy.
He did not think the poliey was sufficiently
developed to be discussed, but gave ma
interesting opinion on the subject of the
protective tarifl feeling in the South.

“1 donot think that feeling is growing," he
said. “Ithink the lendency is more likely to
be the other way, especially in tbe miningand
mapufacturing districts. The interests of
the Biates of Virginia, Tennessee and Ala-
bama, particulurly, are advacced by low
duties. They can produce iron and eoal
much cheaper than they can be produced in
the East. The protection only assists the
Eastern manufacturers to keep up this
rivalry. Without the protection the rivalry
would be greatly lessened. The less pro-
tection the more eapital will go to develop
the industries of the South. Seeing this, I
do not thiak our people will be

LED OFF BY THIS QUESTION.

“The efforts of the Bepublicans will be in
Virginia, Tennessee, North Carolina and
perhaps Alabama. I do not think they will
meet with success in either. The exodus of
negroes from North Carolina, il it keeps up,
will hurt them there, but they could not
carry the Btate anybow, Mr. Harrison's
