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FIREMEN SURPRISED.

Chief Brown Tests Their Agility by
Btriking the Fire Gong

AKD TIMING THEIR MOVEMENTS

He Thought Some Were a Little Slow, but
the Boys Protested

AGAINST THE FAIRNESS OF THE TEST

One day lsst week Chief Brown, of the
Depariment of Publie Safety, made s tour
of the engine houses in the First district of
the city, and, without giviog the men any
iotimation of his intentions, hed the alarm
gong sounded in each house be visited for
the parpose of showing how quick the fire-
men could get the horses out, hitch up and
get ready to go ont for a fire. The gongs
were sounded, and the men, thinking it was
& bons fide alarm of fire, responded.
After they had gotten in their
places, ready 1o go out, the Chief
informed them why they had been
called out. He repeated this inspection at
several engine bouses, but, while he did not
keep wateh on the time consumed, thought
the men were o litile slower thas they
should be. Ia order to find out just how
much time it took for the companies o get
out to a fire, be instrucied one of his assist-
ant superintendents to repeat the inspection
ia the same manner as he bhad done, and
Jearn accurately the number of seconds con-
sumed by each company.

The Assistant Superiutendent took a stop
watch with him, and made the test yester-
day. He visited engine bouses Nos. 1, 2, 3,
4,5, 7,18 and 15 and truck A, giving them
each a trial, sud embodied the result in &
repart 1o Chiel Brown last evening. As in
the first test, the men bad no warning of
what was coming. The Assistaut Chiel
walked into the engine house, conversed
with the men, who were louuging about in
various paris of the building, and then,
calling the captain of the company to one
side, instructed him to go and strike the
gong.

HOW THE TEST WORKED,

The wem tumbled ianto their places in
their usual fashion. The horses were
loosened by the automatie machinery and
rushed pul to be hitched up to the engines
and hose carriages, the drivers, hosemen
and other firemen jumped into their re-
spective places on the apparatus, and when
they were ready to start for the supposed
fire were told it was only a test.

The firemen §a every case protesied at
being taken unawares, and asked to have
the test repeated, as they thought they
could do better, but the Assistant Chiel
firmly refused, and told them their record
was made. If they wanted to do better
they must make their record in going out
on real alarms.

In  bhis report the Chiel of
the d timent the Assistant
Superintendest reports the sctual time,
taken on a reliable stop-watch, as tollows:
Engine Company No, 1, 141 seconds; No.
2, 21 seconds; No. 3, 24 seconds; No. 4, 21
seconds; No. 5, 15 seconds; No. 7, 193] sec-
onds; No, 18, 295 seconds; No. 15, 31 sec-
onds; Truek A, 24 seconds.

The report states that the reason that Nos.
1, 5 and 7 make so much quicker time than
the others is that they have double houses
und the horses have only half the distance
1o run to their places that they have in the
long, mingle houses, Another feature

ANOTHEE TEST MADE.

After making the above trials the horses
were unbitched, unharnessed and left stand-
ing in their places st the poles, and another
test was made to see how quickly they
could be bitehed up, ready to go out, from
that position. No, 1 took 5 seconds; No. 2,
6l seconds. No. 3, 61¢ seconds; No. 4, 6
seconds; No. §, 4 seconds; No. 7, 7 seconds;
No, 13, b3 seconds; No, 15, 7 sezonds.

In concluding his report the Assistant
Soperintendent states that much time is
lost on socount of the slowness of the horses.
This defect is belnf remedied by a new ap-
paratus which will soon be placed in the
stall of each borse, consisting of a revolving
whip which drops the instant the gong
sounds, and strikes each horse a smart blow
before he leaves his stall. As soon as these
have been put jn place 1t is expected that
the companies can come nearer to getting
out on the record time, 11 seconds. There
is one horse in No. 13, however, where the
revolving whip is already in use, that pays
no attestion to the lash, and walks out to
his place as leisurely as if going out for ex-
arciee,

The firemen were considerably stirred up
over the unexpected test last night, and in
several of the engine houses the captains
made tests of their own aflter the Assistant
Superintendent left, with much better re-
suits, and a reduction in the time con-
sumed. It is sale to say that the next time
an official test is made there will be an im-
provement in the time.

CHANGES IN THE CONSTITUTION.

Severnl lmpeortant Amendments Made by
the Koights of Pythins Conventlon,

ISFECIAL TELEGEAM 70 THE DISPATORN. |

LaNcASTER, August 23.—The Grand
Lodge KEnights of Pythias, baving con-
cluded their labors on the Grand Lodge
constitution, to-day considered the constitu-
tion of subordinate lodges. The followiug
sections were adopted as to membership: No
lodge shall initiste into the mysteries of the
order any person who ig not a white male,
over 21 years of age, and a believer in the
Supreme Creator and Preserver of the uni-
verse, of good moral character, and free
from mental or bodily infirmity, and able to
support himself and family. An applicent
over 50 of age, or maimed, shall
not be initisted unless a dispensation
for that purpose be first oblained from the
Grand uncellor or the Grand Lodge.
The following is the section anto death
benefits: Faneral benefits shall not be paid
in case of a member who was taken sick or
otherwise disabled when in arrears to the
lodge to the amonnt of 13 weeks' dues and
died of that sickness or disability, except
the arrears at the time of desath were re-
dueed to less than 13 weeks' dues, and then
$20 only shall be paid. The Grand Lodge
constitution was ado by a vote of 303
ayes to 31 nays, snd that of subordinate
lodges by a vote of 280 ayes to 32 nays.
The Commitiee on Law recommend each
lodge to be careful in the imposition of fines
for non-attendsnce at or at failure
to sct as nurses.
