Oue of the disagrecable festures about a
tour alvead, I find, is the unsatisfactory
manner in which demonstrations, receptions,
and so forth, are uttended to by those who
have them in charge, and who have prom-
ised to attend to them faithfully. Not only
is this true sbroad, but it often happens
that oo one's return some aggravating delay
or misunderstanding makes one’s reception
almost a failure.

I must also protest sgaiost some of the
treatment 1 received at the hands of promi.
nent newspapers while I was abroad. Many
of my cablegrams sbout myself were not
printed at all on this side, while others were
cruelly mutilated. I ecabled to a well-
known and heretofore respectable New York
vaper while in London that on the following
day I would be the guest of greatuess and
would andoubtedly add to the graee and
dignity of our country by making a few
well-chosen remarks in the Freoch or Eo-
glish language. The cable message was
well written and I paid for it myself, think-
ing that my countrymen would be glad to
know that I still thought of them. WhenI
got the paper the cublegramn was not there,
and its place was taken by the account of
something more thrilling. It was headed
“Disagreeable Termiontion of a Useful Life;

-An Old Lady Eaten Up by Hogs.”
GOING OUT TO DINNER.

1 also eabled a well-known New York pa-
per of undoubted enterprise, I thought, that
on the previous evening I had dined at the
Cheshire Cheese, and on the following day
would take diuner at the Marlborough
House, meaning that I wounld take my din-
ner there—in a tin  pail—and eat it on the
lawn with the servants. Insteadof printing
this prepaid message, the paper took up half
a columa with an account of an incident in
Tennnessee, headed, “Mortilying Episode
in & Sunny South Home: Little Girl Boiled
in Soup.”

Whenever I tried to inform the people of
America of my success, socially and mor-
ally, abroad, and to comfort them with the
knowledge that 1 was well, there seemed to
be an orgavized effort on the part of the
press to keep the people in the dark regard-
ing me.

East HamptoN, LoNg IsnaxD, An-
gust 24.—After all, the world is a small
world, or else Pitisburg is a pretty big town.
Eecuuse one runs up against Pittsburgers
almost everywhere. The steam car and the
steamboat, the telegraph, the phonograph
and the Kodak camera have guite revolu-
tionized geography. The old provineial and
parochial boundaries have fallen down and
gone into pleces beyond the possibility of
patching. That enthusiastic American was
quite in the rightof it, whatever the school-
master may say, whoe declared that the
Uunited States are bounded on the north by
the aurors borealis, on the South by the
precession of the Equinoxes, on the East by
the Garden of Eden and on the West by the
Day of Judgment.

The world is one big town now. It is
built up somewhat more thickly in some
places than in others, and it bas pretly ex-
tensive suburbs, yet it is really one big,
busy town. This is the age of cosmopoli-
tanism. We are citizens of the world. Long
Island Sound lies on the outskirts of Pitts-
burg. From upstairs windows jn Shady-

side we can sce the ships so b{.

Take Fisher's Inlf\u , for instanee.
Fisher's Island lies eight miles off near
London. You ean see it from the New
London harber, erouching low down in the
water, looking like the dorsal fin of some

imnt icthyosaurian fish, or like tbe undu-
nting back of an eight-mile-long alligater.
When you get over to it—an hour's merry
Jjourney on the steamer Skipjack—you find
a charming piece of land, with hills and

HE OWNS AN ISLAND.

This whole big island, some 5,006 acres,
which is set down in the map as belonging
for some occult regson, to New York, would
better be credited in future editions tw
Pennsylvania, becanse it is_owned—almost
all of it—by =a citizen of Pittsburg. Mr.
E. M. Ferguson can fean against the stone
pillars of the breezy porch of hischarming
cottage, and reflect that, like Robinson
Crusoe, he is monmnarch of all bhe
Surveys—or very mnearly. Mr. Fergu-
son intends to dovelop the isiand,
laying ount good roads, e-Eloying all
the natural advantages, and making attrac-
tive corner lots for cottages, You can get
almost evervthing on Fisher's Island,
except full dress receptions. There 13 good
surf bathiog at the South Beach. There is
excellent exercise for swimmers, and pleas-
ure and safety for children in the quiet
waves of Little Hay Harbor. Clear, cool
springs supply the cottages with abundant
waler. Birds, wild flowers and sunsets—
and even sunrises, if one cares for them—
are served fresh every day in all partsof
the isiand at your own door without stint.

A camp of soldiers is stationed this sum-
mer on one corner of the island. Their
white tents add interest to the landscape,
and the bugle calls and the mausic of the
military bund morning and evening make s
pleasant sound, the ses booming sway an
accompaniment of deep bass,

Mr, Ferguson can entertain his fortunate
friends not only by showing them the sur-
face of his island 5 way of the road, but by
taking them around the outside of it in his
handsome yscnt. We made a three days’
ernise in the Vega last week, getling
fine luck at mackerel fishing with hand
lines off Block Island, skirting the shores of
Nantucket and Martha’s Vineyard, and get-
ting » good lgiht of the start of the New
York Yacht Club’s race, beside the lightship
at Brenton’s Reel, near Newport.

SHELTER ISLAND'S GLORY.

I spent a day or two at Shelter Island, at
the Manhanset House, which looks out over
Shelter Island Sound, and is much resorted
to by New Yorkers.

The
glory of Shelter Island is its beautifal and
abundant trees. You jonm about along

Visitors to the Thousand Islands will re-
member how the neighborhood of Mr. War-
per’s residence is decorated g:; desecrated)
with big reminders of his “Safe’ remedies,
There 1s nothing of this sort of thing in
Bhelter Island.

WAsHINGTON, August 25 —A few days
ago n woman walking on the track of the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad wss run over
and fearfully mangled.
