More Aldermm Soon be
in the Legal Toils.
G'HIEF BBHEXPLAINS

Why the Conspiracies Were Exposed,
and Outlines a Policy,

WIDESPREAD CORRUPTION SHOWN.

Attorney Marron Says This Has Only Been
the Commencement.

CEETAIN RUMORS POUND-TO BE PALSE

John Marron, Esq., one of the stiorners
for the Deparument of Public Safety, in the
“ispeak-easy”’ conspirscy cases, intimated
yesterday that the scope of the prosecutions
would surprise the publie. :

He was ssked by a DISPATCH reporter
whether any mere arrests were in contem-
plation.

“Certainly,” he replied. *'The arrests
made thus far are simply & commencement.
A pumber of people who have been acces-
sory to biackmailing transactions in various
parts of the city will be arrested very soon.”

“Any Aldermen among them?"

“Yes. We have a cartload of evidence
which implitates other Aldermen than
those already held to court.

“Can you particularize™"

“Yes; an Allegheny Alderman will prob-
ably be asked to explain some informations
made before him by Bauder. Then there is
an Alderman in the Lawrenceville distriet
who hus been doing some peculiar things
1 have a client who has paid this Alderman
$157 in costs within eight months in cases
in which no hearings at all were held. An
amusing incident happened in this connee-
tion not over a month since. My client be-
came tired of bing phlebotomized at inter-
wals of & week, and got me to appear ats
nearing for him. I showed up with my
client, to the great discomfiture of the Al-
dermah. Hesatin his front room when I en-
tered, but he arose precipitately and shut the
door leading into the iomer office. I
called his attention to the fact that the time
of bearing was past snd no prosecutor had
shown up, and he said that he would dis-
miss the cuse. So we walked out. I sus-
pected something and had a man watch the
Alderman’s officee. Within 20 minutes
after the case was dismissed J. D. Bauder
and two other ‘detoctives’ came out of the
office and made a beeline for the nearest sa-
loon. That is only an instance.”

CHIEF BROWN'S EXPOSE.

“Then some more arresis will be made?"

“Yes. The Department of Public Safety
drag-net is beginning to work, and a start-
ling percentage of the city Aldermen may
find themselves in a position to explain cer-
tain transsctions. We have just secured
some more evidence against Bauder, and we
bhave him, as the saying is, ‘dead to
rights" "

Chief J. 0. Brown was asked last night
to give the public some information in re-
gard to the conspirnoy campaign. He said:
*“It eame to the knowledge of the Police

Board of the Department of Public Bafety.

that there was 3 comprehensive and wide-
spread system of blackmail of speak-easies,
fortune-tellers, notorious<aouses, and other
forms of violators of the law in existenos all
over the city. The Police Inspectors of the
severs! districts were requested to make an
jnvestigation. They did s0 and I de
termined o stop any and every form of
blackmailing. Mr. Whitchouse was able
to get his cases in shape with the
yesult that we shall uncover every
transaction of Aldermen and ‘detective’
agencies which will not bear the light of
day. We have found huodreds of people
ready to tell all they know, and we shall
keep right on. T regret that there are
forms of vice which we caunot eradicale,
bat I submit that the law wmast punish of-
fenders in s legal way., Whea we get
through with this mattér it will be unsafe
for individuals to try to baten off of law-
breakers. The evidence we bave now will
burt some people when it comes out in
court. Inspector MeAleese has been placed
in control of information indicating that
notorious houses have been blackmailed to
the tune of hundreds of dollars, and from
every part of the city we have the same
complaint.
BAD STATE OF AFFAIRS.

“The machinery of Aldermen’s offices
bas been prostituted shamefolly,” contin.
wed Chiel Brown, “‘and the geueral charae-
ter of city Aldermen has been lowered by
injudicious elections. Some of the Consta-
bles could hardly have been worse chosen
for such positions. There are, of course,
excepiiods. The violations of law natural-
Iy to be expected in a city of this size
places the police foree in the position of re-
straining open and flagrant abuses, but
there can be no question that pablic fecling
is strongly against allowing blackmailing
and semi-l hush-money transsetions to
gtill further lower the moral tone of the
city, especinlly when the nbove abuses per-
meate every section of the city. I may say
officislly that blackmailing in Pittsbarg
will be an unhealthy occupation in the
foture.”

Various romors, ap
by the heat of the itieal sitnation, have
bern current since the Department of Puob-
lie Bafety commenced its active crusade
agninst blackmailing operations. A story
that receives eredence in  some quarters ran
to the effect that » syndicate of brewers had
furnished the officials the information that
led to the arrest of the Bander gang, in or-
derto relieve the speak-easiesof a disas-
trous prosecution. This story was denied
in its entirety by Chiel J. O. Brown last
evening when repeated to him.

Alderman Brinker stated yesterday that
he had heard several times that he was to be
arrested in connection with the Bauder con-
epirncy oases. He says he awaits any
such actlon with perfect composure. e
showed THE DISPATCH representative the
record in his docket of the only two cases J.
1. Baunder ever had brought before him.
Both were for oleomargarine selling, and in
that against Owen MoCango a fine of §50 and
costs was imposed and an sppeal to court
taken. In the case against Elizabeth Hurst
on May 14, Bander, the prosecutor paid
$1 90 costs and wi w the case.

AMILLER’SDAUGHTER THE KING'S LOVE

The mysterious cirenmstanees surround-
ing the death of King Ludwig II., of Bava-
ria, would be mysterious no longer if the
story of Mr. J. Erlsoger, of Forbes street,
this ecity, is accredited. This msn was for
nearly four years King Ludwig’s private
body guard. He claims thatduring all that
time he was never over an hour away from
the royal personage, and he asserts he can
make an affidavit to all he says. Erlanger
was born in the Bavarian mountains, He
entered the Royal Life Guasrds as a private
soldier, but one day on a parade Ludwiyg IT.
was atiracted by the bandsome youog
soldier and he singled him ous
from the regiment to attend upon him at
bis castle near the Lake of Btaruberg. Mr.
Erlanger lives on Forbes street, and while
at the house of a friend on Gist street last
evening he told the fo story:

“First of all, let me tell youn that Ludwig
TI. wss pot mad atall. He was as sane as
everany man was.

It is true that he withdrew from the
society of the world and preferred to live by
himself. But be did not do that because he
bated the world or the people, but because
he had to hide himeelf to =scape the dagrer
of some mysterious assassin or the pistol of

SURROUNDED BY CONSPIRATORS.

“The eause of all his troublecan be traced
back to two points—he was sn ememy of
Bismarck snd he refused to marry s woman
who had been relegated to him by Royal
relstives. He was in a constant controversy
with the Munistry of War in Berlin.
Various innovations were proposed by Bis-
msrek to be introduced ijuto the Bavarian
army, but Ludwig TI. always refased to
sanction them. Politically he was always
st variance with Bismarck, and several of
the pet schemes of the Iron Chancellor had
to be abandoned because King Ludwig re-
fused to be & party to them. For that
reason several conspiracies were formed to
remove the King in some way.
