BEAUTIFUL IMPROVEMENTS,

The $3,000 Pipe Organ 1o the Southside
Presbyterian Church—Programme for
Ita Dedication Next Sabbath.

The Presbyterjpn Church, on the corner
of Barah and Twentieth streets, Sonthside,
has recently undergome extensive repairs
and adornment.
