J. J. West, of the Chicago Times, With
Private Secretary, Will

ANSWER A SERIOUS ACCUSATION.

They Are Charged With lssuing Btock WiKh
Intent o Defrand.

BOTH OF THEM WEEE HELD FOR TRIAL,

Belng Flaced Under Ball Bonds te the Amount of
910,000 Each.

J. J. West, until recently at the head of
the Chicago Times, was arrested yesterday
together with his seoretary,for issuing frand-
ulent stock, Both were held for trial under
£10,000 bonds.

CHICAGO, August 27.—A warrant was
issued for the srrestof Editor J. J. West
to-day. Bhortly atterward, when the Board
of Directors of the Times were in session in
the Times building, Mr. West and W. A,
Patoa, a former director, appeared and pre-
sen'sd & writ of injunction issued to-day by
Judge Jamieson, restraining the present
Board of Directors from neting as such., At
about the seme nime, Mr. West's private
secretary appeared, and the constables with
the warrants for their arrest baving also
put in an sppearance, Messre. West and
Graham wereitaken into eustedy.

Mr., Joseph R. Dunlop, editor of the
Times, and a mewmber of the Board of Direc-
tors, when ssked about the matter after Mr.
West had left the building in company with
the constable, said: *“‘The Doard of Diree-
tors were in session when Mr, Paton, s
former member of the board, appeared. Mr.
Paton had resigned and his resignation had
beeu aceepted and be had no right there,
but us & matter of courtesy he was sdmitted.

issued by Judge Jamieson. Mr, Graham,
tbe private sccretary 1o Mr. West, then
tried to foree his way in and was promptly
arresied on the charge of assisting in issue
of fraudulent stock. You can rest assured
that the Times will remain in charge of its
present managers and that there will be no
chuage. This whole thing isa rack bluf
and wont work."”

Previous to the issnance of the warrant
Mr. Dunlop said to a reporter: “'Yes, we
have come to the conclusion that Mr. West
must be arrested, There are a dozen
churges of corimioal misappropriation of
funds of the Times on which we can prase-
cute West, but that of an over-issue of stock
will be the only one presented. Mr. West
has been trying to injure in every way the
standing of the Times, and because of this
we determined to do something radical.

THE QUESTION IN DISPUTE,

Mr, West hus pot s cent's worth of inter-
esl in the Times, und the nnly connection
he has with the paper is that his signature
is required to some papers before everything
is nbsolutely the property ot the Chicago
Times Company. Mr. West has refused to
sign these papers and has been holdiag off
for an offer from wus which be will not get."

“Did Mr. West get the money for the
over issued stocks which be sold?”

“He did, and more too. He sold about
everything he could lay his bands on and
morigaged his Kenwood residence twice
over. The money he borrowed on the seo-
ond mortgag+ he secured irom Mr, Irwin
and urged that the mortgage be not recorded
as it would injure bis business staading.
We have proof that Mr. West's debts are
almost §200,000."

It is also the object
of the union to fornish aid to needy mem-
bers. A membership fee of $30 is cgnrgsd
but the smouut mnyﬂe aid by installments.
The scheme has thus far met with general
spproval. It originated with Chu Yan
w, the manager of the Chinese Clug
house in Mott street.
