His Wife Entrents Him to Give Up Hia In-
tended Plunge, but He Was Detormined
te Mnke It or Die—Considerably Braiscd,
bat Not Otherwise the Worse for Hin
Awlui Fall—His Sensatious ns Described

Bimself—Heo Defica His Imitators ro
stlow His Lnatost Daredevil Deed—
How the Trip Was Made nnd Grnham
Recelved—His Barrel Had 1o be Broken
Open to Get Him Out

Carlisle D. Graham, the hero of Niagars,
has at last sccomplished the feat which has
been the ambition of his life.
over the falla yesterday in his barrel, and
lives to tell of i, He is conxiderably

bruised, but probably not seriously.

Niscana FavLcs, September 1.—Carlisle
. Grabam this morning sccomplished the
faut of going over Niagara Falls alive, much
1o the surprise of his friends and the people
who are familiar with the force of the tor-
rent. It has been the height of Grabam's
ambition for over three years to go over the
falls.

The preparations for to-day's trip were
quickly made, aithough the experiments of
sending torpedoes, floats and barrels over
the cataract doring the last two months
were made with this end in view. The bar-
rel bost in which Gasbam risked his lite
was the one used by bim last Sunday to
make the perilons trip through the whirl-
pool and the Devil’s Rapids, Itis Grabam's
locky barrel.

AY EXPERIMENTAL TRIP

His wife refused to consent to to-day’'s
trip muoless he seut the barrel over first.
This was done late yesterday afternoon, and
the craft made the trip safely in about 35
minutes Then Mre. Groham again ob-
jected, and she wos told that Graham would
not go over for several days snyway.

Grabam divested himself of everything
except & pair of black trunks, two shirts
gud hisshoes, e then got into the barrel
through the mauhole, and erouched down
in the botiom, fastening himeelf with three
canvas straps. Then two other men towed
the barrel put into the rivet.

THE AMBITION OF A LIFE.

Graham had previously given his gold
wateh and $40 in money to Constable Hern,
with an injunction to give it to his lamily

if he failed to come out alive. “Imay be
templing God's providence,” said Graham,
““to try to go over the falls, but it is the am-
bition of my life to do this. I am satisfied
to die il it is ncoessary. Goodby, boys."

Canstable Staley threw the iron drag into
the river and the barrel boat started on its
journey. Everything was secure. The
extrs irons had been carefully fastened, the
mauhole cover had been battened with tar-
pauiin, and Grabam was securely fastened.
The barrel moved slowly, almost painfuolly
slow, down to the Horseshoe Rapids. Sud-
denly it disappesred, snd the watchers
thought it had

GONE TNDEE FOR GOOD,
put it reappesred in a few minutes, and
kept dashing on down the upheaved torrent
toward the brink of the oataract.

The red top of the barrel was seen most of
the way, but occasionally there was a daz-
sling streak of drab, which showed how the
barrel was spun around by the waves as
they carricd the craft onwand to the brink
of the falls. The two constables solemnly
agreed never to divalge the fact that they
had started Graham on the trip unless he
came oul safely. Slaley rowed across to the
American side, and Hern drove as fast ss he
could to and across the bridge.

Just 25 minutes after Graham had been
cast adrift, people on Table Bock, who had
watched an hour or more, and were just
resdy to go away, saw the barrel come
sewiftly down, sbout 200 feet from the
Canndian shore and well away from the
inper horseshoe. The barrel

in the water, and did not shoot out, ns was
expected. This saved the shock of & fall of
nearly 200 feet. The time was just 7:10.
The mist of the morning had cleared away,
and the increased erowd on the river banks
watched anxiously for the barrel to reap-

In just one and » half minutes it
came bobbing up in the foam, circled
around in the swirl, and went into the bass
rock eddy, only a few hundred feet from the
foot of the falls.

Along the banks, on both sides, friends of
the intrepid navigator waited to rescue him
as soon as he came to the surface. It was so
esrly that the steamer Maid of the Mist had
not started up for the day, sad rowboats
cannot be safely taken very far away from
theferry line teward the falle. People watch-
jng for the barrel with marine glasses finally
deseried it, and expected, when the barrel
came into the comparatively smooth eady,
that Grabam would appear. He did not
and could not.

THE BARREL CAUGHT.

Almer Jones, who was near this point,
hastened to the eddy, and when the barrel
was within s few feet of the rocky shore, be
swam out to it. He secured it by the drag
yope, of whieh ondy ten of the 50 feet were
left, and dragged itashore. Michae: Cahill
come up in time 1 help him open the
burrel. *

The iron eoverings of the manhole were so
bent that they could hardly be moved.
Graham had Jocked the barrel inside with
sn iron fastener which be had not sufficlent
strength Jolt to relesse, g0 the top of the
cask had to be broken in to get him out.
The two men dragged Graham oui, more
dead than slive.

“His neck is gwollen,” shouted & man on
Tuble Bock, ss he saw the limp body laid
on the rocks, Cahill rubbed Grabam, while
Jones forced some whisky down his throst.

NEARLY SUFPOCATED.

Graham was in the barrel just 50 minutes,
and most of the time the little airhole was
closed. His injuries were found notto be
serious. His arms were skinned, his knees
were bruised and in the first fall in the
rapids he received a blow on the head which
may result seriously.
lim up at first, but afterward he had to go
tobed. His condition was so serions that
William Devere, the theatrical manager
who hes been backing Graham, summoned
the navigator’s wife from Buflalo. She is
now taking care of him.

Mr. Groham was seen this evening by
TEE DISPATCH correspondent and asked
to relate his experiences. "1 determined to
make the trip this morning,”” said the navi-
gator, “becanse I was satisfied that I eonld
do it safely. T notified all the people I
could trust ahd went ahead. They can tell
you what they saw.”

“Bot what did yon see?"

COULD SEE NOTHING.

“Nothing, T was locked up in the bar-
rel. I could not have gotten out to have
ssyed my neck. The irons on the bettom
were all right, but those on the top had to
be movable, and Constable Hern locked
them. That was the only way they could
be fixed, I wns just ashelpless as a dog
would bave been. I went down to the
combing, or ree!, where the Horseshoe
rapids start, so quickly that 1 was hardly
prepared. The fall there must be 15 or 20
feet. The first thing I knew 1 seemed to be
going into & deep abyss, and thea I
got a crack on the head like a policeman
would give a drunk. Then I dida"t know
much. I was tossed about like a feather. I
couldn’t get much air, and did not dare to
change my position. I had braced myselfl
with the aid of the straps, so I was sure I
would not strike my head again. The barrel
was built of Chinese locust wood, the strong-
est kind of stuff] and bad given it the bene-
fit of my experience in torpedoes and other
eraft which were wrecked in the cataract.”

HIS SENSATIONS,

“What were your sensations when you
went over the falls?"’

I cannot tell just when I did go over the
falls,” snid Grabam. “The awtul shaking
up I got stupefied me. T felt happy. 1 felt
tike a man who has passed into the painless
portion of a death by drowning. There
WAS 3 sénse o!'danfer mixed with plea re,
which then d more pl ot than 1 do
now after accomplishing this feat, which
has been the ambition of my life. There
were many shocks in the trip, but none so
great as the first _one, and the mere act of
going over the falls did not muke itself par-
ticularly felt. I was not entirely oblivious,
but I felt helpless and voiceless. There
was the terrible roar in my ears. I tried to
speak aloud in the barrel, to breakit, but I
conldo’t. It was mmply awful. Yet I
felt

that T cannot now understand. The first T
knew thal I was really over Nisgara Falls
was when the barrel went in Bass Rock
eddy. T wasio almost an inseasible condi-
tion, They rapped on the barrel and
shouted to me. 1 could hear them talk to
me, gnd 1 tried to answer, but couldn’t.
| Finally they broke open the barrel. I
didn't faint, but I don't know what hap-
pened for awhile,™

“Will you attempt the trip again?"’
“Never. Onee is enbugh. I eame to
Ningara Falls three years to go over
the falls. People said all 1 had to do was
to go throuzh the rapids. 1 did it. Then
| others followed me. Then I went through
the whirlpool, and they chased me there.
| Last Sunday I made a better trip than any
of them, and escaped after I wns drawn way
down in the Devil's Maelstrom. To-day 1
have eclipsed everything. The falls have
always beem bere. 1 have gone over them
alive. Now let some of my defractors do
the same. They usually follow where T
lend. But if they take my advice they
will never attemptit. I have had enongin
of it. 1t has taken ten yearsof my life to
repare for what 1 went through in half ap
our this morning.”

SHOT BY ACCIDENT,

An Augry Brother Fires at His Sister’s Hus-
band and Mertnlly Weonnds an Ex-
Policeman—A Wife-Boator's
Narrow Escape.

NeEw Yomrg, September 1.—Ex-Police-
man Henry Nodine was chatting with Jes.
‘Walters this morning on Graham avenue,
Williamsburg, Charles De Lacy, whose
sister is Walters’ wife, spproached Walters
Bnd said to him: *‘I told you to keep ont of
my way. You know I will not allow any
man to treat my sister as you have treated
her. You've got to take this.” As he spoke
he drew a revolver and Sred. The bullet
did not hit Walters. The aim was so bad
that it stroek Nodine in the left side and
Nodine foll to the sidewslk. Policeman
Voorhees heard the shot and ran to the
place. Mr. Walters pointed to the flecing
assailant and the policeman gave chuse and
captured him a block away. Nedine was
taken in sn ambulanee to St. Catherine's
Hospital. His injuries are severe and may
prove mortal. The bullet, the surgeon says,
15 embedded in his side not far from the
henrt.

Mr. Walters' etory is ns follows: ‘T was
not myself on Saturday night and it seems
I had some troubie with my wife about the
children. They eay I struck and beat Ler,
blackening her eyes. ‘Her brother, Charley
De Lacy, cameto the houss this morning
and asked me why I did that to her. T told
him i had no recollection of doing ik I!e
left the house telling me to keep out of his
way. I did notsee him as [ wax talking to
Nodine until be stood in front ot me. He
drew the revolver and fired so quickly that
I did not have time to move. His excite
ment saved me. Had he taken any kind of
aim he would bave killed me.”

DeLney regrets very much that the ball
struck Nodine, with whom he was infimate.
“T wish,” he said, it had hit the man who
deserved to get it.” Coroner Lindsay took
Nodine's statement. He wished io have it
understood that he knew DeLacy did not
mesn to shoot him.

In o battle neross the river from New Or-
leans yesterday several negroes were shot,
some fatally. A colored chureh and some
buildings were burned. Five hundred
armed negroes have dolleoted in Mississippi,
and the Governor has called out the mili-
tary to suppress them, There is also a

prospeet of serious trouble in the New River

Valley, West Virginia,
—_—

New ORLEANS, Beplember 1.—A very
mysierious shooting affiir, in which a num-
ber of persons were injured, some fatally, is
reported from Gretns, and seems to be the

outcome of race troubles. Across the river by

from the foot of street, this city, in
Algiers, and above Algiers are Freelown,
Gouldsboro and Gretoa, in the order named..
This morning about 1 o’clock fire broke out
in Gretoa in & one-story frame house owned
and oceupied by two girls named Lunks,
The fire depsriment responded and the fire
was extinguished.

Some time afterward the alarm was again
sounded, and subseguent events indicate
thst it was for the purpose of ecalling out
armed men. Between 2 and 3 o’clock sn
excursion train composed entirely of colored
people arrived at the Gouldshoro depot from
Baton Rouge. A large number of colored
men and women were near the depot wail-
ing for the train, which was due at 11
o'clock. As the train neared the depot one
of the excursionists attempted to get off and
fell to the ground. Some unknown person
seid; “Look at the black — . when
the negro drew a pistol and fired

FOUR OR FIVE SHOTS

in rapid succession, one of which struck a
white man named Wilhiam Miller, a brother
of one of the Gretna police, in the nose, and
lodged itself in the back of the neck. Then
the shooting became general, some 400 or
500 shots being fired in less than 15 minutes,
‘The above sccount of the trouble 1s from
the police of Gretna. A terrible panie oc-
curred, women and children ruoning in all
directions, shouting and screaming, leaving
dishes, baskets, hats, sh ele.

Ed Levy, a colored mmivingin Algie
was shot in the left arm, and a colo
woman named Fleming was fatally shot in
the back. Mr. John Rainy, the Superin-
tendent of the Algiers and Gretna Street
Railway, who was aboui two squares away,
with two ecars waiting for the excursion
stated that the panic caused by the rapiti
discharge of firearms was dreadful. Hedid
not know what caused the trouble, but xe
cars on their way down o Algiers were fi
into, and one bullet passad through a dash-
board. Mr. Rainy stated that for a time he
and his drivers were in imminent danger of
losing their lives.

AXOTHER BLAZE.

About 4:30 o’clock this morning & large |

reflection was seet near the line between
Algiers and Jefferson Parish. An alarm of
fire was turned in. The Algiers Fire De-
Im-hnent started to the scene and found a
arge number of men armed with muskets,
ete., and a negro church on fire. There was
no water at hand and the church was en-
tirely consumed.

Just after the fire at the colored church a
colpred man named Ben Watkins, aged 7
was ghot 1n the breast and slightly wounde
by some unkoown parties. Several negroes
who elaimed to have formed part of the ex-
cursion party, being interviewed, state that
when the train was nearing the Gouldsboro
depot, it was fired on by men who were se-
creted nlong the line of the railroad track,
and when the shooting commenced the train
was yet in motion, and as soon as it stopped
a general stampede took place.

Where the shooting occurred is not
thickly settled, and all those living in close
proximity to the depot, when interviewed
eaid they heard the shots, but do not know
who did the shooting or the origin of the
trouble. It is very difficult to locate a
single person who witnessed the beginning
of the shooting outside of the police force
of Gretna.

Ben Watkins, colored, residing in Goulds-
boro, was shot while lying in bed at his
home, by some nnkmnown rty, who fired
through the window. The ball struck him
on the right arm, hand and breast and left
band, inflicting severe wounds. He was
taken to the hospital, where surgeons ampu-
tated the thumb of the right hand, The
fingers of the left hand are also badly shat-
tered. Watkios says he knows nothing of
the trouble, as he was asleep at about 5
o'clock, when Lhe party fired at him through
the window of his house,

SOLDIERS IN THE FIELD.

Governor Lowry Calls Ount the Milltin and
Henids Them Himself—Five Hundred
Negroes Under Arms—A Cone
viet the OCause of
the Treuble.

GREXADA, Miss,, September 1.—A tele-
gram was received here this morning saying
that negroes were massing near Shell Mound,
Le Flore county, Miss., and that a eonfliot
between the whites and blacks was ex-
pected. Help was called for, as the negroes
outnnmbered the whites bix to one. A vol-
unteer company of about 40 men was raised
here in an hour or two and left on the 12:15
train for the rcene of the trouble, under the
command of the Hon. J. C, Longstreet. A
company of cavalry will leave here to-
pight.

A dispaich received here from J. C. Long-
street and C. L. Townes asks us to send 'ﬁl
available men thmu&i; the country at onoe.
By order ot the vernor the Winona

fles, accompanied by several citizen, left
on a special train at 2P, m. to-day for
Greenwood, from which place they will
to Bhell Mound to aid in suppressing tE:
trouble reported to exist between the negroes
and whites at that place.

A dispateh from Jackson says: No re-
liable news hus yet been received from
Greenwood, tiie nearest telegraphic officg to
Minter City, the scene of the threateped
race riot.

that 500 armed n s had collected, an
that all efforis to disband them were futi
and to send aid at once. The Governor lef
on a special at 6 a. M., accompanied by the
Capital Light Guards, Companies from
Grenade, Winonn and Durant are also
there, The trouble issaid to have been
started by Oliver Cromwell, an ex-convict,
and a desperate nezro. There is but one
telegraph wire to Greenwood, and that is
down to-day. . '

| THE DEAD ALIVE.

A Man Whoe Was Suppescd to Have Been
Murdored Turus Up In Oregouo—Some
insurnnes on His Life
Hnd Been Pald.
