The unimost seerccy was
msintained in regard to the conference, none
of the parties registering, The conference
ended before 6 P. M. and early in the even-
jng Mr. James Naser was seen by a Dis.
PATCH reporier incognito, and ssked whiat
bad been done in regard to the brewery
trust

He said: “It has all fallen through. We
conldn’l come to terms."”

He was acked for the ressons, but
wouldn't talk further, but reiterated his
former statement, and said J. J. O'Reilly
would tell all about it il he was seen.

Later the reporter made himself known and
finding Pierre Naser and two others taking
& drink of ccfiee at a small table in the
library, he asked Pierre sbout the state-
ment made by Naser. He seemed some-
what disconcerted by the question, and
when Naser attempted to talk stopped him.
PIEERE REFUSED TO TALK.

He said at first that il Naser said =0, he

must know what he is talking abont. Tak-
ing snother tack lie eaid there was po
change in the state of the deal. At lust he
denied that be had anything to do with it
at all, and said it was his brother who was
connected with the syndicate.

At lagt Pierre urged the reporter motl to
sav anyibiog at all about the whole matter,
saviag it would only be wrong. When
asked whether Mr. Naser’s statement was
correet or not he refused to answer.

Mr. O'Reilly denied later that the deal
was st a0 end. He said that Naser was
considerably off, and had no cause for the
statement. He said the statues of the deal

WANT MORE LICENSES.

The Brewers' Assotintion Meet—They Claim
Toe Close Restriction Causes Illegml
Liguer Selling.

A meeting of the representatives of the
various breweries in Allegheny county was
held yesterday afternoon in the regular
assembly room on Fourth avenue, There
were 12 representatives present of -the 15
breweries of the county, and they passed s
resolution which* will be presented to the
Court to-day, stating that theunderstanding
of the Brooks law, as faras they knew it
was that any good citizen who applied for a
license should be granted one. The illegal
selling which is said to be so prevalent was
condemned, although the reduction from
2,700 licenses to about 300in the county, was
regarded as &n eneo ment rather than s
stoppage of the illegal business.

A comparison of the sales showed that the
Pittsburg breweries suffered from the re.
sults of the Brooks law as enforced, for the
reakon that the home breweries refused to
sell to places which were running contrary
to law, and the outside firms made capital
out of the position without paying a cent
license. © They made arrangements from
Youngstown and other bordering Ohio
towns, und put in their beer in competition
with the bandieapped Pittsburg beverage.

One firm alone, hardt, Ober & Co.,
found a decrease io trade of 9,000 barrels
last year on this ground, and others showed
an equal decrease in business, in some re-
spects, and a falling away gemerally in
home trade, csused by the decrease in the
number o! licenses.

A commitiee was sppointed to wait on
Judge White to-day or to-morrow, consist-
ing of William Eberhardt, Dannels
and Edward Frauenheim, to place beiore
him the facts in the case. The general idea
of the petition to be presented is the show-
ing of the noecessity of more licenses asa
means 1o prevent the speak-ensy business,
which is s0 much complained of, and at
present o prevalest. Among other reasons
to be given for the granting of more licenses
is the admission of Judge White, made in
open court, that he considered the business
was cut too short,

The argument was advanced that people
who wished to live in accordsunce with the
law were compelled to sell withont license
in delerence to public opivion in places
where one, two and frequently three
were left without a single saloon. This is
where the brewers suy that the illegal sell-
ing is blamable upon the couris. From
this point the rough elass who see a chance
to make money starts ouf, caring as little
for license as for law, and puts the speak.
eu{ into operation.

With these and other arguments of equal
strength the brewers will present their case
to the courts this week, asking on behalf of
the retnil dealers for an increase in the num-
ber of licenses. There is not one member of
the association, however, who expects any
change in the number before next May. At
that time, bowever, they look for a large
accession to the number ¢f licensed saloons
and s great decresse in the speak-easy in-
feresis.

The petition will be presented this after-
noon or to-morrow to the court, and will
bear the signature of every prominent
brewer in Allegheny county.

T0 BOYCOTT CHINESE.

A Labor Iovément to Drive the
Laundrymen From This City.

ITMAY SWEEP OVER THE COUNTRY.

Six New Flint Glass Houses Put Inteo
Operation This Fire.

OTHER INTERESTING LABOR ITEMS

It was rumored around labor beadquarters
yesterday that a movement was on fool to
boyeott Chinese laundries throughout the
two cities, The movement probably had its
ineeption from the sction of the members of
the Cigarmakers’ International Union No.
107, at Erie, who passed a resolution several
weeks age imposing & fine of § upon any
member of the union who patronized the
Chinamen. The other unions are taking
the matter up, and they threaten to exter-
minate the Chinese in thatcity. Already
the influence of the boyeott is being felt,
and several of the Mongolians have re-
moved from the town.

In Pitisburg alone there are 68 Chinese
laundries, which give employment to 684
mep. Their busioess is constantly increasing,
and a great portion of it comes from wage-
workers who are members of labor orgami-
zations. By passing union laws against the
laundries it is expected that they will be
driven oui of the business, and the latter
taken up by Americans.

CIGARMAKERS TAKE NO ACTION.

A mesting of the Pittsburg cigarmakers
was held last night in Labor Hall. It was
expected that they would take seme action
in the matter and carry out the ides of their
Erie brethren, but after the meeting they
stated rtll‘w! hsai:ieone nothing alﬁo.ﬂxit. ! Goor;
responding George onig,
the assembly, nidu:“y

“I think the action of the Erie cigar-
makers is commendable, snd something of
the sam® kind should be done iz this eity.
So far we have not taken any action against
the Chinamen. Itonly requires someone to
make the first move, when all the other
unions will follow them in the suppression
of the Chinese shops. Everyone knows
that they are of no benefit to the community,
and to patronize them is against the spirit
of the laws of unionism. I cannot say when
we will take the matier up.”

Master Workman Ross, of D. A No. 8,
said: *'T heard some talk about boycotting
the Chinese, but bave not heard how it was
to be done. Any Local Assembly can take
the matter up, and present it to the District.
In order to get it beforeail the trades unions
it would probably first be given to the
Trades Couneil for indorsement. Then the
unions could do as they choose with it.

A NOVEL QUESTION.

“The question is & novel one, and bas
never come up before. I see thatthe Trades
Council of Bt. Louis inaugurated a war
against the shops some weeks ago, and it
is being ted with vigor, Some of
the Chinamen lost so much trade that they
had to leave the town for other places. This
city is being overrun with the Chinamen,
and beyond patronizing the market they do
not benefit the town by their presence.
None of them become citizens, and it is
well known that they hoard their mon
to spend it at home. With $3,000 or $4,
they can return to China and live in plenty.
While they are here they spread their views
among the depraved youth who come into
contact with them. Their laundries, too,
are not a benefit in any way. They charge
the highest price for doing work and do not
spare people when they are in a hurry.”

It was 1mpossible last evening to find who
was behind the boyeott movement here, but
it is probable that the Trades Council may
take some action in the matter.

SCARCITY OF LABOR.

The Bnilding of New Giass Houses Will
Deploto the Markei—Five or 8ix Started
This Fire—Where They Are.

A represen'ative of the new flint glass
house at Findlay, 0., was iu the city several
days ago engaging men to go to work in the
factory at that ploce. The officials of the
American Flint Glass Workers' Association
promised to have all the men he needed by
the time the factory was ready to start up.

Five or six new houses will be in operation
this fire, and when they are all noder way
there will be a scarcity of flint workers in
the labor market.

Secretary Dillon stated yesterday that
they could supply men for the new factories,
but after this has been done there will be no
available workers in the market until some
more young men have beea educated in the
business.

The new factory at Findlay will be under
the management of “Goff”’ fer, formerly
of the Southside, snd itis expected the
will be ready to start this fall. They will
run & 12-pot iurnace and give employment
to about 180 men. They will make chim-
neys and iron mold ware exclusively.

The latest scheme in the tradeis a new
preseription house at Tarentum. They will
have 14 pots and will give emplovment to
about 210 men. Charles B late mans-
ger at Flacens & Co.’s Works. will be the
manager of the new plant.

The new preseription house at Californdy,
Pa., is almost ready and will start up Bep-
tember 25. John Auth, formerly manager
at Wightman's hons& on the Southside,
will be in charge of the new works. They
will give employment to about 120 hands.
A loeal union of the Association has been
organized at the factory and it will be known
as No. 10t

The new tableware house at Greensburg
will be ready to start in November. This
ie the old plunt of the Brilliant Glass Com-
pany, at Brilliant, 0. They will move all
their employes %0 Greensburg.

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WHY THEY ARE BLACK

Rev. Osar A, Taylor Delivers a Lect-
ure on the Golored Race.

PROOF BIBLICAL AND SCIENTIFIC,

Bhowing That the Cancasian is a Brother
to the African.

A NEW THEORY ON FLAT NOSES

Rev. C. A. Taylor, Secretary to the Colored
Republican Organization, of New York,
lectured last might at the Avery Mission
Church, Allegheny. Thesubject of the dis-
vourse was, “The Negro Race; Why it Di[-
fers from its Kindred Races in Color and
Outward Appearance.”’

Rev. G. V. Helliday took the chair, and
briefly introduced the lecturer to his
andience. Mr. Taylor said that ke would
spesk on his subject under two heads: First
a2 to the negro race being of common parent-
age with the whites, and, secondly, as to the
scientific causes why the negroes gradually
changed from their original color to their
present hue,

The Caueasian races were in the habit of
villifying, and often, ot persecuting, the
negro, justifying such actions on the greund
that the two peoples are not of common
origin. That this was a fallacy. holy writ
would prove to all believers. To the scep-
tical mnotheér form of argument must be
used, namely, the scientiic. As to the
Bible proofs of the descentof black and
white from the same parents, they were
numerous. The whole story of Noah, with
his cursing of the unhappy Canaan, and the
wonderful support which the whole legend
receives from the ancient historians,in regard
to dates, ete., left very little doubt as to its
authenticity.

ANCIENT MIGHTY ETHIOPIANS,

The reverend lecturer then proceeded to
describe the gradual migration of the ehil-
dren of Canasn into Africa. He enlarged
upon the fact that so many of the mighty
men of old, with whose name and fame the
world is familiar, were of the cursed race of
Canaan. Nimrod was Cansan’s son. The
proud dynasty of the Pharoahs, under the
shadow of whose power the Shemitics were
forced to cower, were likewise sprung from
Cansan. pt under Canaanite rule was
a country where the arts and sciences were
cultivated in all their perfection. Why
should not the Afro-American of to-day
make his race tamous in the same glorious
paths trodden by his forefathers?

Having quoted exlendul& from the Bible
in support of the Canaan theory, Mr. Tay-
lor passed on to the scientific division of his
lecture. He said: “To the skeptic there
are other proofs of our common origin with
the white man. We know that man’s

rowth, complexion and bhealth depend

y on she locality in which he lives,
and the peculiar kind of food which that lo-
cality produces. Itis my theory that the
sun, and the heat that it gives forth, are the
true causes of the Cunaanite's change
from white to black. Cast your
eye over the three gu continents
of the Old World, Europe the
climate is temperate, but grows hotter to-
ward the sonth. Consequently we find that
in the north of Europe the people are light-
complexioned, while in the south they are
of swarthy skin. In Asia it iz the same.
The southern portion, through which the
:?utor passes, produces the Hindoo races,
| of whom are blacks. Afriea, which lies
in the hottest part of the globe, also pro-
duces black men. Had the sons of Canaan
settled in Europe, and the children of
Japhet in Afriea, we negroes might have
been Sonthern slaveholders, and the domi-
negring Cancasizns our slaves.”
COLOE IN THE CUTICLE.

Mr. Taylor then pointed out that ev
man was’ of three skins. '.l;.g
first skin, or cuticle, and the third skin, or
cutis vera, were colorless, It was the mid-
dle ekin which gave the coloring matter.
This second skin was dinted with little cells,
and in these cells was stored a limpid fluad.
Under the cuticle of a white man this se-
creted fluid was mixed with a colorless
l!‘ilquld. and produced ared tinge. In the

ongolian this mixing fluid was partiall
dried up, and a brownish color was p!'adudﬂz
In the negro it was dried up altogether by
the tremendons power of the sun and turaed
into black. If blood were left in a saucer
till the moisture had evaporated out of it,
it would become black. It was just the
same with the coloring matter of man. The
sun had turned the sons of from
white men tonegroes. As to the hair of the
African, its erispoess was due to the same
canse—heat. If a Caucasian put his hair
close 1o a fire it also would shrivel up and
grow crisp.

The flat noses with which negroes were
usually da?leud wonld soon be things of
the past. *““Their cause,” said Mr, Taylor,
“‘is to be sought in recent times. Our Iath-
ers and grandfathers, when enduring the
horrors of slavery, were compelled fo carry
heavy burdens on their heads. The weight
pressed on the frontal bone, which in torn
pressed down the delicate construction of
the nose, spreading that feature out over
the face. Inthe native African races the
flat nose is uncommon, except smong na-
tions who have become slaves of their more
poweriul neighbors.”

The leeturer then announced the subject
of his discourse concluded, remarking that
it was not by the color and form that man
was to be judged. It was the soul within
which was the true index of his character,
The negro race was waxing stronger every
day, thriving under the very branches of
the upas trees of prejudice and persecution.
Some daymen would be called upon to
recognize new Pharaohs, and the world of
the future would be proud to grasp the
negro’s hand.

A vote of thanks to the lecturer was pro-

ed by Rev. G. V. Holliday and passed
ﬁuimouly. The meeting then separated.

The Command Which Mickael J. Doagherty
Gave His Davghter—Ho Is Prosccated
by Agent M. J, Dean.

Michael J, Dougherly was arraigned last
night before Alderman Porter, in' Lawrence-
ville, for oruelty to his16-year-old daughtar,
Stella, who has for several months been
serving as a domestic in the Fifteenth ward.
A few days ago the gentleman for whom
Stella is working spplied to Agent O"Brien,
of the Humane Society, for protection from
her father, saying thal he was threatening
her with harm it she did not pay over to
him her eaynings. Mr. O'Brien refused, for
personal reasons, to take the case, and re-
ferred the gentleman to Agent Dean, of the
Aunti-Cruelty Society, who began a vigorous
investigation.

Agent Dean says that last Saturday after-
noon Dougherty went to the house where
Btella is employed as a domestic and de-
manded her wages.
