The Court Says Intelligent Men
Will Be Taken in the
Cronin Trial.

IF THEY READ THE STORY

It Does Not Necessarily Bar Them
From Trying the Case.

THE FIRST DISOOVERY OF EVIDENCE,

Cricaco, September 9.—There was a
large crowd in Judge McConnell's couri-
room all day to-day to listen to the tiresome
questions and responses of lawsyers and
talesmen.

THE CARLSON COTTAGE.

How the First Evidence Was Discovercd—
The Stery Only Told Now—An Officer
Arrested Two Meo Beforeths
Murder Was Known.

CHICcAGO, September 9.—It seems that
although a great deal of matter has been
published abont the Cronin murder, the
true story of the discovery of evidence at
the Carlson cottage has mever been told
until now, Itis also singular that the re-
porters who were working on the case never
disecovered that on the night of May 7, three
days after Dr. Cronin was killed, two men,
now supposed to have been Kuntz and
Cooney, were arrested and taken to the
Lakeview station and discharged in the
morning by Captain King. -

A local paper stated recently that there
was & certain Irish officer upon the o=
view police force who was suspected of di-
rect complication in the murder of Cronin.
Other such statements were ted by the
same paper in later issues. Finally the offi-
cer determined to tell his story, which is
;w-r made public for the first e, as fol-
ows:

THE OFFICER'S STORY,

Offi cer Isanc Robinson has been on the Lake-
viow force several years, and has always borne
3 good reputation. He isan Irishman by pa-
rentage, but is pol 4 member of any Irish se-
creot soviety.

Robinson had the beat in which the cottage
was located and it was his duty to patrol Ash-
land avenue and the interseeting street for sev.
eral blocks north and soutl of the Carlson
house, At different times before the murder
Robmson noticed men fmnr in and outof the
cottage and moticed lights within it. He
thought the cottage was not occu and
asked Carlson who the men were that went
inte it and why the lights were lighted. Carl-
son told him he had rented the place to
two men who sometimes slept in the cottage
and who expected to soon move in furniture
and commence housskeeping.

THINES IT WAS BURKE,

On the might of May 6, however, Robinson
saw a man crawling out of the basement of the
cottage and ted him. Robi has never
seen Burke, but be believes that Burke was the
man who talked with him thatevening. He
said that beand his brother were renting the
cottage and that be had been ip the basement
simply to see if there was not a good place
there to store some old furniture. Robinson
was mot satisfied with the explanation, but he
did not think he was warranted in arresting
the man. .

At 9 o'clock the next night, May 7, Robinson
turned the corner on Roscoe street and came
upon two mon who were talking together in
the shadow of a little real estate office, 100
fert somih of the Carlson cottage. They had
the door of the office open and were talking
about hiding something under fthe floor, Hob-
inson decided to make an effort to discover
who they were and what they were doing there.
One of them, who was shorter than the other,
spokein broken English with a GGerman accent
and said that they bad lost their way and
wanted to get down town. He said they were
Ppainiers and lived on the Westside,

ACTED SUSPICIOUSLY.

Robinson asked thom why they were stand-
ing and talking on the corner if they wanted tn
get down town, and why they did not ask some
one in the peighborbood and find out the way,
Ttic call dian, who bad aderh
speke with an irish accent, answered evasively,
aod Robinson decided to arrest them, Justas
bhe started for the bOX & man ran across
to them from the direction of P. O'Sullivan's
barn, and asked what Robinson was going to
do with the men. HRoblueon recognized this
person a8 the man he bad seen erawling from
the b t of the Carlson ¢ and told

jurors of the seventh venire. The tal
were nearly all farmers. The eighth venire
was issued to-night. When eourt adjourned
&t 4 o'clock but one talesman was held over.

: NOT A PAIR JUROR.

Even Creighton, the fine looking young
fellow who has been held for the past five
days, wns excused by mutual consent of the
sttorneys because he had confessed to Judge
McConnell that he thought he wouldn't
make a fair juror, owing to an opinion he
had once expressed asto the guilt of the
prisoners.

Atwrney Forrest conducied the weary
examinatioa at both sessions of court. The
grim-looking lswyer dropped most of his
dilatory tactics, and pushed his inquiry
with great vigor. During the examination
be used up seven peremptory challenges in
behglf of Beggs, Burke and Kunsze. This
was reslly the only progress made ‘during
the day.

EXTHAORDIN ARY CHALLEXGES.

The defense huve now canceled 31 of their
100 peremptory chalienges, while the State
has used but 13 The ouly feature of the
inquiry to-day was the examination of Will-
inm Reynolds, Edward H. King, J. J.
Goodheart and John Morgan. In response
to & question Revnoldssaid: *‘I believe the
prisoners guilty, sir.” King declared that
be believed them guilty individually and
collectively. Goodbeart smd he was satis-
fied of their guilt, while Morgan replied
that ke should not like to have a juror trv
him who felt as he did toward the prisoners
st the bar.

These four frank aonouncements sroused
the prisoners from their newspapers. Burke
grinned contemptuousiy, but the rest of his
colleagies were painfully solemn, Mr.
Forrest will resume bis exsmination of
talesmen in the morning.

JUDGE M'COXNELL'S CAUTION,

After the Court had overruled challenges
for cause ip several cases, Judge MeConnell
said:

LIMITING LIBERALITY.

“Sa, while great liberality will be per-
mitted, such a8 this Court has permitted in
this case in the early impanneling of the
jury, necessarily as the Court becomes con-
vinced that it cannot be so liberal, that if it
were to coptinne the course no jury could
be impanpeled, that liberality must be
Jimited.

FIVE MEX KILLED INSTANTLY.

A Terrific Boiler Explosion In Illinols Caused
by n Reckiess Engineer.

CAEBONDALE, ILL., Beptember 9.—A
boiler explosion oceurred at 8 o’clock this
morning on the (arm of John W, Snider, a
mile east of the city.
