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THE FRENCH ELECTIONS.

The first returns from the French elections
of yesterdsy leok as if Boulanger might be
restored to 8 leading position in French
politice. The number of districts, however,
in which the result is finally ascertained is
so few that, even more than in an election
in our own country, it is necessary, for a cor-
reot conclusion, to await the final returns.

The election ot Boulauger himself from
the Montmartre district has much the same
significance as the election of s leading
Democratic Congressman from Kentucky,
or of Hon. W. D. Kelley from Philadelphia.
It was Boulanger's stronghold; aud in the
other Parising distriets a considerable
strength for the Boulangist candidates was
to be expected. The vote shown for him in
Paris is vot surprising, nor does it give him
sny decisive victory. It will depend on the
other parts of France to show whether the
fugitive herowill be restored to his pedestal.

The indications, from the large number
of distriets in which scoond ballots are nee-
essary, is that while Boulanger ik not by
any means sweeping evervthing before him,
he is mot =0 entirely squelched as was ex-

factures, snd the producis that could be
brought back in return, are priges well
worth a decently courteous treatment of the
Chinese Government. Other mnations can
see the importance of conellisting China;
while our nation, which is most advanta-
geously situated for that trade and once
held s great share of it, is now throwing
away her chances,

It is not necessary for us to throw open
our gates to Chinese immigration. That
matier ean be properly regulated by ihe
treaties which China is willing to make.
But it will be worth our while to use a de-
cent decorum toward the Chinese Gowern-
ment in securing such treaties. It is neces-
sary to remark that such decorum was en-
tirely lscking in the proceedings of last
FEar.

KEW YORK SYLLOGISMES.

The wrestle into which New York has
been pluunged by the report of its Commit-
tee on Bite, that & portion of Central Park
will be mneeded for the World's Fair, is
unique. The residents along $he park are
borrified that their darling pleasure ground
should be desecrated by sn Exposition, and
appeal esrnestly to the State law forbidding
the use of that ground for such purposes.
The dispute reduces the World's Fair busi-
ness in New York to very nearly the follow-
ingeyllogiem: The faireannot be held in New
York without using Centrsl Park; Central
Park cannot be ueed for the World's Fair;
therefore, the World's Fair eannot be held
in New York. The conclusion agrees ex-
actly with that drawn from s similar syllos
gi=m touching the impossibility of holding
a World's Fair without money and also the
1aability to raise money for it in New York.

BOURBONIEM IN GEORGIA.

A rather unique feature of the Southern
race guestion is presented by the attitude
recently taken by State Senstor Gibbs of
Georgia, to the effect that, on behalf of the
South, he wishes to drive the negro ont
This Southern ststesman is evidently of the
most Bourbon tvpe. Emaneipation bas
ruined the negroes, mccording to his view,
and ““there is not reom enough in the South
for the negro and the Yankes."

Yet it is a singular feature of Bouthern
Jegislation that the first step which Senator
Gibbs wonld take to carry out his darling
idea of removiag from his sight the hateful
spectacle of free negroes, is the repeal of
the remarksble law which forbids emigra-
tion sgents from operating in the State,
The legislation of Georgis has been so
decidedly in faver of keeping the negroes
there to supply labor that the remarkable
step of forbidding any man to come there
and offer them inducements to settle in the
West or North has been enacted into law.

This is exactly the same in eflfest as
il Pennsylvania legisistion shonid for-
bid any sttempts in this State to
interest either Pennsylvania capital or
Iasbor in the firom industries of the
South. Buch legislation is illiberal nand
seotional, wherever it sppears; but itisa
singulsr festure that the proposition to re-
peal it is inspired by an even more illiberal
and reactionary hatred of the labor which
under freedom has doubled the productive
capscity of the South,

When one clement of Southern opinion
deplares that the negroes must not leave the
Bouth if they wish 1o, and the other de-
clares that they have got to go whether they
wish or not, the practical resull is likely to
be that they are free to go or stay as they
please. Bat the justice of that conclusion
is not 1o be eredited to either element of the
dominant race, as fur as can be perceived at
present.

DECENT TREATMENT WILL PAY TS,

The recent remark of a missionary re
turned from China upon the possibility that
the Chinese, after organizing & navy, will
develop soch "power as to sttack the
United States, calls forth an argument from
iise New York Tribune to show the utter
liopelessneis of any attempts to make China
u great military power, The argument 15
hardly peeded. The unwieldy pature of
the great Empire, its conflicting elements
of population, and above all the utter
incapacity of her people for developing the
milstary spirit, make it as unlikely that
Chins will seek to conquer this country, as
that Egypt in its decadence should have at-
tempted to subjogate the military Persians.

But thet does not st all diminish the
silliness of unvecessarily and wantonly de-
ranging our relations with Chins. The
reasons for cultivating friendly feeling with
that empire are not military but commer-
cial. There is an immense and almost in-
exhaustibic field for American enterprise
there, il our nationsl policy can ever be
mude 1o look beyond the object of ecarrying
the next clection. The opening of Chiun
by railronds and tel the markets
that coald be obtained there for our manu-

THE LEAST DESIEABLE PLAN.

The conclusion which the administration
has reached of building in the navy yards
the 3,000-ton cruisers on which Congress put
s limit of cost s0o low that the comtractors
will not take the job, is not likely to prove
an improvement on the previous state of al-
fairs. Building vessels in the navy yards
has generally proved a good thing for polit-
1cal workers; bot in the way ol turning out
first-class vessels such work has alwuys been
more expensive, less prompt and generally
inferior to that done by private frms. The
Secretary of the Navy had the very obvious
course open to him when he found he could
not let the contracts at the limit fixed by
Congress of letting Congress decide
whether it would increase the amount or
not. The plan, which is said to have been
chosen will probably make the cost exceed
the legal limit, give inferior work and re-
sult in more than the usual jobbery.

There are not many of us who know much
about either Indian chiefs or Iltalinn princes,
but we can all see that knew & good
deal about Indians, and that Mr. Crawford
knows & good deal about Italians. Mr, Craw-
ford, indeed, seoms to be at home, and to have
the faculty of making his readers at home, in
several quite different countries. Take “Mr.
I=aacs,” and “Zoroaster,” and “The Taleof &

Bot when one
comes to consider what is involved in locating
a story In a distant country, or in another cen-
tary, how much knowledge of history, and
geograpby, and scenery, and customs, and
aress, and ways of talking and of thinking
novel writing geots to be a rather serious matter,

Mr, Btevenson begins *The Wrong Box" by
remarking upon “the hours of toil, consuitation
of authorities, researches in the Bodlelan, cor-
respondence with learned and illegible Ger-
mans,” which the novelist has to go through
before be can even begin s novel, Thisisa
bit of fun on Mr. Btevenson's part and will do
very well for him who gets most of his material
out of his inner conscjousness, but you may be
sure that Mr. Crawfard did not get his intimate
acqualntance with s various backgrounds
without some work.
