Susan Green Sang It in Basin Alley
and Two Lawsnits Resulted.

SHE DID ROT ENOW ITS EFFECTS,

Mrs. Mary Shiclds Objected and Was Suved
as 8 Common Scold.

- CURIOUB HEAEING BEFORE M'EENNA

Buat the Colored Womazn Leat the Case and Was Forced
to Pay the Conts

Another woman was tried as o common
soold yesterday. Soch trials are very rare,
and serve as reminders of the old blue
lsws atill in edistence. The proseoutrix lost
the ease.

There was an intercsiing and funny hear-
ing before Magistrate McKenna vesterday
éﬂermn. Mrs, Mary Shields, who lives in
asin alley, in the Seventh ward, was pros-
eeuted by Miss Susan Green, on the charge
of being & common scold. This charge is
one that is rarely made, The law is an old
one and seldom employed. Men scquaioted
with the court history of this city remomber
ouly one case, that of a Mrs. Vick, who was,
some time ago, convicted in the Criminal
Court of being a common scold.

Mre. Shields is & fine looking woman, of
excellent fipure and sttractive face. Her
bearing in the magistrate's office was very
modest. The prosecutor is a tall, well
formed colored womaa, of decidedly dark
color and great volubility of language. She
lives across the alley from Mrs. Shields.
The istter was delended by Atorney Wall-
iam J. Brenpen. The rooms were crowded
by the neighbors of the parties to the suit.

Miss Green was solemnly sworn. Lean-
ing upon the magistrate’s desk and empha-
sizing her points by tapping the official on
the knee, she told ber tale of woe. She
said: “This "re womsn called me & coon and
anigger and an spe. Now, I know I'm
black. I know that just ss well asany-
body, an’ I don’t need to be tole that I'ma
pigger. I know it, "Squire, 'deed I do.
Nobody don't bhave to tell me. 1 saysto
her, saye I, ‘Et I was white I wonldn't
talk t0 mo miggers. She comes out at her
door and calls me all sorts o' names, and
she bad two little children eall me a coon,
too. That's what she done, your homor.
Bhe tole one woman that she'd give six
months of ber life to send me to the work-
house, She said I was tongh, and she can’t
prove it, neither. That's what she can't do.
I lived there nine years, and I never got in
o law suit before. The neighbors told me
pot to have oy back talk with her, "cause
she'd sue me. Bhe will sue, too, "Bquire.
Bhe will sue.”

M'EENNA'S QUESTION,

“You were sued by her for disorderly con-
duct, were you not?” Alderman McKenna
asked. The prosecutor replied, *“Yes, sir, 1
wis. That was last week. Ihad to pay the
costs. They could prove nothing, though,
or I'd a been fined, wouldn't 17"

Attornev Breanen took the lady in hand
and inclmrtd, “Do you =ming the Boyne
Water?”

“Yes, sir; I domng it often.”

*“Weren't vou singing it that day she had
vou arrested?”

*“'Deed I don't know whether T wasor
mot. It might a been. I domog it.”

“Deon't you know that it is 8 very serions
offense to sing the Boyne Water in this
country?"”"

“I1 didn"s know nothing about it. “Deed
I didu't. 1 wouldn’t a sung it if I'd
knowd it would make trouble, They'se all
Irish around there, that's a fact. I'm the
only colored person living there. It was
Irish that 'earct me that song, though. It
was Ross and Julis Moore learnt me.”

“Isn’t 3t probable that they did it for the
purpose of getting you into tronble?”

“Pshaw now; 'deed they didn't. VWhy,
they'se only little girls. They wounldn’t
never think of such a thing.”

Aldermsn McEenns gravely remarked:
“This will be s lesson to vou. You will
know after this not to sing the Bovne
Water. You are old enough to know bet-
ur.“

Mrs. Brown, Mrs. McCurdy and Mm.
Reed, white neighbors of Miss Green, were
called snd sworn. Mre. Brown said she
heard Mrs. Shields call Susan & coon. Mrs,
MoCurdy said she beard Mrs. Shields say
¢hst she would like to send “‘that coou” to
the workhouse. Mrs. Reed said: I saw
her wagging her fingers one day, but I
didn’t know whether she was doing itat
Miss Groen or at me. I was going past just
then, and I didn't know who she was doing
itat. Mrs. Shields called me names once,
but I never spoke to the woman.”

BHE WABYX'T QUARRELSOME.

" Aren't youquarrelsome vourself?" asked
Mr. Brennan.

“No, sir; 1 don't quarrel with nobody.”

“Didn"t you have & quarrel with Mrs,
Martin?™

“No, sir, not what anybody could call &
guarrel. BShe came over to my door and
sassed me.
