writing books. Mr. Blackmore loves his
gurden and takes great pains with it. It is
impossible to say for certain that the virility
of bis style and the richoessof his im-
agination spring from his horticultural
labors, but such a dedoction has much to
Justily it, Fresh airand physical exercise
are great brain-feeders,

Assuming that Mr. Blackmore's books
owe much to his healthy habits, would it
not be well for novelists to take to parden-
ing? A great many of them would undoubt-
edly do well to substitute horticuliure for
sutnorship, Their lives wonld be more
useful and beautiful, exclusively applied w
the culiure snd husbandry of flowers, lruits
and vegetables. The damage to be done with
& rake or boe is ineonsidernble compared to
the immense possibilities of evil in the pesn.
A gurdener may spoil o rose busk or mar a
cabbage: but an sathor oan ruin lives and
pervert souls to destruction. Besides a
novelist of necessity must soil an iofinity of
good, clean paper.

The few novelists who are worth mending
should try a hortionltural course. They
will find it wholesome if not exciting. Mr.
Howells will discover thst some of the
creeping things, aphides, ants and other in-
seots, about him in the garden are oven
smaller than his men and women of Boston.

t will teach others of the modern sehool of
fiction many alesson in porspective and
proportion. The fleshly writers will find a
congenial and odorous study in the com-
position of fertilizers. Perhaps the forcing
bed may literally bring out the great
novelist.

THOSE SENSATIONAL ROBEBEEIES.

Burglaries, by masked men with revolvers,
have besn so recent in our own State that
Fennsylvania is in no position to point the
finger of scorn at Alabama or New Mexico,
where train robbing is & sensational, highly
prefitable and unmolested industry. Even
from the peighboring city of Youngstown,
Ohio, snd from the neighborhood of New
Tirightoy, there come sccounts of two such
domiciliary visits paid to citizens no later
than yesterday and the day before. But
there is a general feehing that it is time to
treat this species of desperadoism with new
vigor. Amarement at the sudacity of the
robbers may well be succeeded by a deter-
wination to discover and punish
them. It i perfectly clear that
every case of the sort not punished
inspires fresh enterprises of the same class.
To read of the holdiag up of trainsisto
imagine that the Sonth and the West are
back ioc the duys of Dick Turpin, Jack
Blepard or Claade Duval The gentle-
manly road agests have not yet taken up
the ides of the brigands of Southern Eu-
rope of carrying off passengers for ransom;

but otherwise they are surpassed by none in
boldness, 5

There is a pronounced elementof the
ridieulous in the spectacle of communuities
posxessing such resources for government as
exist in this country being subjected to such
outrages. But the trouble is that they have
been treated ineficiently. Either Alabama
or New Mexico, not to talk of Pennsylvania
or Ohio, is able to track and capture
desperadoes within its borders whenever the
suthorities feel earnest enough in the un-
dertaking.

The suggestion that more pluck and
personal courage among train hands would
quickly stop the train robberies might
answer for that branch of the business; but
it does not cover the cases nearer home
where citizens have had their houses broken
into, with theairical, dime-novel aceom-
paniments of masks, revolvers and such dia-
bolical devices for physical torture as were
not &0 long ago tried on by the burglarious
scoundrels in Somerset and Fayetie coun-
ties. The county authorities should mot
reet in any instance where these aundacious
robberies are attempted uuntil the strong arm
of the law, gripping the sboulder of the
eriminals, shake them into a knowledge of
ibe century they are living in.

SEVERAL HOUSE-CLEANINGS.

If President Harrison had mot prolonged
his stay at Deer Park he might bave ex-
perienced the joys of house-cleaning to the
full. His better half is giving the White
Heuse what folks here would call a
thorough “‘redding up.” It is the first
chance Mrs, Harrison has had to clean out
the eupboards, shake the carpets and make
of the Presideni's abode & bowling and
eloppy wilderness for a season. Bhe is said,
like every good snd true woman, to enjoy
the operation immensely. Inher exultation
she is reported to have said that the White
House "‘is now clean for the first time ina
year or two.”” We all know what untidy,
graceless people have alwawys occupied
houses before us. Tt is a coincidence about
former tenants that the most reoent ocou-
pant is never slow to remark.

But the throng of heart-sick office seekers
who hang about Washington, or regard her
sorrowfully irom afar off are praying for
another sort of house eleaning still—s
revolution that will shoot out the Demo-
eratic officeholders and impel Republican
pstriots 1nto their places. It has been de-
leyed a long while, a8 they think, and the
prayer and hope of the great unsstisfied is
that the President will eut a good broom
while he is at Deer Park sud uose it to some
effect bebind lingering Demoerats when he
returns to the capital. Unhappily for these
seekers after soft seats, it may ocour to Mr.
Harrison that the direction of the honuse
cleaning after 1892 is involved in the politi-
eal swespings of to-day. The eivil serviee
reform plank of the Republican platform
is an awkward barrier to the partisay
broom.

It i clear
from this rehearsal of facts that the Pitts-
burg and Western cannot change hands for
several years unless Messrs. Drexel, Morgan
& Co. see fit to abandon their powers of con-
trol. Nor does the appearance of the road's
affairs suggest the uecessity of a change.
We are glad to know that when a transferof
the control of this important feeder of Pitts-
burg shall take place it is likely that 1t will

PECULIARITIES OF TRADERS.

Wherels Germans nnd English Differ in
Handling Indian Trade.
Correspondent London Times. ]

A correspondent of the Times weets the com-
plaint that trade in India and elsewhere is fall-
ing into German hands, The truth is, he tells
us, that the Germans are only taking the im-
pors trade. The exportstill belongs tous. The
reason i8 to be found in the very qualities
which mark the difference between German
and English clerks, To manage n Iarge export
business, judgment in giving eredits and great
power of organization is required. Here the
Englishman easily surpasses the German, and
finds his only formidable rival in the Greek.
To import piece goods, however, into India, and
tosell them to the natives requires “minute
perseverance, mndustry and willingness to take
trouble about minuti®, and here the Gorman
excels.,” Tbe Englishman, if he imports, wants
to sell wholesale; the German is not above sell-
ing his bale or even his pleco direct. “The En-
glishman may, perbaps, condescend to sell a
bale or to work for 1 per cent profit. The Ger-
man is willing to sell a plece, and to make i
per cont profit he is willing to waste hours.”

In addition to this, the writer of the Timey'
letter states that one of the things which hand.
fcaps the Englishman in the import trade is the
social loss of consideration which he suflers if
he engages in retail business. The English-
men who go abroad are generally drawn froma
class which bolds retafl trade in abhorrence
and earry their prejndices with them. Hence,
ifan Englishman takes to selling retail he loses
caste. “He ls sailing father close te the wind
if e sells a single bale, but if he splits the bale
and IBI'II:I the piece e is anathema; he can.
not dine with the Consul or play tennis with the
chaplain's Jdaughters. The result s, bho ab-
stains from retall trade till wholesale trade ab-
stalns from him."” As & remedy the writer
suggests. “Englishmen who are not detorred by
eocial influence from selling retall” shonld go
abroad more largely than they do at present.
If they will do so they will, he declares, prove
“adequste competitors to the Germans now al-
most alone in the feld."”
