Spasmodic Movoments In the Whest Pig,

CHICAGO—Thers was more doing in wheat
to-day within & rapidly fiuctuating and mod-
erate range of prices. Trading was apasmodic,
favoring &t ono time the buying and then the
selling mde. There is still a strong presenti-
ment among the traders that some parties are
under wheat. The market opened strong, but
brake off guickly under large offerings, the im-
pression being that the visible supply would
show a very large Increase, and a 36 5e decline
was establlshed. When the returns of stock
insight on the biack board commenced to
ahow that the early anticipations might not be
realized by half, there was some buying to get
back what was sold, and also some long buying.

This carried prices steadiiy to the top noteh of
the day, or ?ir, above early inside prices for De-
cember and %c for May. As usosl, however,
when the figures mgjponed there wasa dispo-
sition to reczlize, which carmied prices back
again to inside figures for theday. Around 8¢
for Deocember the buying by a prominent local
trader beeswe quiet and conspicuous, and this
proved to be the Jowest point of the day. For
some time the market ruled steady, and the
closing finally was the same as Saturday for De-
cember. and I‘Wﬂ higher for May.

Corn ruled qu.et and inactive the greater part
of the session, g being almost exclusively
local, and fuctuations within narrow hmits. A
prominent local Talor was a3 moderate pur-
chaser of year, and seller of November.

Oats were active, weaker and lower, prices
receding %, reactea slightly but closed easy,
The depression was due to heavy arrivals,

Trading was only moderate in mess pork.
Prices ruled ¢ higher, and the advance
was fairly well maintained.

HOUSES IN EMBRYO.

The Loecal Lumber Trade Holds Iis
Own in Activity, Bul Ko Boom.

STOCKS LIGHT AND PRICES FIRM.

Action of Wool Manufacturers at Their
Annual Meeting Last Week.

PIG IRON WOULD SUFFER FROM A BOOM

The loeal lumber trade is active, but not
booming, ewing to the inclemency of the
weather for the past few deys; but there
will ‘be a revival when the ekies clear up,
There is a reasonable certainty of six weeks
or two months of fine weather betore winter
sets in, If it should be a mild ome, build-
ing will be prosecuted without much inter-
ruption. Natural'gas is s great aid to
builders, a5 by its use interiors can be kept
warm and walls dred almost as weil as by
the heat of the sun.

Stocks of lumber are consigerably depleted.
Pry hemlock is almost an impossibility.
Dealers are taking this Jumber directly from
the saw, 80 as to give it time to ssason by nmext
gping. 1tis held yery firm at the recent ad-
vance. The extensive use of poplar for inslda
finizh, together with Iight shipments from the
Bouth, has made it very scarce, the supply
being considerably short of the demand. Itis
beld at top figures, The stocks of white and
vellow pine have been heavily drawn upon, so
that while there is enoneh to go rouud, there is
Do exoess. More of the latter has been used
here this géenson than ever before in the same
length of time. Thiz is one of the great
lumber products of the South, and it is gradu-
ally winning its way In the Northern markets.
Btocks of shingles are also small, and they
are held at extreme quotations. Cypress
shingles are still in disfaver in this locality,
notwithstanding the clalm set up by their
friends that they Iast at least twice aslongas
those ropds of pine.

In explanation of the small stock of lumber
in this market so early in the season, Mr. J. 8,
Fisher, 8 prominent dealer, sald yesterdny it
was due almost entirely to the impossibility of
obtalning prompt shipmoents, The scarcity of
care on all the roads entering the lumber re-
gons, north and south, affected lumber quite
as much as it did coal, coke and other products.
The railroads were too busy moving the big
grain crops to attend to anything else. As
nearly all the gpads had ordered Iarge numbers
of new freight cars, he thought they would
soon be able to afford relief,

Pittsburg is becoming one of the important
lumber centers of the country. 1t is distributed
from this point throughout Western Pennsyl-
vania, Ohio, West Virginia and Northern
Maryland, and is occasionally sent to New
York. The principal source of supply is Michi-
gan, slthough considerable quantities are still
drawn from Forest and other counties in this
Btate, and from the South. The value of the
lnmber trade of Pittsburg this year will closely
approximate §4,000,000, "

At its anoual meeting held in New York last
week, the National Association of Wool Manu-
facturers ndopted the resolutions agreed npon
at the Boston conference on the 17th ult, No
demuand was made in those resolutions for
lower rates of duty on wool asa raw material,
the fixing of the duty which should be applied
to the same being left wholly to the determina-
tion of Congress. The resolutions do, how-
ever, complain that in makipg the revision of
the tariff in 1882 Congress reduced the specific
duties upon the manufacturea product so far
beyond the reduction !n the duties on wool as
to destroy their eompensatory character, and
they demand of Congress a revision of the
tariff in which there shall in every instance be
placed upon the manufactured product the full
amount of the epecific duty necessary to com-
pensate for whatever rates of duty public poliey
may require to be imposed on the raw material,
They also ask for an increasa in the ad valorem
duties, which they declare afford less protastion
than when adopted, owing to the fall in valnes,
They are, however, opposed to any incredfs, {4’
the duties on carpet wools.

In a paper reviewing the sitnation fo the wool
industry Becretary North attributed the ge-
pression to the agitation for the reduction in
wool duties, to the erroneous elassification of
worsted oloths and to the introduction of large
amounts of wool as wasto. The Iatter influ.
ences, he said, have been eliminated by rulings
of Secretary Windom, but action by Congress
is necessary to enable the manufacturers to
compete with foreigners in the production of
yarns and dress gooda.

The Iron Trade Reviewsees danger in the air,

and sounds a note of alarm as follows: “The
very strong condition of the market, and the
