SOME MARVELOUS ESCAPES

Dr, Talmage Was a Witness to the
Utter Ruin of His Temple.

THE BEAIN POURED DOWN IN TﬁREKK}'S

But Hind No Apparent Effect Upon the
Progress of the Filames — The Fioest
Orgoe in the Country Destroyed—Once
Before the Celebranted Preacher Was
Baroed Oui—He Will Abauodon His Trip
te the Hely Lapd—Firemen Almost
Caught Upder the Falling Walls—Hun-
dreds of Feople Bendered Homeless by
u Lumber Fire.

. Dr. Talmage's famous Brooklyn Taber-
nacle was destroyed by fire yesterday morn-
ing. A stroke of lightaing is believed to
have been the origin of the flames. The
Doctor will sbandon his proposed trip to
Palestine until his church is rebuilt. Some
of the oteupants of the neighboring houses
were rescued with difficulty, and several
firemen had u narrow escape from falling
walls.

{EFECIAL TELEGRANM TO THE DISFATON.

BrooELYSN, October 13.—The fire which
destrored Dr. Talmage's Tubernacle in
Bchermerhora street, this city, early this
morning, was discovered by Policeman Me-
Caffery, who was on his beat in the rear of
the church. A high bonrd fenoce obstrusted
his view of the walls, but he saw enough to
urge him to prompt aclion. BSmocke was
esoaping from the roof and the side windows
were illuminated. He ran sround to a fire
alarm box and sent out an alarm, Then he
hurried into Scbermerhorn street and did
some energetic work. -

The block on Schermerborn strest from
Nevins street to Third avenue, is not long,
and the front wall of the Tabernacle oe-
cupied 150 feet of the north side. From the
ehurch to Third avenue s continuons row of
frame houses extended, and on the other
side of the ‘front wall were two three-story
briok dwellings iotervening between the
Tabernacle and n sehool building, which was
formerly used as a church by Dr. Talmage's
congregation.

IT BURNED FIERCELY.

MeCaffery was only s few minnotesin send-
ing outaan alarm but when he got to Scher-
merhorn street  the Tabernacle was abinsge.
First he awakened people whose homes
seemed to be in dauper, bat he bhad little
trouble, for nearly everybody om the block
had by this time been aroused by the glare,

The brick house immediately adjoining
the church on the west side was occupied by
John Ames and his family. The wind was
by thiz time blowing the flames over the
roof, and the building seemed in immediate
peril.  All Mr. Ames' people were secured
without much dificulty except Myrs. Julia
Ames, who is B0 years old and who was al-
most paralyzed by fright.

QiMcCuffery picked her up in his arms and
carried her into the street and then tock her
to the residence of Charles E. Teale, where
she remained sll day to-day, very much
prosiratad by her exciting experience.

AX EXCITED THRONG.

By this time the block was alive with ex-
cited people who had escaped into the street
i @ panic, hall eclad. The stylish brick
houses just scross the sireet® from the
Tabernscle were soon tenantless, for the in-
tense heat shivered the window glass into
fragments and drove the people out.

The alarm was sentout at 2:45 o'clock A.
»., and five minutes later the neighborhood
wss in an uwprear. Two alarms folldwed the
first, and soon the neighboring streets were
filled with engines, hook and ladder trucks,
policemen and firemen. An stiempt to
euter the building would have been fool-
bardy in the exireme, for the entire structure
was by this time a box of flame.

The brillisney of the picture presented to
those who were lucky eéncugh to see the de-
struciion of the Tsbernacle, was never sur-
passed by that of apy Brooklyn fire. First,
the solid brick walls of the big edifice con-
fined the flames within the building, but on
the trefoiled and mullioned windows of the
front sod side walls the glass shone very
brightly. The peaked roof. eovered with
slates, was soom eaten away, and the flames
shot up in & solid mass.

A CANOPY OF FLAME,

There was & strong breese from the north-
west and it earried a showerof sparks which
canopied the street and alighted on the
roofs of the houses on the opposite side of
the way. The roof of the Tabernacle was 3
solid structure, with trusses of stomt oak,
snd its sturdy skeleton outlasied the worst of
the fire. But it blazed in apieturesque way
for all that, and finaily it fell in o mass and
sent up more sparks to menace the neigh-
boring houses.

Dr. Talmage was on the street soon afler
the fire broke out. He was aroused at his
home, on the corner of South Oxford street
and De Kalb avenue, to look st the glare of
8 big fire, and he climbed up into the ob
servatory on the rool to see where it was,
He was alarmed when he saw the direction
of the blsze, and divining its location,
dressed quickly and hurried to his burning
eburch.

He found several of the trustees there
shead of him, including John Woed,.one of
the most energetic of the board. Nothing
could be done to save any of the property in
the cburch. The firemen bad made this
discovery before Dr. Talmage reached there,
and were directing their energies to saving
the adjoining dwelling honses.

» T0 CONFINE THE FIER

This was hard work, for the cornices of
fall s dosen houses on the opposite side of
the street casught fire, The houses on each
side of the Tabernacle were threstened and a
force of men had to keep them deluged with
water. The firemen were so busy that some
of them had been working halfl an bour
before they noticed that rain was falling in
torrents.

But the raln did not help them, nor did it

drive sway the people who siood massed on

the strest watching the blase. In an hour
the chareh wasin ruins, the flames had lost
their fierceness, and sll that remained of
the big Tabernacle and 1its valuable organ,
the largest and sweetest in tone inthe United
States, Dr. Talmuge says, were the stout
walls and gables, to which adhered charred
frapments of the galleries, and a mass of
blazing wood which filled the cellars of the
ehurch.

There was nothing but an ampitheater of

"| desolstion. The firemen remained on duty

until nearly ehureh time and deluged the
debris with water. The men of engine eom-
pany No. 10 had 8 narrow eseape shortly be-
fore @ o’clock. Despite the fact that the
cross-tipped gables were swaying in the
wind, the firemen stood under the walls with
their hose. The men of No. 10 were inside
the rear wall, throwing a stresm ioto the
cellar under the organ niche.
A NARROW ESCAPE

Fipally somebody cried: “Look out,”
and they serambled back just as the top of
the wall fell with a crash. Tons of brick
covered the ground where a second before
they had been standing. During the entire
day erowds gatbered to see the ruins, =nd
the police had mueh diffienlly keepisg the
people outside the fire lines.

The cause of the fire is at present a mys-
tery. Some think toe bullding was struck
by lightning, although there was no report
of thunder. The sexton, James Dey, who
lives in Navy street, near the chureb, says
he was in the building wuntil afier 6 o’elock
on Baturday evening, The futnaces had
not been started this year and as far as he
knows there was no fire in the building
when he left.

The Tabernacle was lighted with inean-
descent lamps fornished by the Edison
Company in September last, apd some of
the company’s mjen were working there on
Satardsy. m{‘him'l no fire, as far as the
sexton knows. e charch people and sev-
eral of the firemen adhere to the lightning
theory, snd Dr. Talmdge is of tge same
opinion.  He savs he has no reason to sup-
pose the fire was of incendiary origin.

Dr. Talmage looked careworn when a Dis-
PATCH correspondent had & talk with him
at his house to-day. He had had a busy
day, receiving many callers,

A GREAT MISFORTUXNE.

*“This is indeed & great misfortune,™ he
ssid, “'but it is one of those things that must
be borne with such resignation s we can
command. We know nothing regarding the
oause of the fire, but imagine that the light-
ning must have caused it. The electrie con-
neciion was cut off on Baturday night by the
electricinng, so that they were dead and they
could not have ocoasioned the fire. There
is no suspicion of incendiarism. The fire
will, of course, render it impossible for me
to carry out my proposed trip to the Holy
Land, as I shall have to remain to belp in
determining plans for our futare. I was to
have gone to the Holy Land in two weeks,
but I cannot leave my people just now."”

The official name of the church o iza~
tion is the Central Preshyterian g;:mh.
The tion wunhired first in =
wooden building in Willoughby, near
Pearl street, Brooklyn, now used ss an
anction room. Then the congregation
moved to Schermethorn street, where it
worshipped in a building a few feet from
the site of the Tabernacle. In 1870 the first
Tabernacle was erected on the present site.
It was a wooden bwilding sheathed with
corrugated iron and it lasted for only two
years.

BURNED DOWN BEFORE.

On Sunday morning, Decomber 22, 1872
it was burned to the ground. Dr. Talmage

was in the form of a eross, 150x113 feer,
with n rear extension-32x80 seet. It wasof
Gothic architecture jof the fourleenth cen-
tury. The srchitect was John Welsh, of
Brooklyn., The building was of brick and
and ocoigned pressed stone,

The interior was in the shape of an am-
phitheater and was capable ot seating 2,800
persons. The ceiling was of tmnrori. The
building was dedicated Febrnary 29 1874,
All the walls, with the exception of that in
the rear, were standing to-day, but the orna-
wental front pillars of polished Aberdecn
granite had been chlupsr)lw the heat and
the walls were rendered worthless,. An ivy
which was trained up the front of the church
seems to have withstood the heat. Tt looked
br@ght and green so-day amid the general
ruin.

A rough estimate of the loss made to-day
by several of the trustees fixes the damage
to the baoilding and contents at betweon
$150,000 snd $200,000. This includes the
loss occasioned by the destruction of the
magnificent organ, which was built by
Lardine & Sons. There isan insurance on
the building and contents of §150,000.

AN APPEAL FOR HELP.

Dr, Talmage has issued an appeal to the
public for help, saying that the church has
never confined its work to its own locality,
The church, be ssys, bas never been large
enough for the people who came, and he
wants §100,000 beside the insurance to build
a lulrg:rl:nﬂ more mitnhl;l: structure.

“‘I make an appeal,” he savs, *“to all our
friends throughout Christendom, to all de-
nominations, to all creeds and those of no
creed at sll, to come to our assistamee. I
ask all readers of my sermons the world
over to contribute as far as their means will
allow.”

The Advisory Board adopted resolutions
expres¥ng submission to Providence and &
determination to rebuild, the locality and
style of building to be indieated by the
amount of cootributions made.

HOMELESS HUNDREDS,

A Fire Startiog In & Lumber Yard De-
mroys Nearly an Entlre Village—Aid
SBent From n Distance—The
Loss Will Reach $300,000,

Savir Ste. Marre, Mica., October 13,
—Fire broke out in Cook’s lumber yard at
Serpeat river, Ont., 90 miles from here, yes-
terday afternoon. A heavy northwest wind
blowing extended the flamesto the docks
and warchouses of this extensive firm, and
ut 6 . M. the whole town was afire. There
are 40 buildinge in the town, general stores
and dwelling ?oulu. A special train and
fire engines and s brigade of Sault Ste. Ma-
rie, Ont., firemen left atonece for the scene
of the conflugration.

Fifly million feet of lumber, this year's
cut, hus been consumed. The loss is esti-
mated at §300,000. The vicinity is strewn
with household goods and home families
for nores. The stenmer and schooner
Marquis, which were loading at the docks,
pulled out into the iake and are safe.

The fire was extinguished early thig
morning, there beiug & few buildings and
the sawmill saved, but no lumber. Cook
Brothers, g:primu of the indusiries, had
the finest protection on their premises of
any firm in this section, but the strong wind
spread the fire rapidly. The stock was in-
sared for about hsif the loss. There are
about 200 people homeless to-day, aud tem-
r:nry stroctures are being erected to house

em.

YELLOW FEVER FACTS,

Some Interesting Fentures of the Report of
Surgeon General Hamilton—A Cares
ful Stady of the Discase by

An article on the “‘Diagnosis of Yellow
Fever,"” by Past Assistant Surgeon John
Guiteras, calls especial stiention to the
diagoostic symptoms of the disease which
appear early in its counrse, and which will
no doubt be of great value in any future
outbreak of the fever in clearing up the
doubt and uncertsinty which always
attends the amval at a definite
conolusion in regard to the first
few eases which forebode the onset of an
epidemic. Dr. C. G. Faget, in an article
on the “Treatment of Yellow Fever.” fur-
nishes maore than 30 elinioal charts of cases
which came under his care, and which
illastrates the altered ratio, existing be-
tween pulss and temperature so charneter-
istic of this fever. Dr. Faget was in charge
of the fever hospital st Camp Perry, and

Frank Hessler
received three or four wounds, but escaped.
