YESTERDAY'S UNDELIVERED SERMOX

JRFECIAL TELEGRAM TO THE DISFATCH.)

BroogLyx, October 13 —Rev. T. De
Witt Talmage had prepared his Sunday
morning sermon a5 usual for to-day; bat,
owing to the destruction of the magnificent
Brooklyn Tabernncle before the hour for
services, could not deliverit. He pave the
manuseript to your correspondent, however,
for transmission as usual to kLis larger con-
gregation, the readers of the newspapers,

The subject of his sermon was “The Sav-
ing Look,” and the text Hebrews xii, 2:
*Looking unto Jesus.” The discourse fol-
lows:

In the Christian life we must not go slip-
ehod. This world was not made for usto
rest in. In time of war you will find aronnd
the streets of some city, far from the scene
of conflict, men in soldier’s uniform, who
have a right to be awny. They obtained a
furlough and they are honestly and right
eously off duty; but I bave to tell you that
iu this Christinn confliot, between the first
moment when we enlist under the banner of
Christ, and the last moment in which we
ghout the victory, there never will be
a single instant in which we will have
a right to be off duty. Paul throws all
arcund the Christian life the excitements of
the old Roman and Grecian games—those
games that sent 8 man on 4 race with such a
stretch of nerve and muscle that sometiaes
whben he eame up to the goal he dropped
down exhausted, Indeed, history tells us
that there were cases where men came up
and only had strength just to grasp the goal
and thea fall dead. Now, says this apostle,
making allusions to those very gamas,

WE ARE ALL TO EUN

the race, not to orawl it, not to walk it—but
“rau the race set before us, looking unto
Jesus,” and just as in the olden times & man
would stand at the end of the road with a
beautiful parland that was to be put around
the head or brow of the successful racer, so
the Lord Jesns Christ stands st the end of
the Christian race with the garlsnd of eter-
nal lite, and may God graot that by His
holy spirit we may so run as to obtain.

The distingnished Welliston, the chemist,

Jesus,” and when we can understand the
hu:gm and the depth and the length and the
breadth and the infinity and the immensity
of that passage we can understand all.

1 remark in the first place, we must
look to Chnst as our personal Savior.
Now, you know as well as I, that man
is only & blasted ruin of what be once
was. There is not so much difference be-
iween 3 vessel coming out of Liverpool
harbor, with peonants filying and the
deck crowded with good cheer, and

'-r(-L Our body is wrong. How easily it
fs ransscked of disease. Our mind is
WIong. How hard it is to remember,
und Low easy to forgel.

“All have sinned snd come
shrrtt the glory of God." *‘By one man

And so it is with sin. Tt is & poisonous
plm t that was rlnnt‘-d in our soul & long
while ago, and it cowmes winding about the
body and the mind and the soul, poisoning,
poisoning, poisoning—killing, kllllng kill-
ing as it zoes. Now, there would be no pead
of my dtmumng upon this if there were
uno way of plucking out thut plant. Ttisa
most inconsiderate thing for me to come to
s man who is in financidl trouble and en-
large upon his trouble if I have no allevia-
tion to offer,

BETTER BRING THE CURE,

It is an unfair thing for me to come to a
man who is sick and cnlurt;e vpon his dis-
ease if 1 have no remedy to offer. But I
have a right to come to 2 man in financisl
distress or physical distress if I have finan-
eial reinforeement to offer or a sure core to
propose. Blessed be God that among
the mountains of our sin there rolls
snd reverberates & song of salva-
tion. Louder than all the voices of
bondage is the trumpet of God’s deliver-
ance, sounding: “Oh, Israel, thon hast de-
etroyed thyself, but in we is thy help.” At
the barred gates of our dungeon the con-
queror knocks, and the hinges ereak and
grind at the swinging open. The famine
struck pick up the mapna that falls in the
wilderness, and the floods clap their hands,
gavine: “Driok, oh thirsty soul, and Hve
forever,” and the feet that were torn and
deep euton the rocky bridle path of sin
pow come into & smooth place, and the dry
alders orackle as the pauting heart breaks
through to the water brooks, and the dark
night of the soul begine to grow gray with
the morning, yea to purple, yea to flame,
from horizon 1o horizon.

ORIGINALITY IS8 BETTER.

B0 ifa man inliterary composition resolves
that be will imitate the smoothness of Ad-
dison, or the rugged vigor of Carlyle, or the
weirdness of Spencer, or the epigrammatie
style of Ralph Waldo Emerson, he will not
sucoeed as well ax that man who cultures
his own patural style. What is true in this
repect i true in respect to character. There
were men who were fascinated with Lord
Byron. He was lame and wore a very
large collar. Then there were tens of thou-
sands of men who resolved that they would
be just like Lord Byron, and they limped
and wore large nollnn, but they did nol
have sany of his genius. You cannot sue-
cessiully copy & man whether he is bad or
good. You may take the very best man that
ever lived and trv and live like him, and
you will make a failure. There never was
# better man than Edward Payson. = Many
have read his biography, not understanding
that be was & sick man, and they thought
they were growing in grace becsuse they
were growing like him in depression of spirit.
There were men to copy Cowper the poet, a
glorious man, but sometimes sfilicted wnh
melancholy almost to insanity. Theeo
ists got Cowper's fasulte but none of
virtues.

There never was but one Being fit to copy.
A few centuries ago He came out through
humbie surroundings, and with a gait and
manner sad bebavior different from any-
thing the world had ever seen. Among all
elusses of people He wasa model.
Among fishermen He showed how fishermen
should act. Among taxgatherers, He
showed how taxgatherers should act
Among lawyers, He showed how lawyers
should act. Awong farmers, He showed
how tarmers should act. Amdng rulers, He
showed how rulers should act.

ALL CRITICISM DISARMED.

Critics gried to find in His conversation or
sermons something unwise or unkind or in-
accurate; but they never found it. They
watched Him, oh how they watched Him,
He never went into a bouse but they knew

and they knew bow long He stayed, and
when He eame out,and whether He had wine
for dinner, Slander twisted her whips and
wageed her poisoned tongue and set her
traps, but could not catch Him. Little
children rushed out to get from Him a kiss,
and old men tottered ouot to the street cor-
ner to see Him pass.

Do yvou want ao illustration of devotion,
behold Him whole nights in prayer. Do
vou want an example of suffering, see His
path scross Palestine tracked with blood.
Do you want sn example of patience, ses
Him abused snd never giving one sharp re-
tort. Do you want an example of industry,
eee Him without one idle moment. Do you
want s specimen ol sacrifice, look at His lile
of self-denial, His desth of ignominy, His
sepuleher of humilistion. Oh, what 8a ex-
smple] His feet wounded, yet He submitted
to the journey. His back lacerated, and yet
He carried the cross. Struck, He never
siruck back sgain. Condemned yet He
rose higher than His calumniators ‘and with
wounds in His hands and wounds in His
feet and wounds on His brow and wounds in
His side, He ejfeulsted: “Father, forgive
them, thcr know not what they do. n! Ah, my
brethren, that isthe pole by which to set
your compass, thst is the headland by
which to steer, that is the light by which to
kindle your lamps, that is the example that
we ounght all to follow. How it woala
smooth out the roughness in our disposition,
snd the world would be impressed the
trans'ormation and would say: “I know
what is the malter with that man, he has
been with Jesus and has learned of Him."

LEADERSHIF SURE TO COUNT.
