SHE TALKS RIGHTOUT IN MEETING.

Unexpected Interruptions to the Bolemn
Church Service.

THE TROUBLE A LONG TIME BREWING

Rev. Joha G. Gogley yesterday began his
fifth year as pastor of S5t. Paul’s Methodist
Church ic PBloomfield. The year did not
begin suspiciously. For over a year a part
of the membership hasbeen dissatisfied with
the minister, claimiug that he is domineer-
ing. A number of the oldest members have
ceased 1o attend the chireh, claimiog that
Rev. Mr. Gogley crowded them out of offi-
einl place because they would not always
bend to his will

Among these old members is Mr. William
Bast, who wns one of the founders of the
church. He has been for some time dissat-
isfied with the pastor's methods, Mrs. Bast
is the Presideat of the Ladies’ Aid Society
of the church, and that society has been at
eross purposes with the pastor for
several months. Last June the so-
ciety prepared to send garments to the fload
sufierers at Johnstown. When this inten-
tion came to the cars of REev. Mr, Gogley he
informed some of the ladies that they must
not send the garments without his consent,
The elothineg was sent, bowever. Miss Liz-
zie Bast has been theorganist for the church
and the Sabbath school for eight years,
since she was a little girl, She has per
formed her duties well, but without pay,
and bas even refused s salaried position for
snother church.

A SECOND CHOIR ORGAXNIZED,

The church has had, for several years, &
capable choir of ladies and gentlemen, who
have frequentiy been praised by pastor, |
econgregation and visitors for their cxcellent
singing. This choir has bot sung for the
Sabbath school, and the music committee
proceeded to orpanize & choir of young peo-
ple for that service,

The music committee consists of M. A.
0'Erien, s shoemaker; Robert Muir, & tea
merchant, and Willinm Robinson, s brick-
layer. The femnle membersof the choir
belong to the Ladies’ Bible classin the
Sabbath school, and they refused to have
Mr, O'Brien for their teacher. They be-
lieved thut the shoemaker determined, for
thst reason, to pget them out and other
singers in. Prior to the meetiag of the
Pitisburg counference at East Liberty all
the officers of the church for the carrcat
year were chosen, with the exception of the
organist. Of the seven trustees elected,
three were new members, and Mr, O'Brien
was placed at the head of the board.

The first public sceme occurred in the
Babbath school ut 2 o’clock yesterday after-
noon.  When Miss Bast appeared fo occupy
ber place si the organ and lead the singiag,
Mr. M. E. Anderson. the superintendent,
called her aside and told her that a choir
bad been made up and that she wonld not be
reguired to play the organ.

THE LADY WAS PAINED,

The young Indy was not only greatly sur-
prised bot sorely paiped. Bhe asked why
she had been &0 snddenly removed. Mr.
Anderson replied that the change bad been
made by the music committee, but that she
need not ask them their reason, because
they would not reveal it. Miss Pogune went
to the organ and the new choir, composed of
five young ladies and one young man, took
their places.

When the Jesson for the day had been
read, Miss Bast arose and made quite a
spesch. She demanded that she should be
given the reason for her removal, as she
knew thai she had been acceptable lor many
years, Buperintendent Anderson said that
the change applied only to the Sabbath
school, and that it had been thought best to

organize a choir of young people who would
work together. Mr. John Williams, one of
the teachers, arose and spoke ig praise of
Miss Bast. He declared himsel{ unable to
gee any just cause for her removal. Mr.
Williams then picked up hie hat anpd left
the church. Amnother gentleman moved
that the school extend to Miss Bast a vote
of thanks, but that spirited young lady said
that she would not have it.

ORGANIST AND CHOIR STEUCE.

Last evening the chureh was crowded.
The congregation was much larger than is
nsun' at  eveninge seryvice. The Fourth
Prwnyterian Church was closed, and many
of s members were at the Methodist |
Church. Miss Bast took her place at the
organ and the members of the old choir were
in their seats. Rev. Mr. Gogley read the
opening hymn, When be had finished Miss
Bast stood up and astonished the congrega-
tion and pastor by saving that she would re-
sign ber position. She had been displaced,
without sssiguned resson, from the place of
orgauist in the Babbath school, and if she
were not good enough to play there she
would not play st the church services. Her
words were emphasized with tears, and she
stepped down to o seat 1n the congregation.
One of the male singers senounced that the
choir wonld go with the organist, and every-
one of them left their placesand satina
row on the front seat below the pulpit.

She sand the other members of the pew
choir ascended to the rostrum. After some
confusion they sang the hymn, but withont
the accompaniment of the organ. During
the remainder of the service Miss Pogue
played.

Eev. Mr. Gozley preached a fervid ser-
mon on the serious import of & rejection of
Christ. When he had come to the end of
the proper discussion of the theme, he de-
yoled some mioutes to ao appeal for unity
in the church. He besought all the mem-
bers to stavd by the chureh and its work.
He said that he had beon 34 years in the
ministry, and would not eachange bis place
for the Presidency of the United States. He
believed that he oounld do good work in the
church, and ssked for the aid of all. He
loved all, he said, and bad a heart large
enongh to take in all, rich and poor,
learned and ignorant. He then called upon
Brother O"Brien to lead in prayer. The con-

tion kuelt, but there was no response
totheenll. Mr, O'Brien was not in the
house, and after Rev. Mr. Gogley had
waited for balf a mioute, be himsell offered
prayer.

After the service was coneluded the peo-
ple lingered in the house and about the gute
discussing the events of the day. Some said
that the trouble had only begun, while oth-
ers predicted a speedy restoration of pesce.

SPIRITUALISTIC TESTS,

firs. Nickerson Claims Many Christians
and Mislsters Are Spiritualists—~A Day
Coming for the Seet.

Last evening a deeply interesting seance
took place st the Bpiritualists’ Hall, No. 6
Sixth street. The room was crowded to such
an extent that scores of people had to be
tarned sway from the doors. The well-
koown lady medium, Mrs, Nickerson, was
the attraction of the evening. Mrs. Nick-
erson is possessed of 8 musiesl voice and a
strong, handsome face, which indexes in a
remnrkable manner her thoughts and emo-
tions,

The seance opened with the usual tesis
the grut majority of which were quite sac-
cessful,

But it was Mr. Nickerson’s address which
proved the priocipal event of the seance.
The medium began by touching briefly on
the youth of Spiritnalism, and the wonder-
ful strades it has made in popular favor dur-
ing the 40 years of its existence. It elevated
mankind by its lofty precepts and sublime
idesls; and yet it did oot destroy the equi-
poise of the being who had yet to live his
life out before he could hope for the radiant
beaven of which Spiritoalism had given
him such promises. It taught men to be
contented with their lot, because it made
them happy in the knowledee that their
relatives and friends, their nearest and dear-
est ones, are standing by the side and follow-
ing the fortunes of all those who imagine
themselves deserted here upon earth.

“All thinking men,” coutinned Mrs.
Nickerson, “all men who are realiy in the
forefront of thought and action, are Bpirit-
uslists at heart. But, alas, they are moral
cowards. We are all cowards more or less,
and they fear to admit their true sentiments.
In New England 1 have met clergymen,
doctors, lawyers in scores who have
toid me that they believed in my belief, but
considered that the time wes mnot yet come
for their action in the matter. Here in
Pittsburg there are elergymen—Methodists,
Presbyterians, Baptists—by the dozen, who
believe implicitly in Spintualism, and yet
fear to cast eside their Old World Chris-
tianity and worn out dogmas to follow the
true light.

At the conelusion of her discourse, Mrs.
Nickerson tried two more test cases, one of
which proved a very remarkable success.
Mrs. Nickerson was then asked for s poem
on “Charity,”” snd, sitting down to the
pinno, she sang with great taste and feeling
& ballad on thai subject. After the singing
of the Doxology, and a solemn benediction
pronounced by Mrs, Nickerson, the proceegd-
ings were concluded.

SIX MONTHS' ARRESTS

The Semi-Annual Official Report of
the First Police Districl.

OFFICERS WHO DID GO0D WORK

The Arrests for This Year Estimated at
Fifteen Thousand.

COANGES IN THE FORCE EXPECTED

In asccordance with the ruole adopted a
year ago by Inspector MoAleese, he bas
had a semi-annual report compiled of the
number of arrests made by the police officers
of the wvarious districts in order io show
what work has been done by the bureau,
both as sn organization and as individuals
and to give proper credit whereit is due.
The report of the First district is the first
completed, as it is the most important. In
speaking of this, Chie! Brown said that the
arrests last year were 11,000, of which fully
two-thirds were made below Ninth street.
He estimated that the arrests for the current

ear would reach 15,000 and the same ratio,

e thought, would be observed,

WHAT PROMPTED THE REPORT.

Inspector McAleese was prompted to se-
cnre this official report through secing at
the morning hearings the same faces day
after day, and hearing the same arresting
officers make ohrg;l:hile others whose
beats ran through inal portions of the
city never showed up. The result of the re-
port will be that the officers will probably
receive some recognition of their services
ranging from honorable mention and pro-
motion to a chromo, a three days’ suspen-
sion or & perpetual holiday. The Inspector
said last evening that although the force
was undoubtedly a fine one, still it was not
large enough to admit of carrying members
for purely ornamental purposes.

OFFICERS GIVEN THEIR DUES,

The reports tor the three station hounses of
the First police district are given below,
with the number of srrests made by each
officer, from Agril 1 to October 1, appended
to his name. The names of the captains,
lieutenants, sergeants and spécial officers
are omitted as the great majority of their
cases are turned over to their officers’ credit,
and the nature of their occupation prevents
them standing on an equsl footing with the
officers as Iar as arresis are concerned.
Another point to be remembered 1s that
each officer is only credited with such cases
as he substantiates before the police magis-
trate or in court and convictions follow,
The following is the list of police graduates
in the art of diminishing the eriminal tﬂ:pn-
Iation of the city for the past six months:

Upon the completion of the list Inspector
McAleese said there were several matiers
connected with the work of the officers to
which he would like to draw attention. Al-
though all, as & body, had done well, he
saw considerable room for improvement in
many psrticulars. For example, there
were beats which had only turned in from
15 to 20 arrests, where, from the complaints
made and his own personal observation, as
well as that of Chief Brown, 100 viclators
of the law might bave been made to feel the
lash of juctice or else get out of the way of
doing mischief,

TRUBY TAKES THE BISCUIT,

In reviewing the work of the men he ac-
cords the palm to Truby Shaul, and said:
““Out of the 265 men comprising the police
force there may be as good men, and I have
no doubt thereare, but none could have done
better. He was placed in charge of the
Hardscrabble and Yellow Row district when
the department declared war upon the dives
and deos of ill repute in that locality, which
were so numerous and of the lowest type in
the city. To-day respectable peovle can
live there, and two-thirds ot the arrests made
by the officers are now doing time or have
served their sentences, and other undesirable
denizens have been chased ont. Associated
with S8haul in the work, and deserving of
credit, was Officer Joseph Biker, who runs
the adjoining beat."”

HONORABLY MENTIONED,

The following officers he also named as
worthy of special mention: George Wag-
ner and M. 8. Hanley, two small men, but
of determination and known staying quali-
ties. They were given the task of reform-
ing the Owl gangdistrict, about the toughest
in the city, and where so many had fuiled,
The result of their work is shown in the fact
that six of the Owl gang leaders are mow
serving sentences of 3, 4, §and 0 yeats in
the workhouse and penitentiary, while two
are now in jml awaitiog trial for highway
robbery, and the neighborhood is compara-
tively quiet to what it was a couple of ﬁ.rs
g0, Z&m.in Mogan, who had the Point
distriet, is commended for his good work
and bravery. It was he who wasso severely
stabbed by Barney Gallagher about thrée
weeks ago while taking the ner to the
patrol box, but who nevertheless landed his
man at the Central station, He is still off
duty from the effects of his wound.

MORE COMPLIMENTS,

Lientenant Robert Denniston is also
highly spoken of, his 121 arrests being prin-
cipally of suspicious persons, most of whom
were strangers in the eity, and proven to be
known bad characters, the majority of
whom are now enjoving the hospitality of
the workhouse. s promotion was the re-
sult of his energetic cam against these
people.  William Maxwell and James Jack
are also picked out for a place among those
who have made an excellent record in the

He expressed a deep wish to have Carney
brought to trial and Officers King and
Sherry, who had worked up the case, felt
thmey ought to have him. They went to
work, and l{arlwd finally that he wasin
Steubenville. It was their intention to go
after him when they found that he meant to

Carney is
the man who formerly kept a resort in the
Water street distriot that caused the police
no end of trouble. The place is now being
torn down to be replaced with a business
block.

THE RULE GENERALLY GOOD,

Baut it is Thought That It Should Not Always
be Inforced.

Ordinarily rules sre necessary for the
successiul transaction of business, but there
are times when some flexibility is necessary
in their inforcement.

About 6 o'clock yesierdsy morning a
Bouthside man was attacked by two men
and slmost murdered within 50 feet of his
own door, At that time Wendell Doran-
berger, a glass sorter at the factory of
Thomas Evans & Co., was set upon, beaten
over the head with a coupling link, cut and
slashed in several places asbout the head
and body and left lying in an unconscious
condition on the sidewalk, three doors from
his own home, on Manor streef, between
Bouth Tenth and Eleventh streets, The cir-
enmstances of the assault as detailed by the
injured man would make it appear as
though the motive was robbery or that the
men had mistaken their viotim for another
man.

Mr. Doranberger had been at the glass
factory, where he is employed, attending to
some duties, and then started down Manor
street on his way home, When he reached
the corner of South Twelflth street two men,
one large, the other quite small, came toward
him from the direction of Nusser's brewery.
They ap to be perfectly sober, and
wolked down Manor strest at the sideof
their vietim until they came to South
Eleventh street, near where Doran
lives. When they had proceeded to
point, not & word having been exchanged on
the way, the smaliestof the men stepped
eloze up to Doranberger and said: “You are
the man who was going to do us upon
Tirelfth stoeet lnst night, ain't you?”

“No, sir, I am not,” was the answer,

AN UNEXPECTED BLOW.

He had scarcely finished speaking when

the man stooped down and, picking upa
link used for coupling cars, struck hima
a terrific blow over the head. The sssault

was too quickly made to be warded off, but
s he stagge to one side from the effect
Doranberger, who is a large, powerfully
built man, clutehed the larger man %_Ero-
vent him from assisting the other. en
he grappled with his companion the man
who had started the affair lunged at the vie-
tim with a knife, cutting a terrible gash
over his lefytemple. In spite of the stab,
Doranbe w the big man to
the ground but was prevented
from inflicting any punishment
upon him by the smaller map, who danced
about like a fiend, He ka.?:e his knife in
play all the while, and so effectively that in
the very few minutes the wounded man was
able to make a struggle for his life, he re-
ceived no Jess than six stabs and slashes
sbout the back, leit side and arm. Themost
serious ones are the cuts made on the side of
the heart and a deep cut just below the left
shoulder-blade. Doranberger says the strug-

le was of only momentary duration, when
Ec became unconscious. After he recovered
from the insensibility he crawled to the door
of his home and awakened his wife and
brother-in-law. His clothing was cut and
torn and covered with blood.

HIS CONDITION SERIOUS,

Dr. Donovan was called in to dress the
wounds and said that the injured man's con-
dition was serions. His skull was thought
to be slightly fractured, but an examination
later in the 5!] showed that to be a mistake,
The many cats and the dee stab in the
back, however, together with the almost
complete prostration consequent on the great
loss of blood and the danger of erysipelas
setling in, makes the victim’s condition
serious, The medical attendant considers

his chances for recovery fairly good,

No motive for the murderons assauli ean
be conjectured, unless it were for the pur-
pose of robbery. Doranberger is a well-
known man, sober and industrious, and has
been employed at Evans & Co.'s factory
for almost 20 years. Recently he has
handled considerable funds in  his
duties connected with the manage-
mentof an estate and his sssailants ma
have supposed that they would make a hn{
by robbing him. He does not know whether

ey rifled his pockets or nof, but were
disappointed it they did, for he only
some small change, his money having been
deposited at home on Baturday evening.
One of the men had his hat knocked off in
