BI.PRODUCTS OF ARTIFICIAL @GAS

It iz & surprising, but nevertheless au-
thentieated fact, that the ers of electrical
jlinmination has pot banished the old-fash-
joned tallow dip, but that more of them are
pold ihan ever before. The train of thought
is an interesting one, and seems to lead to
the deduction thst the more light people
bave the more they want, It was Capulet
who eisculated, “More light, ye knaves,”
though he may not have been referring to
eleetric and gas company directors.

Doubtless it has struck many people with
astopishwent to learn that notwithstanding
the inroads made on ariificisl gas makiog
companies by kerosepe oil, gssoline street
lighting snd electric lighting both on street
and in Bouses, the stocks of these companies
Jn this city are not ouly selling above par,
but selling as high as they did before this
multifarious competition came into exist-
ence. It does not appear that wueters lie
with sny more plausibility than they did
formerly, so the causes must be sought else-
where, and yesterday a DISPATCH reporter
succeeded in finding a multiplicity of them.

He naturally struck a stock broker first,
Mr. Prank E. Stephenson. Mr. Stephenson
¥tated that the reason was that the bi-pro-
duets of gas distillation were so large that
dividends might possibly be paid if the gas
were furnished free.

Mr, P, J. McNulty, of the Consolidated
Gas Company, was vext applied to for in-
formstion, but he stated that, ss his company
made ﬁ“ from water, he had no figures on
ihe subject.

Mr. W. E. Holmes, of N. Holmes &
Sons' bank, stated that competition had not
dope the srtificis]l gas making companies
any harm; that the more Iighltedpeop e nuse
the more they wanted. He stated that when
tallow eandles were displaced, 8 very feeble
gas jei was so much superior to a tallow di
that very little gas supplied the demand.
As wore light issupplied the demand grows,
and mow people want their surroundiogs at
night nx pearly as light as day, as possible.
Mr. Holmes stated that such had been the
experience of all who had been engaged in
the manufacture of illuminants. Mr.
Holmes further observed that the lossof
gtreet lighting patronage was not much, as
such ilumination had gencrally been fur-
nished st low rates in return for privilezes
granted by municipalities.

THOUGHT THE GASES MIXED,

Mr, R. H. Smith smiled when told that
ihe Consolidsted Gus Company used water
for making gas. He said that like other
gas companies hereabouts, the bulk of the
gas the Consolidated furnished ot §1 a thoo-
sand feet was patural gas, and ought to be
furnished st s profit at 10 or 15 ceuts for the
same amount, so that s profit of over 900
per cent in sddition to the value of
the Dbi-products could be depended
upon, with anything like fair patron-
age, to |keep the stock of the
compauy above par. Mr. Smith stated that
before many weeks disclosures to come in
conpection with his suit for infringement
of his patents would shed some interesting
light upon the subject. He stated thut the
claim that the gas in guestion was made
from water was 8 mere subteriuge. He said
the pretense of strepgthening natural gas by
an sdmixture of water gas was about as
sensmble 85 & claim to strengthen whisky by
the addizion of water would be

Mr, Smith stated that it was not at alt
likely that Pittsburg would go back to coal
for fuel, except temporarily, should natural
gas fuil; that is not in centers where the
consumption would be sufficient to support
gas works. Ii canonot at present be trans-
ported great distances through pipes, as the
friction to be overcome is too great, but Mr,
Smith did not despair of the trouble being
finally overcome. He siated that fuel gas
ecould be manufsctured in this city for less
thun what the sutural artiele is costing con-
sumers, but he didn’t think it could be fur-
nished for nothing, notwithstandiog (le
vaine of the bi-products. These are coke
and oosl tar, from the latter of which are
gotten aniline dyes, ammoniacal liguor,from
which is gotten ammonincal salts for fer-
tilizing purposes, and there are so many
other resultant products thst s chbemical
vyocabulary is required to mention them.

'WE WANT ALL THE LIGHT WE CAN GET.

Mr. Smith argued with Mr. Holmes that
the more light we have the more we want,
and that electric lighting bas only stimu-
Juted desire. It has been said that “every-
one that dosth evil hateth the light, neither
cometh to the light, lest hisd should be
reproved.”’ Are we then to infer that a de-
gire for illumination ix an evidence of
growth in ce? Here is the opportunity
for the optimist to show that the world is
getting better instead of worse.

It was the testimony of people who visited
Paris 10 to 20 years agn that the immunity
that city from thieves was owing
to its artificial illumination, even the most
remote court or alley being almost as light
as day.

THE GUSHER STILL FLOWING.

Anciber Report Abont the Sale of the
Arbeckie 01l Properiy—Other Wells
Bring Drilled.

Messrs Arbuckle & Jamison, owners of the
famous Arbackle oil well at Chartiers, visited
the well again yesterday afternoon for the
purpose of gauging the flow.

It was found that the well was still flow-
ing st the rate of 221 barrels per hour, with
vo apparent prospect of falling offt I any
attempt 15 made to increaze the flow it will
probably be successful.

Another report was current, that the well
had been sold to H. 8 Stewartand the
Guffy’s for §50,000. This was considered
absurd by both members of the latter firm.
In conversation with J. M. Guffer, the
latter said:

*“The well would be cheap at $100,000, and
we would be only too glad to purchase it
We had s mesting with the owners of the
well on Monday, but it was for the purpose
of arranging the lines, and there was no
talk of selling. At the meeting we made an
agreement to keep away from their lines 150
feet and they should not come any closer
than that to our boundaries.

“We are drilling another well on the
Wensell farm 625 ieet from their line, and
another on the Taggart property 250 feet
from another line. The closesi well we
have to them is ome on the D, K. Clever
farm, which is 150 feet from their property
line. We are drilling another one on the
Lautner field, which will be about the same
distance from theqp. 'We are on three sides
of their well, but not one word has been
said about a purchase.”

A COFPER DAM OBJURGATED,

The Resnlt of the Lowering of the Wickets
Not Serious, but Annoying.

The lowering of the wickets of the Davis
Island dam has let the water in the river
down 10 a very low stage. The marks indi-
cate not over one foot in the channel. No
loss to coal barges has resulted, but the fall
has ecaused much inconvenience in the
lower poul. The Monongahels river packets
were unable to come below Lock No. 1,
vesterday snd were compelled to unload
and load at the lock. No vessels are sble
to move in the harbor. The dry docks of
Reed & Kreps, of Manchesier, were
grounded yesterday morning. The water
had fallen lower than was expeeted. The
8. L. Wood,which had steam up preparatory
to an inspection, was called upon and
hauled the docks off the mud.

The dam people are unsble tossy how
long the repairs to the lock will require, but
think the work will be completed this week.
The engineers in charge of the dam are the
subjects of much sarcastic criticism among
river men, who consider it strange thata
coffer dam cannot be properly built without
lowering the water.

ADDING A NEW STORY

The West Penn Hospital Improve-
ments Now Under Way.

$15,000 IN ALL TO BE EXPENDED.

90 More Patients Will be Accommodated
by the Additional Wards,

HOSPITAL OFFICIALS ON THE CHANGES

Two circumstances havé been sgitating
the West Penn Hospital authorities, The
tirst is the overcrowded condition of the
bouse, and the second s the bad state of the
roof which eovers in the main building, A
meeting was held by the gentlemen compris-
ing the Executive Committee a few days ago
to discuss the situation and to see if some-
thing could not be done to extricate them
out of the dilemma. -The result of their de-
liberations was that they determined to tear
down the roof on the main building and
build & mansard ward.

By this arrangement both purposes of the
hospital will be subserved. They will have
s new roof, and also obtain room for 60 extra
bede. When the additions have been built
to the roof, snd the new structure finished
at the rear of the eastside of the maiu hos-
pital, the auathorities will haye room to re-
ceive 90 more patients. Altogether the
capacity of the wards with the annex, sod
the mansard rool will be 260 patients nst
170 which has been the hospital capacity in
"the past.

A BIG PIECE OF WORK.

The roof will be commenced at the east
side of hospital and will run at sogles from
the medical female ward. The length of
it will be 360 feet, the breadth 110 feet and
the height 18 feet. The cost of reroofing the
haapilfs and adding the mansard ward is
estimated at §15,000. This sum is totally
independent of the cost of the new annex,

The mansard ward will be arranged simi-
larly to the lower wards; the east side of the
hospital will be utilized for female patien
and the west side for male and surgi
cases, At the end of the west and east wards
will be partitioned off comfortable apart-
ments for the employes, who are now loeated
on the third floor. The rooms that have
besn ocoupied by the atiendants will be
opened up and made a continuation of the
present wards,

CHAIRMAN M'CREEREY TALKS,

Mr. Willism McCreery, chasirman of the
hospital committee, said yeaterday to & Dis-
PATCH reporter: “The present improve
meut of the hospital, and its enlargement,
has been foreed upon us by the exigencies
of the situation. During the past year the
hospital was so overcrowded as to canse us
some alarm for the health of the inmates.
In the building we have had at one time 63
extra patients. If injured or sick men are
brought to the door we cannot turn them
away, even il it inconveniences the institn-
tion,

“Some sort of provision had to be made.
Mat however, came to a crisis recently
for the limit to the number that we could
admit was reached. Taking these things
into considerstion we resolved to make an
enlargement rather than cripple and impair
the usefuloess of the hospital.

Mr. McCreery then said, with great em-
phasis, “"The people of Pittsburg do not
support us in proportion to our needs.
Conld they realize the various uses and
large ealls for money that are constantly de-
manded from us by our treatment of patients
::a the rl:lnning tiﬂmnm of the hospital,

down town district. This will open up the
old fight on the location of the gar-
bage furnaces. When it was proposed
to place one on the banks of the
Allegheny river mear Wainwright's
brewary there was a prand kick, which pre-
vailed, and the furnace had to go some
place else. The East End people, the sris-
tooratic people of the ecity, sat right down
upon sny project for placing a gar {ar-
pace in that place, while the Southside peo-
ple, the working class of men, jumped upon
the project with both feet and declined the
honor of being the position where the dis-
carded food of the city shonld be dumped
for a second digestion.

Bince the efforts of the police depariment
bave resulted in cleaning out the Yellow

|FIVE FIRMS - FIXED.

| Founders Are Slowly Giving Way to
the Demands of the Molders,

MORE MEN MARCHING OUT.

An Organization Will be Formed Uniting
All the Molders.

A MANUFACTURER GIVES HIB VIEWS

Another firm signed the molders’ demand
for an increase of 10 per cent yesterday—the
Moorhead-MeCleane Company, of Sohe,
making in all five founders who have made
the required comeessions.. The Moorhead
men turn in this morning.

The 60 molders employed by the Pittaburg
Manafacturing Company, who had not gone
into the movement for the increase, struck
work on Tuesday rather than work on orders
for the Secaife Foundry and Machine Com-
pany, which had sent in some hurried work
for execution. The men of the lalter firm
are also ont. Yesterday morning the Fisher
Engine, Foundry and Machine Company
molders joined in the movement. Beveral
firms bave informed their men that they
would give them the increase, butdisplayed
great nnwillingness to say so on ror to
sign the card, which does not bind them to
the sdvance for any stipulated time, The
Union Foundry Company made this intima-
tion to its men y y, but would not
gign. This firm and the Totten & Hogg
Foundry Company are reported as belag
d'ur»e?to concede the point.

I have had no commpni-
eation from them of any kind, either before
or after the strike. When the time came
for turning in on Monday morning they
fuiled to appear, that is all.

WANTED TO TALK IT OVER

“Ifany of them had come to me and said
that they wanted more money, and pro-
ceeded to discuss the matter in sl’riandlg
way and with an amicable spirit, I woul
have unquestionably given the matter
¥rom pt and deliberate consideration. And

have no doubt that we could have arranged
the matter very satisfuctorily, too. Such a
course would have enabled us to get through
with work contracted for at old rates, be-
canse we could have arranged for any ad-
vance that would be conceded not to come
into effect until, say the 1st of January.
This would have been fair, opeuhanded
treatment, and preserved t&e cordiality
which always has existed between ua.’”

“Under these eoudigms of affairs,”" said
Mr. Hemphill, “it is not surprising that
so much foundry work that legitimately be-
longs to the Pittsburg trade 18 taken awav
from under our very noses by Eastern
houses. It is not very extraordicary that
we isil to hold our own, and now"—and
Mr. Hemphill shrog, his shoulders as
much as to infer that he counld not see how
the end would be. He had no intention of
looking for other men; he wanted all his
old men back again, and the work might
mnl? just as it was until they resumed
work. ‘

WERE AVERSE TO DISCUSSION.

Master Workman Rosas was asked why it
was that a committee from each shop did not
call on the respective firms with a view to
ascertaining il the increase would be granted,
and before the cireulars were sent roond in
such a wholesale manner. He said that the
men were averse to putting themselves for-
ward in such a representative capacity, be-
eause it would not likely have led to any
result and would only have brought down
on them the ill will of their employers, as
being leaders in the movement.

There was & meeting of manufscturers at
the Renshaw building on Tuesday evening,
Mr. Evans, of the Rosedale Foundry Come
pany, presided.

A LENGTHY DISCUSSION,

There was a lengthy discussion as to
what action shonld be taken. It is under-
stood that some of those present were ‘in
favor of the coneession, but withheld any
immedinte movement in defercnce to the
wish of the others. The precise nction de-
termined npon was kept secret.

If o settlement of the dispute ia not soon
made it is just possible that other foundry
workers may be brought into it. Founders
cannot get on without their molders, and as
a consequence the men dependent on the
molders for work, will be thrown out of
work.

There are grounds for supposing that the
strike in progress will produce develop-
ments other than the mere settlement of the
wage question. At present the molders are
scattered among three different organizg.
tions, each controlled by its own managers,

And it is said that very shortly steps
will be taken to bring the
men under one banper. This will

bave the eflect of materially strengthenin
them for united action, and the new org
zation may vet draw within it all branches
of labor included in foundry work. There
does not seem to be any desire among loun-
ders to import molders from other eities, and
even if they so desired it is donbtful it they
could get a lnpﬁly, as work is reported as
brisk from all the prineipal centers. There
is reason to suppose that the beginning of
the week will see the matters at e in &
fair way for straightening out.
