Whether gold or silver, or both, shall be
the standard, the legal tender redeemsble
on presentation is just as good as a certifi-
cate for the gold or silver. While an irre-
deemable paper currency mesns inflation
and then explosion, the experience of ten
years shows that our legal tender eirenlation,
being practieally a gold certificate, is the
most reliable snd oconvenient currency
koown. Wesre glad to recoguize an author-
ftutive disavowal on the part of the' bankers,
