Conspicnons Advances Beored in Eugland,
With the End Still Afar OfF.

HOW T0 PUT OUT LUMBER YAKD FIRES

Now and then s passer-by is beard eriti-
cising the mew Government building. An
amsteur architeot, in replyiog to these ob-
jeetors, remnrked yesterday evening: *““Those
men don’t know what they are talking
about. They have no eyes for symmetry
ana proportion. In its entirety the Govern-
ment building will present a beautiful ap-
pearance.

“Its srohitectare is composite, but differ-
ent orders are so harmonicusly blended as
to produce an almost perfect whole. Thers
are no incongruities about it, butit is chasts
and symmetrical from top to bottom. It will
be a credit to the Government as well as to the
city.™

The fron market is less excited than last
week, but continues firm and active. There is
no wisible weakness, but consumers show a
disposition to walt until winter prices are estab-
lishea. Thbat they will be no lower Is almost
certain: that they will go higher is prob.
able. The advance in coke to §1 75 & ton means
atjeast 50 cents more for pig. with which all
descriptions of iron will sympathize more or
losa, but to just what extentcannot be fore
seen. It is mot desirable, in the opinion of
many manufacturers, that values should go
much, If any higher, for the reason thatit
would open the way for foreien competition.

Bailsare firm at $52 50 to §33 50, Bales have
been made at the latter figure Nalils are
steady at the $2 card. There has been mno
change in wronght iron pipe since the recent
meeting of manufacturers, at which the pres
en! discounts were reaffirmed The season is
about over for pipe layiug, and very little new
business Is being placed. Foundries are loath
to quote for future delivery, rot knowing where
vig iron will land.

The mills are all busy on orders, and they are
receiving all that are offered, but will not
guarantee quick delivery. A strong and
healthy feature of the market 18 the projection
of new rallroads, bridges and other works
which will call for large amounts of iron and
steel,

In England a rapidly advancing iron market
is the oharacteristic of greatest importance.
Conspictous advances have been made during
the past week atnearly all the centers of the
iron trade in Grest Britain toward the estab-
lishment of more remunerative prices, Pig
iron warrants at Glasgow have passed 60s. a ton
—a price which a month ago no ome expectad
thay wonld attain, ang they are now 13s above
their former minimom before the recent rises
began. The present price indeed is higher than
auy which bas existed since 1882,

It is also nearly certain that in the futaors
iron prices will show apeven more rapid rate
of increase than that which they have Iately
maintained. As tothe average selling prices
ascertained 1n convection with the wages
boards of the North of England and the Mid-
Iands, it may be stated that iron masters have,
during the whole period of the revival, bean
executing contricts which were bhooked at con-
siderably less than current rates. Ata meet-
ing at Wolverhampton last week of the Mid-
laud Iron and Steal Wages’ Board, one of the
wron masters stated that he should not be sur-
prised to see the average selling price of iron
for Beptember and October show an Increase
over the previous two months of as much as
from 10%, to 12s, per ton.

The increasing cost of raw materiala continues
to be & factor with which iron and steel masters
hare seriously to grapple. In Yorkshire, Der-
byshire, Staffordshire, and many other districts,

miners have within the past few days received
the second b per cent advance in wages to make
up the 10 por cent advance, which was promised
thom early in the stenmer. As a consequence,
prices of iron works coal have been sdvanced
in Yorkshire by bd, and 64. perton, and in
Biaffordshire by 1s.

Best coke for steel meolting is 48, perton
higher for Yorkahire qualities than in October,
158, and Derbyshire and Durham cokes ure

imilarly advanced. These additi to the
cost of production furnish very reul justification
for the advances which have been, aod are still
being, declared in manufactured iron and stesl,

Ever® one who has witnessod s pile of dry
lumber on fire knows bow futile are all eforts
to extingnish it This has been domonstrated
more than once in Pittsbarg. The only recourse
is to cover the adjucent piles with woolen blank-
eta, hang a line of blankets aloagthealley-ways
near the burning pile or plles and to keep ths
blankets thoroughly saturated with water. By
this means a recent fire ina large lumber yard at
Marnnee, Wis, was confined to a small area.
The account of this fire Is so interesting and
contains so mnch that may prove valuable 1o
local lumber dealers, that it is appended:

“Here was a- fire set by sn incendiary be-
twoen two piles of bone-dry lumber in the very
heart of a closely-piled yard, containing about
20,000,000 feet. The hour was 11 o’clock at
night, and the location nearly half a mile from
the homes of the villagers and millmen, The
fact that the yard was not destroyed is not a
miracie, but rather it was an exbibition of the
best-handled fire on record. The employes of
the concern seemed to know just what to do in
such an emergency, Soares of camp blankets
were wet and coversd over the surrounding
piles of lumber, and evon between the piles
adjoining the two that were ablaxe. They
quickly bad the mill hose and firo-pump in
readiness, but no effort was made to extin-
gulsh the fire, but rather to keep the outside
of the two piles thoroughly sajurated with
water.

“The result was that the two piles in ques
tion, which, when discevered, wern a blunng
chaldron of fire, was the only lumber injured
about the yard, The ends and sides of adjoin-
ing piles were not even scorched. The expe-
diant of wet biankets may not be new to every
one In handling Gres, but it probably is to
many, and it is well worth making & mental
note of, as it was undoubtedly the only pos.
sible expedient that would have saved the im-
mense Marines plant from entire destruc-
tion.™
