The village of Amity, Washington county,
is an insignifieant und altogether uuatiract-
iwe place. No tradition of =& thrilling or
romantic character cling to the little town,
but still like mosi other small places, its
history containsone fact, whioh distinguishes
it from other villages. and which at the
same time has served to msake it widely
known. This one fact is thut Bev. Solomon
Bpaulding, the reputed suthor of the Mor-
mon Bible lived, died and was buried there
V8 wears ago.

These coatinual reverses crushed omt all
hope of sucoess in the heart of Mr, Buu.ld—
ing, and w of the hard &
adverse fate he removed to Amity in 1311
and concealed himselt and his disappoint-
ment from the world in that ebacure village,
Two years later, October 20, 1816, he died
there.

All the seeounts of the life of Boloafon
Spaunlding agree in essential points; but
what baauu of his manuscript is still some-
what of & mystery and probably always will
be. The t regret is that it was not pub-
lished byT Patterson. If the reasonabl
we!l founded supposition that Spaulding’s
romance is the sourceof Joe Smith's -.llerod
i ed revelations, there is & possibility

Amity is most conveniently reached over
the Waynesburg and Washiogton Rail-
road, & parrow gauge line, which extends
from Washingion to Waynesburg, Greene
county. Thu'u clever little road whose
trains creep noisily up and down the sides
of the hills of Washington snd Greene
copnties and haul passengers and freight
from Greene inw the worid, and carry cur
Jonds of the same sort back into Greene.
The only pusssuger train on the road will
deposit the traveler who seeks the tomb of
Spanldipg at Hackney's station, two miles
distant from the villuge of Amity, and then
be can walk or take chances in getling to
ride there on a farm wagon.

Amwmity lies ten miles south of Washing-
ton, in the eenter o/ & rich agricultural dis
trict, and the people who make up the com-
munity eostiguons to the village are intel-
Ligent and thrifty farmers, and hold quite
different views from the village folk with
respect to work.

A great mapy people go to Amity to see
the last resting place of Solomon Spaunlding,
end about the lirst question which suggests
itselt to them 18, wiby should s manof
Bpaulding’s talents seek such = forlorn and
desolate place in which to livee It
is ope of the oldest towns in Wash-
ington county, and it still tenaciously
cling to its primitive customs and usages.
It seems never to huve enught the spint of
improvement so poticeuble in other smull
towns in Washingtos county. FPerhaps the
town is satisfied with the reputation it has
gained because Solomon Bpaulding was
buried there, and will eontinue to hibernate
during the remainder of its existence.

BPAULDING'S RESIDENCE.

The location of the place is pictaresque,
but that is aboot all that can be said in its
favor, Itliesin a depression in a high
ridge, and its dwe lings all told only number
twice a baker's dogen., The hooses are cold
frame structures, some of them log, uhlch,
weather beaten and paintless look as il they¥
had, for 100 years, been the prey of the
vislent winter winds which Eweep across
the high hiils. Its only street is the town-
ship road, which, an old resident informed
me, in the spring of the year, bécomes so
deep in clay mud that it is impassable, and
the citizens of the place csn only visit the
neighbors on that side of the street ou which
they happen to live

The prople, with a few exceptions, conxist
ol the shiitless class, who make up the resi-
dents of most smaell places, where there are
no industries save those oarried on by the
blackamith, shoemaker and the merchant,
who keeps a small store in a small way.

The men lounge about in the single store,
biscksmith shop or shoemaker shop, in the
winter; mod in warm weatber they loaf
u;mu the mousting block or empty store

ses, and whittle them with jack knives
Irhuc ther talk sbout the trivial uffuirs of
the neig. borbood. Tne women of the vil-
Isge scrub sunfl as their mwothers did, and
§ouip sbout esch other just ss sll women

If a stranger appesrs in the village every-
body runs to the frontdoor or window to see
him. If he stope in the places hulf hour
withoot making known his business some-
one will be sent 1o interview bim 85 to his
mission there. A gentleman with whom I
talked about the Eev. Spaulding said that
he passed through Amity once, and be be-
lieved that every man, womsan and child in
the place eame ount to see him. He said he
inquired of an old fellow why the people
stared at him &0, and the native replied that
he was the first man who had sppesred in
the town for two months, sod that the peo-
ple were awful glad to see him,

BASIS OF THE MOEMON SCRIPTURES.

This village was the home of Solomon
Bpaulding, the autbor of a romance, en-
titled the “Manuscript Found," upon which
the “Book of Mormon™ is said to be founded;
snd the little burying ground which sur-
rounds the old low eaved church, contains
the moldering bones of the romancer snd
prencher, who, 1t is alleged, was the vnip-
tentional creator of one of the most remark-
able delusions the world has ever witneased.

The grave of Bouulding is almost in the
oenter of the church yard and is marked by
& plain nesdstone of white marble, The
stone was originally four feet high and
18 inches wide, but it has been chipped
snd clhipped by souvenir hunters, until
it iz more than balfl gone, aod & ragged-
edged, ronnd-topped stamp of & stone isall
that remsins, A portion of the last two
lines of the inseription on the tombstone is
all that is visible, The entire inscription
which was copied by Rev. Abler Jackson,
is ns follows:

IN MEMOEY OF
Bolomon Spaulding, who departed this life,
October 20, A. D, 1616 Aged 55 years.
“Hind cherubs, the sleeping clay
Until the great decision day,
Aund saints complete in glory rise
To suare the triumphs of the skieg”

Solomon Spanlding was of a vacillating
dilposmon snd, although & msn of talent,
his life is e guod illustration of the adage
that 8 rolling stone gathers no moes, He
was born in Ashford, Conn., in 1761: was
educsted st Dartmonth College, New
Hampshire, and graduated from that insti-
totion in 1785, Three years later he en-
tered the ministry of the Congregational
Church, snd preached three or four vears.
On scoonntof fniling bealth he gave up his
sscred calling, removed to Cherry Valley,
New York, and engaged in the mercantile
busines io & small way, He succeeded no
betteras s mmhaa: than as 2 preacher, and
afier s few vears' trial st storekeeping, in
which be lost considerable moner, be again
removed, in 1809, to Connesut, Axh'l.nbnll
eounty, 0. Here he became an iron mang-
facturer, and built & lsrge blast fornace.
Io this business, as in his former ones, he
failed, and as u consequence became largely
involved in debt,

He continved 1o reside at Conneant for
throe yenrs, and while there his attention
wae deswn to the grest number o! Indian
Mnids .ndB remains of fortifications in that
vicinity. cing & man ol literary tast
and particularly fond of history, hee:::
ceived the projeet of writing s romance
which would purport to account lor the exist-
ence of the mound builders on this continent,
and at the spme time relate their history.
This employment beguiled the tedions bours
of his enforeed leisure, and when he had
completed the romance, the ides suggested
ftwelf that by the pnbhunon of the book
sufficiest profit would arise from the saies
to enable him to discharge his indebtednasa

PREPARING HIS BEOMANCER,

exposing the fanciful origin, of the great
iraud of Mormounism. A deal has
been said and written by those anxions fo
prove that the *‘Book of Mormon" and
Solomon Spaulding’s “Manuscript Found""
are ope and the same, but the chain of testi-
mony by which it iz sought to conneet the
two gooin is weak in uerh_in links, and the
identity remsin uodetermined.
