A PERIODICAL SCARE.

The Beck’s Run Schindery Polluting
the Monongahela Water.

SOUTHSIDERS WAKT IT REMOVED,

Dr. Mundorf Discusses Possible Methods for
Future Belief.

APPEALING TO THE HEALTH OFFICERS

There is a deal of condemnation being
beaped upon the Beck’s rum schindery
again., Southside people eclaim that the
water is g0 loully polluted with organic
matter that the health of the community s
not only endangered, but the people are
given a supply of water that is wholly unfit
for use. DBeck’s run, on which is loeatad
the schindery, empties into the Mononga-
hels s little more than half a mileabove the
influent pipe of the Monongaheln Water
Company, and although itis elaimed that
the greatest care is exercised in the manage-
ment of the schindery, there is more or less
organic matier carried by the surfuce water
into the adjacent stream, its natural outlet,

The scientific argument being vhat all
streawns earrying organic matter musi en-
danger the health of the people who draw
water from them, the SBouthside folks are de-
claring themselves against the schindery,
nod assert that it must be abolished, As
the complaints agninst the alleged nuisance
are periodical, a DISPATCH representative
visited the place yesterday alternoon and
examined into the condition of affairs.

The schindery is located a little overa
a mile from the mouth of Beck’srun. Itis
owned and operated by Anthony Sulje, and
it consists of two buildings, one on each
side of the run. One building, about 80 feet
loug, is used ss the boiling establishment,

AN UNPLEASANT JOB,

Mr. Bulje was not about yesterday after
noon when the reporter calied, and the Iat-
ter was obliged to examine the establish-
ment alone. The- beiling houss contains
the boilers and two steam-tight tanks, in
which the material is boiled. @ one side
of the house was piled full of bones of dead
animals, and over them, perched on poles,
were n dozen or two of chickens, Rats and
mice were us thick as Kansas grasshoppers,
and they were playing hide snd seek amon,
the huge pile of bones. The odor in an
around the vlace was anything but plessant.

Across the run was found lﬁe dry house.
This was filled with material that had been
boiled vesterday, and the drippings were
slowly fiading their way {o the stream s few
fest distant. The pround around the entire
establishment is thoroughly saturated with
the filth from the place, and a sickening
odor rises contioually from the valley, The
residents in the neighborhood say it is
almost unbearable in the summer time, but
since the cool weather has setin it is not
quite so bad,

Mr. Sulje’s manager was seen &t his
home in Lower 8t. Clair township. Hesaid
that every precaution was taken to prevent
& pollution of the water, He said the ma-
terial was boiled in steam-tight tanks and
then removed to the dry-house, where it is
prepared for shipment. Mr. Sulje has
operated the schindery since 18705, and he
thinks if he was maintaining 8 nuisance he
wounld have been compe! to abolish it

lonlg &g0,

he prevalence of zymotic diseases on the
Southside during the low water stages of
the river has provoked a very close exam-
inntion of the water supplied for drinking
and cooking purposes to Bouthside resi-
dences. The result has been a number of
tests, which are now teld in testimony of
the deleterious quslity of the water. In one
it is shown that drgwing » pail of water at
n:_iht and lettiog it sjavd until morning
will result in showing a blue scum on the
surfnce, The water drawn early in the
morning shows apparently a deposit of lime
or some other white substance, which,
whether it is intended as n disinfeotant or
not, is not known to the consumers.

THE WATER IS POLLUTED,

The heslth officisls have for some two
years been laboring with the question of the

onongabela Company’s wster, but have
not as yet reached aoy conclusion, except to
condemn the existence of schinderies and
other sourees of pollution within a range of
the influent pipes, which in any flowing
water is supposed to clear itself. The state-
ment was made some 18 months ago that the
pipe had been so changed as to prevent all
chance of contaminasion from the sehindery
st Beek's run, but the people of the South-
side are still complaining less of the absence
of free bridges 1 of the presence of free
pollution of the water they are compelled to
drink, without resorting to wells contami-
nated by the sewage necessarily taken in by
the conformation of the ground on that side
of the river.

Dr. E. A, Mundorf, of the Southside, who
for years has been an ardent advocate of a
better a_ngplf of water, said last evening:
“The difficnity that besets the spanitary
purifieation of the Monongaheis river wiil
eventually render the Allegheny impure
also. Both rivers are gradually becoming
large conduits into which is constantly
poured refuse of all sorts along the shores,
and as there is a large increasing population
the present temporary methods constructed
to get rid of the accumulation of impuritics
will prove inefficient; and as the work of
sanitation n to keep pace with the
increase in population would peed to be very
extensive, there will come & time when wa
willl be compelled to seek a remedy else.
where.

THE BALEFUL EFFECTS,

*There can be no doubt abont the schin-
dery having a bad effect npon the conaition
of the water supply, and so fsr as I can see
now, theonly possible method in the ruture
will be a wholesale purifieation of the water
after itis pumped into the reservoir, and
before it is distributed to consumers, or it
will have to be drawn from a sourcs far be-
yond the city limits, The Beck's ran
schindery may not contribute any greut
amount of organic matter just mow, but the
least mm;n:o w::d clus:ﬁ Mm used by
our people proportionately impure.
The same careshonld beexercized in fur-
nishing & pure water supply thatis exer.
cised is qiving us pure Ik, meat and
bread.

““There is not much sicknesson the South-
side just now because the people are avoid.
ing the use of well water, and the public
health is favored bya larger volume of
water in the river channels than ususl. But
the time may come when ail eities not too
remote will be forced to draw their water
supply from great lnkes, the aatural reser-
voirs of pure drinking water.”

Dr. M. A. Arnholt voiced the sentiments
of about half the people who talk about the
schindery. He said: “It's sn outrage; and it
is something that wounld not be tolerated
over iu the eity, nor in Allegheny. I con-
sider that the State Board of Health is ex-
tremely dereliot in ita doty. A word from

the establishment long We canpot
afford to jeopardize the health and welfers
of our common humanity by allowing such
s thing to exist.”
