A LESSON FOR ALDERMEN.

The conviction of Aldermen Dougbty,
Callen and Manecse for conspiracy yester-
day conelndes a case of the utmost publie
im'mrmnn. The practical maintenance of
justice in the primary eourts, and the pro-
tection of the people against extoriion snd
jmposition under the guise of legal authori-
tr, were ui stake in this trial, and the resuli
is decidedly in the public interest.

The verdict of the jury needs no indorse-
ment; but it is pertinent to say that any
other result would have been o failure of
Sustice. The evidence left po reasonsble
‘doubt that these officials had been engaged
in the extortion of illegul fees, had winked
ptthe srrest of poople simply for the sake
of getting money out of them, and bkad gen-
erally conducied their offices for purposes
of oppression and cishonesty, instead of for
justies asd fairnese. Such perversion of
justioe in the instrumentalities of law
gtrikes at the fonndations of society, and
noy failure to punish when exposed wounld
have been a public ealamity.

The convieiian of these offenders shonld
eertainly work a decided reformation in the
methods of justice eonrts, People are gen-
erally informed of the severe penaliies that
onn be applied to officials who misuse their
power, and the consequence is likely to be
exceedingly careful conduct on the part of
those officisls in the future.

IRADVERTENT VERACITY.

The reported sdmission by connsel for the
Bell Telepbone Company, of Boston, that
the Drawbargh investion had priority, puts
the lega! teeties by which the Bell patents
have been sustained in a most remarkable
light. For years the Bell company have
beoen nsserting in the courts the priority of
their invention. They have defested Draw-
baugh in one suit, and now it appears, by a
blunder into veraciiy on the part of their
Jawyer, that all this contention was a per-
sistent lie, well stuck to for the sake of
holding on to the immense revenues derived
from the patente. In case the story is true,
the position of those who have maintained
the priority of the Bell patents may be
doubiful before the law; bat in morals if is
beyond question. The men who stick 1o
faisehood to hold immense forlunes that do
mot belong to them are simply dishonest on
s colossal seale.

MARF'S NEST EECRECY.

Announcements arée now inade of the
precantions which are to be taken by the
President to preyent the unbridled press
from gelting hold of his lorthcoming
message ahesd of time. The hazard of
printing the mossage will not be acoepted;
bat the document in manuscript will be
copied by typewriter, and the ocopies so
turned oui sent to Congress beforz any
chance is afforded 1o pet it into pring,

All this fearful puanding of the seereis of
1he message is unnecessary. That document
bas been distributed, year after year, with
reliance on the good fmith of officials and
préss agencies; and only in a few exeep-
tionel enses hgg that relinnoe been mis-
placed. 1t will* save time and trouble for
the President’s messuge to take the usual
eourse, and the resolution to do otherwise
will indicate a striking tendency to make a
greai fuss over litle things,

Beyond that, the cases in which the Presi-
dent's message hasgot into the papers ahead.
of its presentation to Congres suggests the
pertinent question 1 to theneed of all these
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Foster mainly by weight of numbers. If
womea are kepi out of the practical use of
politics it will not be because they do not
understand how to conduct 4 convention in
as noisy, turbulent apnd eothusiastic a
fashion us ever a party of men counld.

The disposition of some women to make
& great deal of fuss about trifles, and to ex-
aggerate the importance of forms and petty
proprieties was as usual exhibited at the
convention, Wherever any number of
women are pgathered together whether for
the purpose of discussing missions to the
heathen, help to the poor, or politics for the
nation, some of them will be sure to quarrel
and dispute. This tendency was ferocionsly
exhibited by Mrs. McC. Harris in her at-
tack upon Miss Daisy Stoddard, of Ne-
braska, for daring to address the convention
in frills and s white dress. The Nebraska
Daisy is enly sixteen, and frills are natural
enough to a girl of that age, but the conven-
tion spplanded ber suppression,

BRAZTL'S REACTIONARY REVOLUTION.

The dispatehies of vesterday confirm the
reports of & revolutionary movement in
Brazil, which is at least temporarily sue-
cesstul in establishing 8 republic and de-
posing Dom Pedro. It is slso shown, as
conjeetured in these columns yesterday, that
the republic, far from being a popular
movement for the establishment of greater
freedom, is a revolt of the late siave-holding
clement oguiost the liberal Goveroment
which heas given them representation for
many years, and the offense of which is the
recent emsncipation of thu Brazilian slaves.

Upon such a basis the revolution, while
commanding little sympathy ia this country
or in Europe, probably hus a stronger
foundation than could be possible elsewhera.
All the intelligenee and politieal power of
the country, outside of the deposed Govern-
ment, is comprised within the classes that
have recently lost theirslaves. If that class
is united ngainst the Government it prob-
ably includes the great mass of the wealth
and education of the country, with not much
more to oppose it than the influence of the
late Government backed by the mass of
ignorance just emerged from slavery. If
any considerable portion of the intelligent
population supports Dom Pedro and his
daughter, their restoration to power may be
eaxy.

The outbreak of this revolution concur-
rently with that reported from Veneguels,
may have & dampening effeet on the utility
of the Pan-American Congress. It is to be
hoped that in the era of the development of
American relations, the South American
Goveroments, and especially one 5o liberal
as that of Dom Pedro, ean prove to stand
on a stuble foundation.

PREACEHING AND FROFIT.

A rather novel view of the utility of first-
class pulpit oratory has been presented by
a real estute boomer of Minneapolis, who
declares that city lots are bound to keep an
upwurd tendency in that thriving town be-
cause “we have been pettiug a daisy lot of
preachers,” and “nothing is more help to a
town than live and energetic preachers
They draw the people and make buosiness
good.” This moral view is indorsed by
the esteemed Philudelphin Press as “a great
truth.”

It ought to be true that live and energetie
preachers help & community in the sense of
improving its morals and leading the people
to aim &t higher objects than mere money-
getting. But we fail to discover in the testi-
mony of the vaiue of live men in the pulpit,
just referred to, any desire for the elevating
influcnee of spiritual leadership of that
sort. The utility of the pulpit is to “make
business good," and that of making people
good can drop into the backgrouand. They
ure to draw people, 50 as to put up the
price of real estate and nid the making
of money. They are thus put in the cate-
gory of agencies in the grest life-work of
geiting rich; and when they have pot their
church members in a comfortable condilion
of wealth, they may prove themselves live
and eoergetic enough to conquer that little
diffienlty sbout getling a camel through the
eye of & needle. -

O! course any fanatical and strait-laced
clergyman who should preach from the
text “Lay not up wealth for yourselves,
or assert that “Ye cannot serve God and
Mammon would be totally without utility in
this view of the uses of preaching, Preach-
ing is valusble in proportion as it helps the
object of money-getting; and any such minor
ides ms fidelity to the principles taught by
the Founder of the ch is notto be taken
into consideration.

RUSSIA'S BUSINESS,

If the unhappy victims of Russia’s bar-
barbarous tyranny are to be relensed from
Siberian tortare, it will bardly be by the
interference of the United States. Bome
kind but impractical Philadelphisn has
started & movement, however, to indues
Secretary Blaine to request the Russian
Government to treat its Siberian prisoners
beiter. We can imagine with what preeipi-
tate haste Mr. Blaine will pigeon-hole that
petition. Mr. Blaine may be in favorof
brilliant foreign poliey, with plenty of dash
and color In it, but we fonr he will hardly
seo his way to sdvisiog the Crar as to how
1o run his pensl establiskment.

Cleveland was excollsntly well
cursed by members of” his party and by Sen-
ators and Representatives, butl the estimate of
him was complimentary compared to the esti-
mate of Mr, Harrison by the Republicans. It
is possible, however, that the threatened re-
fusal of the Republican Sevcators to confirm
appointmpents may amount to no more than
thas of the Democrats four years ago. When
the time came for the sonsational outbreak the
fiery statesmen became as meek as Inmbs, and
when Republicans endoavored to reject some
of the nomunstions the Democrats on nearly
every occasion steod in solld pbalanx by the
President, and, with a few of the Republicans
to assist them, would always carry their
point. S0 it may be in the pres
eat instance, though there 8 no doubt
the disaffection is far more widespread among
the Senators of the majority now than it was
among the minority then. And now there is
this other difforence, that in the event of the
disaffection of two or three or balfad
Republican Sevnators there will come no Dami
cratic responss to the cry for help from the
President. No few kind hearts among thom
will stand by him such as stood by Mr. Cleve-
land in the ranks of the Republicans, Deme-
crats are not made of that sort of stuff. There
areno Mugwumps amoung tnem. They will be
delighted with every evidenos of inharmony
among the Republicans, and will do all they

can to foster and aggravate the feeling.

No Kind Words for Harrison.

But the antipathy to Mr, Harrison is far
mors extended than merely to the boundaries
of the United States Benate. Liet me state as a
simple fact, without prejudice, and with much
sympathy for the Presiddat on account of the
position in which be is placed, that I have not
beard a single Republican speak a really sin-
cere kindly word for the Chief Executive since
his return from his summer vagatipn. Up to
that time jodgment of his administration was
in » muoner suspunded. It was expectad that
promptly on his return be wonld begin roor-
ganiziog the unolassified service, sud soon re-
lieve the departments of all Demoorats not
held in place by the farce of the civil sarvice
law. Instead of that practically nothing has
been done in that diregtion,

Many of the most offensive chiefs of divis-
joms, aud others, who have ever beem in the
service, have not been molested, and what is
the most aggravating fenture of this matter is
that no Democratio influencs has been exer-
cisod to kesp them lo and they have been con-
stantly expeoting their own removal. They
give the President or the head of the depart-
ment in which thoy are employed no credit for
their kindness. They sneer at them and poke
fun at thelr Republican fellow employcs, and
puy the Repablican applicants for their places,
and, in short, hold the whole administration
and the party in contempt for keeping them in
office. Soveral of these chiefs of divisivns who
Hye in Maryland went home to vote the other
day, and made themselves conspicuously ob-
noxious by the Insulting manner in which they
epoke of the President and his administration.
Ther hetped to pile up the majority against the
Republicans, and then returned to their desks
to insolt and annoy Republican employes by
various inelegant methods of rejoinng at the
defeat of the “grand old party” neariyall alovg
the line.

Where Reform is Neoded.

Now, asa constant advocate of the right
kind of civil service reform, Ieay that thisis
not only 3 proper excuse for rightsous indigna-
tion, but isis in antagonism to the reform of
the elvilservice to permit such conauct in
either Democrats or Republicans, Mr. Cleve-
land and his heads of departments fired such
fellows out of office without beuncfit of the
clergy. Many a poor Republican, mistaken as
to what was right and decent, was
discharged becanse he had wouthed too freely
the scandals in circnlation about the President.
This is extremely aggravating to ublicans,
but the reason of it is that the between
party lenders for the contral of the patronage
provents the President and beadsof depart-
ments from making changes they would like to
make.

Thé moral of all this “kicking" on the part
of Benators and dissatisfaction of the rank and
file of the party is that every feature of the
public service, apart from that on which abso-
lutely depends tho duty of making operative
the principles of the dominant party, should he
remayed entirely from the influences of party
politics, The present system, improved asit
is over the old, {8 a mennce not only to the efl
ciency of thé service, but to tho usefulness of
tho sdminisiration. Senators are olfended as
the President, not because he doés not carry
out the principles of the party, but becsuse ha
does not appomnt their benchmen to office. Of
course o long as the control of offices is within
the reach of Congressmen they want to exer-
cise that control. They do mot propose, and
they are right, to let an coffice fall into the
hands of persons who will use the office and its
patronage to defeat thelrambitions, The eree.

a bugaboo with some people, is a thousand fold
lmhngumuth&whlh interests than this,
It isas piain us the noss on one's face, that
there can be no pablic service of a high char.
