Officer Pal-
mer wis o witness to the affuir
and picked Patterson up. He took
him to Dr. Clark's office, where be was
sttended v and then removed to the West
Penn Hospital. His skull was severely
crushed, and his recovery is considered very
doubtful.

Smith is a man 23 yearsold. He was
arrested late in the afternoon at his mother's
home by Officers Palmer and MoAndrews
sod sent to the Seventeenth ward police
station charged with felonious asssault snd
battery. The cause of the trouble between
the men could not be learned.

REV. MR, REILLY DENIES IT,

But Bishep Phelan Belleves Bishop Tulgg
Has Reslgued.

Rev. X, J. Reilly, of Altoons JBishop
Tuigg's private secretary, is said to bave
denied the story of the Bishop's resigning
the government of the diocese. For the
purpose of getting an authoritative statement
on the subject, a DISPATOH reporter visited
Coadjutor Bishop Phelan at his residence
last night. Bishop Phelen was at first ad-
vmd 1o talking on the subject, but finally
sad:

“I understand that Bishop Tuigg has re-
signed, and if he has, his resienation will
be acecepted, because his illness prevenjs
him from governing the diocese properly.
No pressure has been brought to bear on
Bishop Tulgg, bowever, and none will be,
It has been the opinion of both laymen and
priests that it would be better for him to re-
sign, and I believe the statement that he
has done so. It will be at lesst a month
tefore anything definite about his resigna-
tion is koown. He may still be allowed to
retain the title of bishop, but he will be
relieved of all active mavagement in the
diocese, and it will devolve upon me. I
was sppointed coadjutor with the right of
su n, and I need no acthority from
Rome to take charge. I am, as you may
know, Titular Bishop of 8 diocess in Auia
Minor, but I will let that go, as & man
cannot be titulsr bishop of two dioceses at

Having an
ncquamntance in this city he came here and
secured work in & Lawrenceville miil about
three months ago. He took sick and was
removed from bis friend’s house at 4820
Butler street to the West Penn Hospital.
On last Bunday he was discharged as cured,
but without money and without friends,
feeling sick again he went toa doctor whe
referred _him to Chief Elliott, saying he
needed medical attention.
