She was requested to ask Mrs. Hoerr if she
koew the wheresbouts of Mr. Hoerr and
retired, but retorned in 29 seconds, and
siated that Mrs. Hoerr conld add nothing to
the stock of information already givew.

SOMEBODY INSIDE.

The bank was again visited, and as by this
time “‘the shades of night were falling fast”
it was observed that the bank was aglow
with light, and shadows fitfully flitting to
sod fro within, The ingquirer again read
the notice posted on the front door and thean
pounded on it, irit gently and then r-
ously, but without effect. A visit was then
made to & door pear the rear on the Penn
svenue side and the rat-a-tat remewed, with
konckle and umbrells but. At length
three faces appesred st & window, one of

Said one man: “I
didn't get any license, I've lost $2,000 in
the Lasrence Bank, and my rent is as high
as ever,” bul the wails of business men are
chesrful compared with those who have
earped the price of a little surplus bread in
the sweat of their brows who look forward
to the winter of age with foreboding hearts.

Our guarantess on the monev loaned for 50
days, or longer, genernlly were pood. Yet
some of it we will lose,

“At the meeting of Jirectors, yesterdsy
safternoon, a confident tone was munifest in
all that was said and done. "We feel certain
if depositors do not press us, we can more
than pay dollar for dollar. The only fear
we entertain about paying our liabilties, is

and in their desire to get their money free
the bank will hawve to meet their elaims.

BLAMES THE BANK OFFICIALS.

Mr. McCaffrey Suys They Shouldn't Have
Received Deposits en the Famel Day—
Some of the Henvy Losere.

Thomas McCaffrey, the real esiate agent
of Butler street, thinks the sctions of the
officials of the bank were s little irregular.
He states that they did wrong in continuing
to receive deposits at the bank long after
they kuew they would have to close up. In
an interview with & DISPATCH reporter
vesterday afternoon, Mr. McCaffrey said:

“I had so much confidence in the bank
that I was the first depositor to appear
Thursday morning. When I went up to
the doors of the bank at 9 o'clock they had
not been opened yet snd I had to rap to
gain admittance. When I went in Pres-
dent Young was st bis desk and Cashier
Hoerr took my money. As I handed in my
deposit Mr. Young looked out at me tofsee
who it was but said nothing. The cashier
took the mouey and made n&e usnal entry
and I went off to sttend to some business,

“I do mot think that the officials had any
right ic take the money of depositors on
Thursday. They knew at the time I made
my deposit that it was only & gquestion of &
few hours until they would have to close.
They had to make their settlement with the
Clearing House before 10 o'clock, and when
this was tried the blow came. Notwith-
standing the action of the Union National
Bank, they continued to receive deposits
during the whole of the day. This was cer-
hing wrong, and should not have been al-
lowed by the directors when they knew they
were in trouble and there was nothing to be
done but close the doors. They should have
quit taking in money.”

Teller McEee was seen and said: **Presi-
dent Young and Cashier Hoerr did not give
me any iosiructions about receiving de-

gits, and I could not refuse to take t f

r. Young left the bank between 12 and 1
o’elock, and lefl no orders. Mr, Hoerr went
out after 1 o'clock, and did not say whether
he was coming back or not I have mot
seen him sinee. Neither one of the gengle-
men said anything to me sbout not takin
the deposits. Under the circumstances
conld not do otherwise than take all the
mouey offered until ordered to quit,”

HOEER IS NON EST.

Quite a number of persons called at the
residence of Cashier Hoerr during the day,
but to all the same answer was given. His
wife and sister suid they had not heard any-
thing from the missing cashier. They
stuted that they bad pot the least knowled
of where he was, and did not know when he
would be home.

The vicinity of the bank was thronged
during the day with depositors and others
interested in the bank. Nearly every one
ot them had a story about having mony tied
up there. Repeated knockings at the doors
of the institution failed to bring any re-
sponse. It was evident that some persons
were in the bank, but they would not come
to the door. The blinds were drawn, and
when it got dark the gss was ignited. It
was stated that the bookkeeper of the bank
was inside compiling a list of the depositors
with the amounts they had in the bank.

Ampng the stories told of depositors was
that of Thomas Coghlan, who sailed for
Ireland lost Tuesdvy. He had about §5,000
in the bank and about a week ago went to
the bank to draw his monev. He intended
to have it exchanged into English money,
but the bank officials would not give it %
him. He got seversl hundred dollars, or
enough to pay his expenses, and is vow on
the ocean. He worked for the Citizens'
Traction Company. Among other small
depositors not reported vesterdsy are the

Gloom reigned supreme in Lawrenceville

universal dullness of the neighborhood.

Bank large numbers of people congregated

talking over their affairs, and their personal

interest in the institution. Mauy pathetic
incidents ocourred before the baflk build-
ing, women who had scraped together a fow
bundred dollsrs beseiged the doors to learn
the latest about the failure. The doors were
like adamantine, however, snd the only
gleam of comfort they could get was a notice
nailed on the boards which read as follows:

Owing to the continned withdrawal of de.

will be relmbursed.

‘By order of the President.

This notiee, however, did not relieve the
general fears of the people. Every one
seerned to think that their money was lost.
The people, owing o the suddenness of the
collapse, considerably magnified their loss,
and naturally took san exaggerated view of
the matter. A canvass was made in the
Fifteenth and Sixteenth wards to sscertain
the extent of deposita. The majority of the
residents of thess wards belong to the work-
ing classes, and any little llnt{n‘l they had
were put into the bank,

THEIR S8AD STORIES,

It was sorrowful to hear the people tell
bhow they had saved their money and then
lost it. Among the depositors were Velte
& McDonald, boiler makers, who had
£4,300 in the bank. Mr. Velte said:

The
doetor, however, wanted his money, and he
placed two checks with & prominent banker,
one for $25.000 and another for §30,000. The
benk was then forced to honor the checks,
which embarrassed it very much. The
doctor was seen subsequently relative fo the
rumor, when he said:

“I was a heavy depositor st the bank for
the past year and a half. Between that
K::iod und the closing of the doors I have

n checking out, but notin large amounts,
The report that 1 checked out §80,000 is un-
true. For the past six months I haye been
buying traction railroad stock, and when-
ever 1 bought any, I natgrally drew the
money from the bank. The largest amount
I drew out was prior to the rumor of its
finuncial embarrasment, After the rumor
was started I deposited right along, the Iast
deposit I made wss the day previous to its
failure. My account there at present is
$1,500, I believe the bank is solvent, and
will meet every demand made opon it It
has been doing & tremendous business;, and
without some very bad maoagement could
not have gone under. If it turns omi to
be troe that the failure has takem place
then it will be & ealamity to the neighbor-
hood. Most of the depositors were work-
ingmen and if they lose, it will full
heavily upon them.

HE GAVE THEM NOTIOE.

The doctor said that he always gave the
bank notice befors meking mny de-
mand for money.
