EHE'S INDIFFERENT A8 T0 HER PATE,

Her Lawyer Bays Bhe Will be Honerably Aeguitted,

The Coroper’'s inguest in the case of
Stephen Pettus, the Elevated Bailway mag-
pate of New York and Brooklyn, who was
shot by Mrs. Hauona Southworth, was held
yesterday. The evidence adduced was cor-
roborative of the storgjof the shooting as first
told, and the jury found in sccordance
with it.

MRFECIAL TELEGRAN TO THE DIAFATOR.}

NEw York, November 26, —OUsroner
Levy and his jury went to-day through the
forms mnecessary to discover and record
that on Friday, November 23, 1880, st

or sbout 10 o'clock A. M., =nd
in this wnu?‘, Biephen  Petius
came to his death from pistol shot wounds

received at the hands of Mrs Hanna B.
Southworth. Theproceedings were soarcely
more than formal, since no evidence was
offered except that tending to make clear
the circumstances of the l:llll:ti.e

Those in front were fairly bent over the
rail by the erush, and seemed as if they
were thrusting their heads out in order to
get 8 few  inches’ closer view of
the woman who hbad killed a man
Mrs. Bonthworth came up from the Tombs
in a carriage with Police Captsin McLaugh-
lin and Lawyer Howe. Her mother and
William B. Martin, her brother, met her at
the court house, and the family, with
Lawver Howe, sat at one end of the law-
yers' table.

HOT A STRONG WOMAN,

Mrs. Southwerth had improved ioap
pearance, but was still clearly a very frai

woman, acd a hur{y congh was evidence o
the disease o the Im from
which she has s for many

years, Her emaciation is extreme. Her
reddish-brown Bair was dressed more
tastefully, and had evidenotly been freshly
corled over the forchend and st the back of
the neck, Her wide, brown were open
and bright. She seemed eareless of all that,
nssed about her, except at rare intervals.
he crowd eyed her huogrily, but'she seemed
not to know how she was being stared at.
The Coroner ecalled Policaman Goodwin
ns the first witness, and be said that on the
morning of the murder he was at his post at
the corner of Fulton and Bouth strests,
when he heard the shots, ran up and
seized the woman, and ng her into
the siore whers Mr. Pettus la , asked
ber why she had don: it. She said that the
man had mistreated her and distonored her.
Mr. Pettus was unable to speak, Goodwin
then took her to the volice station. On the
way she said that the man had dragged her.
COHEROBORATIVE TESTIMONY.
Philip Smith, clerk at 10 Fulton street,
saw Mr. Peitus run into the store and start
as if to search behind the door; then he took
two sieps into the store, and fell on the floor.
Blood was gushing from his mouth, and he
died in a few moments. The policeman
brought in the woman and asked her “if
the man was her hnsband.' Bhe replied:
“No, not my hosband; but that man dis-
graced me and ruined me.™
Patrick Dougherty, an ressman, AW a
woman with a revolver chasing & man and
firing at him. She was about five leet be-
hind the man and aiming st his back.
William A. Dawson saw o man and
woman before him. He didn't notice them
particnlarly until he saw her take two or
three rapid steps and fire & revolver twice;
then there were twe more shota and the
man turned ;u‘l.ly aronnd, and then
another shot. She aimed straight at the
man's back. Examined by Mr. Howeas
to what property had been found om Mr.
Pettus' body when it was searched at the
station bouse, he mentioned a letter which
Mr. Howe wanted produced.
A LETTEE ALLOWED TO BE READ.
Mr. Howe hid photographie copies of the
Rosa Lloyd letters in his hand, and be com.
pared them curiously with the one the Coro-

ner handed him. Then bhe asked
that the letter be put in evi-
dence. Lawye: Bedford objected, but

the Coroner allowed it, and Mr. Howe read
the letier found in the dead man's pocke,
with his best dramatic effect, some-
what by mistakes in making out the words,
It was from & woman with whom be was ey
idently maintaining close relations.

As he read, Mrs. Bouthworth, for the first
time, manifested interest in the case. She
sat leaning forward, with het eyes shining
drinking in every word. Afterward
she asked Mr. Howe to get the
letter for her, aod when bhe had
done ®0 she oom it  herself
excitedly with the handwriting in the Eosa
Liloyd photos. A ntly it satisfied ber
that they were in different writiog, snd that
there must have been still another woman
with whom Pettus was involved. After a
time her excitement Jeft her, and she re-
lapsed into indifference again,

HER LAWYER EPEAKS FOR HER.

The Coroner asked Mr, Howe if his elient
had any statement to maks, and Mr. Howe
replied: "Some years since, whem this
lady, whe is of good famil who had relig-
jous tesching snd is Il!ggl'y edneated, first
became usinted with this modern
Tarquin, and I disgrace the name of that
ancient betrayer in comparing him with
Pettus, she believed him to be a man of
honor. Couofiding woman that she was, she
trusted him. He drugged her and worked
