costs snd garmenis which Dorcas made
while sbhe was with them.” The preacher
Eaid:

Impressed as I am
with your mosque, the first I ever saw, and
stirred a5 1 am with the fact thsat your har-
bor once flouted the great rafin of Lebanen
codar from which the temples st Jernsalem
were builded, Solomon’s oxen drawing the
Jogs through this wory tewn om the
way to Jerusalem, nothing can make
me Jorget that this Joppan was the
birthplace of the sewing society that

hins blessed the poorof all suceeeding ages
n sll lands. The disasters to your town

Napoleon hud 500 prisoners massacred 1n
your neighborhood, cannot make me forget
that one o! the most maguificent charities of
the oenturies wae started in this seaport by
Dorons, 0 woman with ber needle embroid-
ering her name ineffaceably into the ben-
eficence of the world. 1see her sitting in
yonder home. In the doorway, and aronnd
about the building, and in the room where
she wits, ave the pale faces of the poor. Bhe
Yistens to their plaint, she pities their woe,
she makes garments for them, she adjusts
the manufactured articles to suit the bent
form of this invalid woman, and to the erip-
f?ﬂmt comes erawliog on his hands and
nees.

DOBCAS' BENEFACTIONS.

The apostle geis
down or bhis knees and prays, and then he
vomes to the lifeless form of this ope all
ready for the sepuleber, and in the strength
of Him who is theresurrection be exclaimed:
“Tabithn, arisel” There is a stir in the
fountaine of life; the beart flutters: the
nerves thrill: the cheek fushes; the eve
opers; she sits up!

which makes a rousing speech on the benev-
olent platiorm, and goes out to kick the
beggar from the step, erving: “Hush your
miserable bowling!” The sufferers of
the world want not so much theo
as practice; not s much ftears as dol-
lars; not so much kind wishes as loaves
of bread; mot so muech smiles as shoes;

GOOD WOMEN I¥ ALL HISTORT.

1 am glad that there is not & page of the
world’s history which is not a record of
female benevolence. God says to all lands
and neople, Come now and hear the widow's
mite rattle down into the poorbox. The
Princess of Conti sold all her jewels thatshe
might belp the famine stricken. Queen
Blanche, the wife of Lounis VIII, of France,

| hearing that there were some persons un-

justly incarcerated in the prisons, went out
smidst the rabble and teok a stick mnd
struck the door as n signal that they might
sll strike it, and down west the prison deor
and out came the prisoners. Queen Mund,
the wife of Henry I, went down amidst the
poor and washed their sores and administered
to them cordiale. Mrs. Retson, at Mata-
gorda, appeared on the battlefield while the
missiles of desth were flying sronnd, and
cared for the wounded, Iathere n man or
woman who hasever heard of the Civil Warin
America who has not heard of the women
of the Sanitary and Christian Commissions,
or the fact that, before the smoke had gone
up from Gettysburg and South Mountain

the women of the North met the women o

the South on the battlefield, forgetting all
their animosities while they bomwnd up the
wounded, and closed the eyes of the slain?
Dorcay the benelnctress.

I come now to speak of Dorcas the
lnmented. When death struck down that
good woman, oh, how much sorrow there
was in this town of Joppa! I suppose there
were women here with larger fortunes,
women, herhaps, with handsomer faces; but
there was mo grief at their departore like
this nt the denth of Doreas.

IT WAS A GEEAT GHIEF.

There was not more tunooil and uptorn-
ing in the Mediterranean sea, dushing
against the wharves of this seaport, than
there were surgings toand fro of grief be-
cause Doress was dead. There are s great
mauy who ﬂout of life and are unmissed,
There may be o very large funeral; there
may be s great many and a plumed
hearse; there may be high-sounding eulogi-
ums; the bell may toll st the cemetery gate;
there may be a very fine marble shaft reared
over the resting place; but the whole thing
may be a fulsehood and a sham. The church
of God has lost nothing, the world has lost
nothiog. It is only o nuisance abated; it is
only a grumbler ceasing to find fault; it is
only an idler stopped yawning; it is only a
dirsipated fashionable-parted from his wine
cellar; while, on the other hand, no aseful
Christian leaves this world without being
missed. The church of God eries out like
the prophet: “Howl, fir tree, for the cedar
has fallen.” Widowhood comes and shows
the garments which the departed had made.

brow of her who churmed it away from ein,
and sll through the streets of Joppa there
is mourning—mourning beéause Doroas is
dead,

When Josephine of Franee was earried
out to her grave there were a grest many
men and women o! pomp and pride and po-
sition that went out alter her;
aflfected by the story of history that on that
day there were 10,000 of the poor of France
whao followed her coffin, weeping and wail-
ing until the air rang again, because, when
they lost Josepbine, they lost their last
earthly friend.

THE TREUEST LAMENTATIONE.

Oh, who would not rather have such ob-
eequies than all the tears that were ever
ponred in the Inchrymals that have been ex-
bumed from ancient cities. There may be
no mass for the dead; there may be no costly
sarcophagus; there may be no elaborate
mausoleum; but in the domp cellars of the
city, and throngh the Jonely huts of the
mountain glen, there will be mourning.
wourning, because Dorens isdead. “*Lilessed
are the dead who die in the Lord; they rest
from their labors, and their works do follow
them. ™
