HEAVY CAPITAL BTOCK INVESTED.

Coke Prices Will be Advanced or
Red Just Kow,
CALLAGHAN AFTER POWDERLY'S BOALP

The English ecspitalists who bsve in-
vested money in Southern ore and coal

lands, do not propose to allow much grass
to grow under their feet. In the neighbor-
hood of Cumberland Gap new towns are
springing up slmost s rapidly as the sar-
vevors can lay out the sites, and schemes
for the erection of several extensive iron
plants sre being perfected in the offices of
Pitsburg's leading engiveers. Surveyors
who bave been over the district on bebalf of

the syodicate, are eulogistic of its future as
ap iron cemter; the ore and cosl m_nt-gwd
quality and found almost side by side. In
sddition to its manu ing facilities, it
possesses the sdvantages of wide tablelands
of grest fertility, such =s would attract
settlers and farmers, and induce an inflow
of popylation.

The property in control of the syndicate,
which ;swhwwnn the American Associs-
tion, covers an ares of 75,000 acres. It is
ta on one side by the Louisville snd
Nashville Railroad, which is engaged in
extending its feeders by tunneling under
lh:Glp‘L:ttht points sbove to,
and on other, the association has con-
structed a 64-mile road from the Gsp to
Kuoxville, which will be operated in the
interests of the Norfolk sad Western road,
giving thst line 8 Southwestern outlet.

OW XED BEY A WELSH FIRM.

The American Associstion, whose in-
terests in the district are represented by a
capital of §12,000,000, is largely owned by a
Mr. Watts, of the frm of Watts & Carr, one
ol the lsrgest ocolliery owners in Wales.
A member of the firm, Mr. Edgar
T. Watts, has been in the Sonth
for a considerable time secing to the develop-
ment of the property. A shori time sinoe,
while in this citv, he signed contracis with
Mr. James P. Witherow for the erection of
two large, modern blast furoaces at Mid-
dlesboro, the nsme given 0 & township in
em which is situsted on the Eentoeky
side of Cumberland Gap. The eguipment
of these furnaces will include 8 20x60
feet W hitwell bot blast stoves, '6 blowing
engines, steam cylinders 42 inches, blast 84
inches, and stroke 60 inches; 28 steel boilers
each 34 feet long, &4 inches in dinmeter, and
having 2 18 inch fiues; a wrought irom,
brick-lined du?l knuk szzhm_fm E:g:;

LARGE BUILDINGS.

The buildings will include three easting
houses each of G0 fest span connected, 150
feet long und 25 feet hugh; two boiler houses
50 feet span by 100 feet long; stock house,
engine and pump house, and 3 complete are
light electrio plant. Work on the founda-
tions has commenced, sand the cost will
reach from $500,000 to $£00,000, s due pro-
portion of which will be expended in this
digtrict. The Soperintendent of the new
plant will be Georre L. Eeis, of Knoxville.

RESULT OF CARELESSNESS.

Chief Brown Calls Down Basiness Mon for
Aliewing Waste to Accumaiste—A Sal-
vage Corpa Needed.

Chiel Brown, of the Department of Pub-
lie Safety, was asked yesterday what sort of
precautions the people themselves, who
cavil at the work of the Fire Burean, have
taken aguionst the danger of fire. He smd:
“You would be astonished at the negligence
manifested, particulsrly in some of the com*
mercisl honses. They allow packing cases,
exeelsior, wrapping paper and all kinds of
rubbish 10 accamulate in their cellars the
whole vear. A man goes down to find some-
thing, lights s match to search for it, throws
the ma y &way and some insur-
ance company weeps tears &t §1 a tear for
somebody’'s carelessness, Takeatrip thm:fh
the cellars of business houses in the city
and see if T bhave exaggeinted. The same
trouble exists in some of the hoteis, as in the
ease of the Monoungahels, where the attic
was packed with mattresses and oil-soaked
boards were said to be strewed around the
cellar,

“There is another thing that should be
regared as an important fuctor in the safely
o buildings, and that is the architecture.
The Monongahela Honse had several dif-
terent kinds of roofs, which veryr much im-
peded the work ol the firemen, and any
urchitzet who would put a flue like an
elevator over a battery of boilers should fol-
low some other ealling.

““The remedy, if any, lies with the Board
of Underwriters. They should investigate
such cases ms I have mentioned, and raise
the rates for such negligence. This would
bring the people to thejr sepses, amd
materially lessen the labor and danger of
firemen, who have enough to contend with
in their aveeation in natural course of
thin g‘..a

Inspector MeAleese coneurred in the re.
marks of the Chief, but went farther, and
said thare should be legislation to vent
accumulation of inflammable rubbish in
cellers. The worst fires to contend with, he
sald, in his experience, where those in hotels
on account of the danger to life which sets
everyone excited, and too muech
comment from the speciators, who are al-
ways foo numerous on such occasions.

“8till, I think on the whole,” he said,
“we have reason to be thankful, for there
are probably more than a couple of dogen
buildings in the city where a big fire would
be possible. The fact is the people here
have no eause {or grumbling, for since 1845,
with the exception of a few oil fires, Pitts-
burg has pever had s big fire. I meat one
which wounid reach §300,000 ormso. I shall
tell you something, however, in which we
sre sadly deficient and which we onght to
have bad 15 years ago, and that is a salvage
corps nttached to the Fire Burean, Tt
would have been of great value st the Mo-
nongahela fire, as in  fact at any other, It
would pay the underwriters to support one
ihennr:eg or at least to contribute largely
to its support. The losses by water wonld
be reduced to 8 minimum, snd those by fire
considerably lessened. A vage
corps 'fn;: eibe a dition to the
safety of the eity, and I suppose the citizens
will find that out some time."
