OLD RUMORS AGAIN BRANDED,

What Does a Man Pay for When He Pur-
chasssa Lotora l’mﬁ-fﬂmﬂ

CLAUS BPRECKELS # 18 ALL RIGHT.

A few fresh rumors of big deals in real
estate concentrated op Fourth avenue yes-
terday, but they were too fleet of foot to be
corraled. A few gauzy facts were also float-
ing around. The Connecting Railroad was
locking after a picoe of Iand near Glenwood
for a siding. A Bautler county farmer com-
menced negotiations foa the sale of & 200-
acre farm. An Oil City merchant was in the
city trying to sell his store. Two other trans-
actions of importanoce were reported fo have
progressed so far that they will probably be
closed up by the last of -the week. The gentle-
‘men managing them sald: “They are the big-
gest things wn have ever handled.”

It was denied by & gentieman whose: word is
Iaw on the subject, that the Pennsylvania Rail-
road had acquired a foot of ground on Cherry
alley. 1f there 12 no fire there It is hard to tell
where all the smoke comes from. Still, the
people must believe the denials are made in

good faith,

Quite an interesting quéestion is belng dis-
dussed by some of the real estate agents of this
city, Itisthis: Where a manbuysa lot or
plece of ground, 15 is rental value or produc-
tive capacity includged in the price he paws for
it? In other words, does be buy it for what it
is or for what be can make out of it?

In giving expert testimony before an arbitra-
tion board recently a prominent real estate
dealer gave it as his opinion that the fuil
rental ¥aloo was included inthe purchase price,
and that prospective enhancement had nothing
to do with it He held that the purchaser
paid only the amount the property was worth
at the time of sale.

This position sesams open to eriticism. Subd-
urban property is not rated as bigh as eligmble
city property. Why? Because it ia not 5o pro-
duective. Eixty feet front on Fifth svenue, or
any other good street, 1s worth more than an
acre in sny of the outlying districts—nnt be-
cause of the superior quality of the snil or any
other inherent excellence which it may possess,
but because its rental valoe, already great, may
e almost indefinitely increased with the growth
of business and population. There 18 a conse-
guential, or Iating, a8 well a5 & present
valoe, and both shounld be taken into the So-
count in buying the property. .

In aoquiring the Behweitzer property
Fourth avenue for $120.000,0r $2,000a foot front,
did Mr, Vandegrift estimate i1 vaiue at what
it wasat the time of purchase, or st whathe
thought he oconld make ovt of it? If the
former, be paid a big price: but if he had in
view the enhancement that woald noowssarily
follow the erection of a fine office building on
it and the improvement of the street, he got &
bargain, That a man of his business acumen
would pay such a large sum for a piece of prop-
erty without looking into Its possibilities of de-
velopment is not to be thought of. He looked
to the consequential as well s the real value,
and seeing that he could make 10 or 17 per cent
out of the jnvestment concluded to make it.

The fact is, that nobody aoquires land, in
either large or small quantities, tor the sake of
the land itself. He buys it this year becanse
he thinks It will be more wvaluable next year,
1t s to him what the mill 15 to fron manufac-
turer or the store to the merchant—a plant to
do business with, It may be almost worthless
when It comes into his but bho seos
way to make it pyofitable. If it had no conse-
quaential value he would not buy:it It s not
the land merely that » man buys—it is whatit

is espable of produeing.

a successful termination of the transaction.

Charles F, McKenna, Esqg., was also seen,
and be copfirmed Mr. Weaver's statement,
adding that, while the matter had been can-
vassad to some extent, no documents had been
signed and no money pald to constitute a
bargain, and he did not know when there would
bd, If ever. Bome serizus difficulties were In
the way, and these wonld have to be removed
belore anything further could be done. The
report of the sale, he concludod, was entirely
premature.
