Bauf then there was no real doubl to dispel.
The iron manufacturers, the prvducers of
iron ore, cosl, ete., and persons engaged in
other indusiries which will be affected, have
s most lively interest in the projoet.

There iz no guestion whatever but that
such & canal would bave all the tonnage it
could econveniently carry, Neither is there
sny doubt that the rates for the heavy
freight that would mostly be earried on the
canal would be very eomnsidersbly less than
are the present rates by rail. 1t is also con-
coded that notwithstanding sll the many
railroads whick ocover the  terri-
fory =named, interlscing with each
other untii they form = regular
net work of iren rails’ ther nevertheless
esaopol oarry all the rreight that 1s offered,
ot promptly as is desired. The maiter of
the Inck of sufficient freight facilities is
every day becoming more embarmassing to
the masufacturers of Pitisbarg and of the
Beaver and Shenango Valleys.

What tho Big Problem Is

The questions, then, which are yet to be
decided sre: (1) feasibility, (2) cost sad (3)
whe will pay the cost?

The primary question o be settled in de-
termining the feasibility of the project ia
that of s sufficvient wanter supply. It will
reguire & good deal more water for & esnal
50 lnrge and deep =s o ship must be
To be cerisin of having whter at
all seasons of the yesr in one of the elements
io determining $he route of the canal; but it
isnot the only one. The possibility of pro-
euring & right of way over the best route is
exppedingly important ss will be seen
farsher along.

Both these questions bave bad £o be taken
in considerstion by the commission ap-
pointed by Governor Beaver, under suthor-
ity of the act of Assembly sppropristing
$10,000 for & prelimipsry examination. It
is gemerslly known thst this commission
contists of Messrn. John A. Wood, who is
chairman, T P. Hoberts J M, Goodwin,
Eben Brewer sod ex-Congressman Shallen-
berger. While the entire commission has,
in one way or anolther been devoting con-

The Three Hontes Considered.

There sre three routes under considers-
tion. One of thess is that generally of the
old Pennsylvania canal. Of the other two,
one woold go through a portion of Ohio. In
& subseguent sriicle thess rontes will be
explained more in detail, It is suficient to

say bere that there is some objeotion
to the Obw route, beocsuse of the
mere fuol that it will ron throagh

that portion of the Btate. The route that is
most generally talked of is that of the old
Pennsyivania canal; bui the commission
has not yet decided, and will not declide, un-
til the meeting to be beld in Bochester,
Beaver county, which will be the first one
to go over. However, the commission s &
body will certainly go over the old casal
route in sny eveot, but wheg, in yet to be
determined,

Thereare wonderful eogineering dificulties
to be overcome, no matter which route is
selected, and the question of costis closely
allied to that of feasibility in considering
these dificulties.

ning from the Eastern seaboard to the West
that does not eross any route that can be de-

. Over a Perfoct Gridiron.

The problem of how 4o construet the canal
ia, therefore, rendered decidedly more diffi-
eult of solution thsn it would be in almost
any other section of the country. Itis
recoguised by the commission, as it will be
by every iutelligeni person, thai these arter-
ial highways cannot be interfered with
serionsly. Trains must run just as oninter-
ruptedly with a canal as withont. In order
o effzct  this  there must pe
very high bridges built over the
eanal. Tois will invelve the elevation
of the road beds on each side of the eanal,
and in order to avoid baving heavy grades
op these spprosches the ohanging of the
roadbed will bave 1o commence, in many
instances, &t very oossiderable distamces
fromn the point of crossing. For some of the
railrosds, which are of lrw importance,
draw bridges may do, bui Bost of the cross-
ings will bave to be made by elevated, per-
maneut bridges. Thizs work 10 itself is
likely to be very costly. Colonel Roberts
says that the estire amount of the §10,000
appropristed by fhe Stats would not pay
one-sixteenth of the expense of working the
surveys for the bridges alone, and in sascer.

A Very Pertivent Question.

And then there is anether consideration
pertinent to the question of feasibility, viz.:
Is it practicable to construct s canal that
will admit of the passage through it of the
vessels now in use on the iakes, or must ves-
sels be built with espemal reference to the
eanal? Neither Colonel Roberis nor Mr.
Goodwin, the two civil engineers on the
commissirn, had any practiesl knowledge of
ship eanals,and both say they are unfamilisr
with the requirements. As ons way of
getting light on that point, the commission
bas had a New York clipping associstion
engaged in cutling out everything they
could find published concerning ship canals.
This work extended over noarly a year. The
resull, which is & huge mass of printed mat-
ter of all sorts, Is now in the nossession of
the commission, but no member has yet had
time to go over and digest It; therefore the
members of the commission are not yet much
wiser on that point.

In Order 1o Beare Right

This enumeration of the problems which
confront the commission is not made, and
should not be taken, in the nature of sn
srgument against the comstructiou of the
canal. It is only done in order to give a
clesrer ides of the nature of the work, and
lesd to 8 beiter understanding of the articles
which are yet to appear in TEE DISPATOE.
