One way they have found
that will block work comsiderably. It is
to insist on a rigid enioreement of the
rules. Representative Ray's constituency
threstens to split over the McKeesport
postoffice settlement.

[FROM A FTAFF CORERSPONDENT.

WassiNGTON, January 23.—The Dem-
ocrats of the House sre somewhat uncertain
ns to their conrse of action if the Republi-
cuns make the sttempt to settle any of the
contested election cases before the ndoption
of & eode of rules, so they propose to hold a
cauens within a few days, and ts-asy Judge
Crisp, of Georgia, was busy circulating
the eall. At the same canens they will slso
undoubiedly discuss their position on the
question of the adoption of the new code of
rules when it iz reported. They are con-
vineed that they esnnot prevent its adoption
by any parlismentary tactics, and their only
relinuce is in obtaining the support of some
individusl Republicans whose interests will
be affected by a deprivation of their power
to make dilatory motions.

PARTY FEESSURE POWERFUL.

That there are several Bepublicans whoare
opposed to the ecode as it is now understood
to be is wel: koown, but it isa gquestion
whether they will be sble to withstand the
party pressure which will surely be brought
to besr upon them. Consequently the Dem.
ocrats do not rely very much on them, and
ratber expect to see the code adopted. They
will make as strong s fight as possible, but
jecl that it is forlorn hope. For this reason
they are now tarning their sttention toward
making the best of the situation which will
confront them when the rules are in force.

TUpon one thing the Democrats sre deter-
mined, and that is that when say partisan
action is proposed to which they are earn-
estly opposed they will make it necessary
for the Bspublicans to bave s quorum of
their own members present to pass it. They
will refuse to vote to make & quoram.

ONE WAY LEFT THEN, -

Axnother tactic they propose to adopt will
prove asource of much “‘innocent merri-
ment” to them and some annoyance to their
opponents. They will not let any con-
oessions be granted by unsnimous consent,
but will have the rules strictly adhered to
at gll times, so that any oppressive features
there may be in them shall be felt by the
whole House.

For instance, if the rule restoring the old
moruing hour is adopted, as is proposed,
busipess may be greatly reiarded by its
striet enfercement. Under that rule, when
s committee reports 8 measure, it is entitied
{o be taken up st once, unless, by unani-
mous consent, it is permitted to go overas
vnfinished business.  IT, alter they protest,
that rule is adopted, the Democrats intend
to have it rigidly enforced. One of them,
Mr. Bynum, of Indisna, described to-day
how it would work. Baid he:

A BLOCEADE TO RUN.

*"We will not permit any matter fo be laid
aside without action by unanimous consent.
Each measure will have to be considered
when it comes up, and it will not take long
to convinee the House of the evil of the
rule. It will be impossible, nnder its striet
construction, to puss more than ten bills in
& week, that is 40 in & whole month. There
will be no getting rid of great masses of
private bills in & single night. When yon
sonsider that every member of the majority
has st least one bill that it is important for
him to have passed, you can well sce how
they will object to haviog the way blocked
before them. ™

Bepresentstive Dalzell to-day pressnted
the report of the majority of the Commitiee
on Elections in the case of Smith versus
Jackson, in the Fourth Wesi Virginia dis-
trict.

IEPECTAL TELRORAM TO THE DISPATCIL]

New Yorg, Jasuary 23,—The Rev. Dr.
Parkhursi, who, in his absenca on the pre-
vious afternoon, had been accused of pub-
licly declaring that he had never read the
confession of faith, was on hand this after-
noon at the meeting of the New York Pres-
bytery, and, in a speech in support of re-
vision, admitted that it was true that he had
made such & declaration, But that was be-
fore he beeame a member of the Commiltee
on Revision, and since then he had studied
the confession thoroughly.

“The trouble with the confession,” he
eaid, ““is that the impression produced upon
your mind by reading it is not the impres-
sion made by reading the New Testament.
The center of gravity of the confesssion does
not coincide with the center of gravity of
the Scriptures. Grant that nothing in
it is upirue, its proportions are still
wrong. It is as thongh I should draw
geparate maps of Russia and England and
France and the rest, independently of each
other and on different scales, and then put
them together and call it &« map of Europe.
There would be nothing inaccurate in it,
but the whole thing would be wrong.

FHOLINESS LINKEED WITH LOVE.
