“Why" be con-
tinoeil, “shonld men disbelieve the truths of
revealed religion? Why treat with scorn the
teachings of The Bible? I this word concern-
ing Jesus be not true we knuw nothing
of Him. If wo close the Bible we hava
no  positive proof that death does not
end all, There is nothing to prove nomor-
tality that does not come from this .“W'.Ii all
other endeavors are only circumstantial.  This
statemect that Jesus came into _the world im-
plies that He came from some place, He came
a8 2 messenger, MHe came for a purpose to
save sinners.
