Ang we can depend on the fact
that no human organization can get along with-
out dissatisfaction. Well, then, whatever party
survives this conflict will have a powerful sway
for sotne time, but even at that the present re-
volt will not bave been altugether in vain
About that later, howevaer.

After the ex-
citement of the mament i= over the public wall
care no more for these expedicnt eries than the
dast we tramp under foot. Good work on the
part of the organizations is what will eventu-
ally carry the day no matter what may be the
gencral fecling jast Eow.

Binee the eonflict began | have had much to
say aboui some feataresof it. According to
my humble opinion neither the Players’ League
por the National League bhave acted in the
wisest and safest way, What objections have
been stated are mow on record. but I wish to

that in no instance have my objections
nd the methods of organization
agreed to by ecitber party. To assxll the right
ol anyone to act isa more serious guastion,
and one which I bhardly think is, as a rule,
within my legitimate province. What I have
todeal with s more connected with the actoal
results of what the organizations have done or
are going to do, 'Well, then, what 1 want to
say at present is something relating to the fu-
tare. We are now atono end of the battle,
and in seren months from now weo will be at
the other evd;: the ond where we wait until the
smoke his cleared away. I expect 1o
find »o interesting state of things
then, There may be  many changes,
but I really don't think that either
the organizations I'm writing
about will be out of exitence. 1 have |
the eituatinn over with my utmost care this
week. and 1 feel convinced that one year at any
sate will not Kill the pew Leagne: nor will it
kill tie old one. But some cities in which we
find two vall clubs to-day will anly have noe a
year henoo. For instance, Pittsharg won't have
two clubs, of that I am certain. If the new
Incal club 15 swecessful we will find the local
National League club transferred to another
city, and the same may be said of the new local
club. But if the Plavers’ League is sucoessful
this year there is & very tmportan: probability
that it will deal to the National League
& linrder biow than bas vet been given. The
suecess of the Players' Leazue this vear means
thiat mwany of the mwiner leagues will identify
themselves with it pext vear. Iam aware that
this notion will be assailed by some very good
nuthorities, but | cannot cume to any other
eonclusion. It 1s a fact that the symbathies of
more than one minor Jeague are [avorable to
the new ventore, and most assuredly success
will cause these sympathies to ¥ If this
be the ecace. and I feel that it will, away gves
the preseut National agreement, and we will
have two new ones,  1f a state of things similar
to what 1 have just reterred should present
themselves, 1 will not by soy means be sur-
prived. Eut, f the Players' Leagae is beaten
the old League will be stronger than ever, and
those who have prompted and fostered the
foeling of hostility will bhave a very unprofita
ble time of iL
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The Young Players.

Let me say a few words about the voung
players who have been signed by the National
league. Tiss it mever struck any of you that
in poliing togetber dozens of youny men almost
unksown 10 baseball patrons and forming them
into teams, the Nationa! League officials have
done mot oonly a laudablo plece of work, buc
something that is in many respects extraor-
dinary? Last summer had anybody told any
of us that almost every good player 1o the team
was going to leave it and tha: their places
woilld have to be filled vy vouugand unbheard
of players, would we bave believed that any-
thing like » good team could bave been gotien
together. [ think not. And yet we have toams
now that bave peen almost entirely ballt out of
the ground since last winter. Now., I submiat
that this kind of work 1s worthy of ackuuwl-
edivinent; it is pot only herole, but it §s in tact
& great boon 1o the baseball publie. Dozens of
bright and narticular baseball stars will resuls
from the bringing forth of these youngsters,
AN a8 2 zZrand result we may be fortunate
ennagh to get into & good ball ground for less
than balf s doliar. I anticipate that the efforts
now being made to develop young players
will have some of the grandest resulis
knowi in the listory of the game. Heretofore
a ceriain number of ball players have to a very
ETeat extent hada monapoly, and having such
have taken every advantazn of it. In & oom-
paratively short time we'll have any amount of
pood nné: ph.{gn_ and llur this, il for mothing
more. e Svattonal Leagus deserves great
oredit, indeed. Theg we ought to encourage
the development of these youtis as ball play-
ers in all respocts il weo want everything like
