AGRICULTURE PAYS HIM.

He farms 134 acres; was once & wool
grower but bad tosbandou sheep on scoount
of foot rot and dogs. Yet here is what he
said to me: “Yes, I can make farming pay
in these days, even, and land in this section
is just as valuable as it ever was. I know
of farms selling here recently at $90 per
rore, and they never brought more than §100.
Rond taxes are higher than they used to be,
snd mine sre heavier than others, because of
a higher value on my land. My taxes, to
keep up township roads, amount to §35 per
year, beside my gate tax on this national
road.

““Thirty vears ago the road tax was only
$12. The school tax 50 years ago was &
mere iraction, My Siate and county taxes
now amount to §50. Then they were only
$25 and $30. But, in spite of taxes, I think
furming pays, becanse I can get more for
my produeis now than 1 could 30 years ago.
What now brings 75 and 80 cents, then it
only brought 50. Corn is now 50 and oats
85. They vsed to sell at 12 and 15."*
