TEE OPPORTURITY FOR WORK

The legielation by Congress on the World's
Fair project is now practically complete,
the House having concurrcd in the Senate
smendment with & promptitude that is in
favorsble contrast to the previous delay on
the subjeet. There is no doubt of the Presi-
dent’s signature to the bill, and the way iy
now open for actual work to commence.

The enterprise is one in which the nationsl
jnterests wnd reputstion are involved.
Chicago has undertaken the responsibility
aond direction of this national enterprise;
&nd she should turn all the enterprise and
publie spirit for which she is justly famous
to muking the exhibition second to none in
the origioality nod breadth of its attrae-
tions. The Philsdelphia Exposition was s
model of its class; but by as moch as enter-
prise and invention bave progressed sinee
then, in the same proportion shouid the ex-
position of 1893 surpass that of 1876.

If Chicago will take bold of the matter
with the right spirit, the whole country will
support the project without regard to past
Jealousies. Tt will be the exposition of
America, and all America should join in
making it the great and typical display of
the closicg ceutury.

DISCUSSION OF LEGISLATIOR.

* There is certainly ground for eriticism of
the prevailing parlismentary methods under
Eepublican control, when the enactment of
such measures as the Supreme Court and
the admimistration cusloms bills, without &
fuir opportunity tor full debate, is followed
by the definite snnouncement that all the
business that is leit to be done, including
the tariff bill, wust be closed up in the next
six weeks.

The Sopreme Court bill wss one which
TaEe DisPATCH has pointed out asiseet-
ing & clear veed. 'With the purpose of the
bill fully understood, there is no doubt that
it would have received genmeral support.
But to foree even good legislution through
to its passage by arbitrary metbods is w0
make it misunderstood snd is the surest
way to subject it to suspicion. 'With regard
to the tariff bill,it should bean even stronger
axiom that full time for debate shall be
given. The Commitiee on Wars and Means
bas taken nearly five months to fix up this
measure in the committee room. To declare
that it must pow be rushed through both
bravches of Congress in less than bslf the
time that a single committee has occupied
over it, would be equivalent to saying that
open aod deliberate astion of the legislative
body is not the kind of government thet is
needed, =0 wuch as the fixing up of legisla-
tion behind the closed doors of committee
Tooms.

The stress of partisan necessity may ‘ex-
euse the resort to arbitrary messures to se-
eure the passage of partisan measures, but
bills affecting the constitutionsl urgencies
of government, or having the widest effects
en the basiness interests of the couniry,
cannot be ennsidered as properly enscted
unless the tullest opportunity is given for
free and public discussion of their merits
and demerits,

THE FUNDAMENTAL INSPIRATIOR.

There is every reason 10 suspect a jobin
the report of & svecial Indian agent that the
Southern Utes are dissatisfied becnuse the
Government does not carry out its plan to
travsfer them from their present reservation
to that proposed in TUtah. The fae: is
pretty clearly established by adequate and
disinterested testimony thut the place to
which it is proposed to move the Utes is an
arid and barren wountain region, while
their present reservation is ope of the gar-
den spots of Southern Colorado, and is pro-
portionately hankered after by the settlers of
that section. Whether the Utes have been
bumbugged into favoriog  removal, or the
report is manufactured cut of whale cloth,
is an open question, But it will be safe to
say that, whichever is the vroximate cause,
the ultimate inspiring motive of this report
is the bunger of Colorado settlers and pros
pectors for the broad and rich acres of the
Uncompabere Utes.

A CONNECTICUT ODDITY.

Hiram Smith, of Norwich, Conn., who
died a few days ago, sesmns to have been an
extraordinary man. He wss an inventor,
and made s fortune out of the window
blind staple ecutter which be io-
weuted; he was an atheist and wrote odd
poems, some of which were awfully long;
he was a benedict to a rather excessive ex-
tent, for be married his sixth wife shortly
belore bhe died, and he was noted besides for
his integrity, his love for controversy, his
kvowledge of Biblical lore, and his ex-
tremely long nose. Connecticut does not
do things by halves, and she produces s
preuliar man, Nowhere this side of the grave
can an odder one be be lound.

DISCOVERIES ON THE ROAD.

Theexplorations by TRED1sPATCH 'Sroad
expedition have made an important and us-
expected discovery. Perhaps it would
more accurately state the full value of the
report published elsewhere to state that
there are two of them, The first is § county¥
where the country roads are good.
The second is an individual farmer
who is #0 enterprisng, when the
road io front of his farm does mot
comeé up to his standard, as to widen, im-
prove and ornament the highway at his own
expense,

The happy condition of Mercer county’s
roads are doubtless larzely due to the sandy
soil and comparatively light travel of that
county. No doubt the ability to keep dirt
roads in good repairhasencouraged improved
methods; but it is not likely that if Mer-
eer county had a heavier soil and the oil
developments of Washington and Alle-
gheny counties, that the work of
road machines would have rescued its
roads from the hopeless eondition into which
the roads of the latter counties have fallen
during the past winter. But the difference
suggests & point that should have some
weight in outlining the State policy on road-
making. Will it be wise to prescribe a single
standard for highways all over the State?
In regions where the soil permits good roads
without maeadsmizing would not the mak-
ing of such roads be an unnecessary ex-
pense?

With regard to the enterprising farmer
who widens and improves the road in front
of his farm at his own expense, his example
might be imitated with profit by many s
city 25 well as rural property owner, I!
there were more people with his enterprise
and foresight the problems of improving
country roads and ornamenting city streets
would both prove comparatively easy of
solation.

A LEGISLATIVE VICE.

Senator Hiscock now comes to the fromt
with an explanation regarding that bill for
making nearly every kind of negotiable
security known to the money market & basis
for national bank ecirculation, that be intro-
duced it “by request.” Tbat is, the Sena-
tor has been indulging in the shallow and
cheap legislative vice of introducing a bill
concerning the charscter of which he is slike
ignorant and careless, for the exquisite
resson that some one asked him to.

« When & legislator introduces a bill the

constitotional and legitimste understanding
is that he proposes that the bill shall be
enacted. It is true that for many years our
statesmen have been practicing the thread-
bare humbug of introducing bills that they
did not intend to have passed, but only in-
troduced for the purposes of cheap cam-
paign capital. But it has been reserved
for the present time to witoess the
phenomenon of & grave legislator in-
troducing the most astonishing legislative
proposals just because some one asked him
to. Senator Hiscock is not the sole offender
in this respect. Other even more remark-
able cases than his have lstely been brought
to the public attention. The public would
have no right to be surprised if a bill should
be drawn up re-enncting Herod's law for
putting to death every male child in the
land, that some active and popular legislator
should be found to send it in witbout read-
ing it, and to take refuge afterward in the
excuse that it was done by request.”

O/ course legislators who do that sort of
thing can have no 1dea of the real obligs-
tions that rest upon a public representative.
It is that and similar practices which hamper
the calendars of both Houses with stacks of
legislative rubbish. Lawmakers should be
given a little primary lesson in their duties
by making them understand that they are
responsible for the bills which they iatro-
duce.

TEE GREATER PROBLENM.

A paper read by Prof. Langley before the
National Academy of Sciences last week,
calls attention to 8 matter in which there is
the widest public interest, by ssserting the
possibility of obtaining very much cheaper
artificial Iight than has yet been produced
by human invention,

Prof. Langley bases his argument on the
scientific fact that the ordinary methods of
illumination waste sbout & hunared units
of heat for one that is wutilized for illum-
ination. That nature is by no means so
wastelul appears from the firefly and the
phosphorescent marine  infusoria, the
latter of which are sometimes able to
light up a wvast expanse of ocean with
an Iofisitesimal expenditure of heat. The
light of these insects is produced not by
a vital but by a chemical process; and Prof.
Langley's deduction is well founded that
“‘chemistry should find some means to im-
itate this process, rivicg us a form of com-
bustion wherein the energy of fuel is all
converted into light, instead of being mostly
wasted in heat.”

The problem thus set for chemists isa
very pretty one; but when it is solved it
will be necessary to conguer another prob-
lem, and that a soeial one, before the tull
benefit of cheapened light will be felt. If
chemistry can furnish a cheaper light at a
hundredth the eost of the present illumina-
tion,we mny be sure that scientific investiga-
tion and invention will penetrate the seeret.
But when the invention is perfected thereis
less ussurance that it will not faly into the
hauds of combinations, who will either sup-
press it altogether tor the sake of protecting
their investments in other and costlier
methods of illumination, or charge high
prices for itin the hope of extracting the
uttermost profits frora the people. Experi-
ence with peiroleum, gas and electric light-
ing has shown that it is far easier to stimu-
Iste the invention or discovery of new
methods of illumination than it is to ensure
that the public sbhull get the full benefit of
the cheapness of light rendered possible by
the new ideas.

Prot, Langley and his chemical asso-
ciates should be encouraged in trying to
develop the mew iight; but the publie and
the statesmen should devote their attention
to measures by which it is ensured that if a
light is developed costing one eent where a
dollar is now spent, the remsaining oinety-
nine eents will not be seized by the combina.
tion controlling the inveniion.
