his argument, and court adjourned for dinner.

"The appellant has not adduced a scintilla of
evidence to sunport a verdict against the will.
and the appeal, therefore, )s dismissed at the
cost of the appellant, Hampton J. Miller."

It is reported that by the decision Hampton
Miller will lose bis annuity of J500 per year, left
him by his father, for appealing the will, la
the latter was a clause to this effect, bnt it is
said Florence will not enforce it, as he has no
desire to cut his brother off.
