Bupposed to Faver Dalamater, Seem to Have
Been Successful.

A CLOSE CONTEST IX ONE DISTEICT

FEPECIAL TELBGEAM TO THE DISFATORL]
LaxcasTer, May 4. —The fierce p_nlitlonl
contest waged at the Republican primsries
in this county on Baturday may not be eon-
cluded until the final decision of the board
of retorn judges to-morrow. The preseutia
what is known as the bir vear in local poli-
tics, nominstions for municipal and county
ofices falling together tricnnislly. The im-
poriance of the contest was added to by the
nominations for Congress and Btate Senator

in the Fourteenth district and delezates to
the State Gubernatorial Convention also hap-

pening to be chosen at this time.

It waein all respects the most interest-
ing and remarkable contest ever known in
Republican ranks here, calling out the
largest vole ever polled and accompanied
by the greatest expenditure of money and
debauchery of the ballot. It was equally
remarkable in the spectacle it presented of
former friends battling against each other
and enemies of Jong standing suddenly
reconciled and working together for the
same candidates

BROSIUS AN EASY WINNER.

It early became apnarent tb‘s:tn the two-
term principle woanld give n ]
'ltrminl: a walkover. All the luEemcs of
the opposition to eombine on & oandidate
against him came to naught and failed to
disclose any candidate stromg enough to
make the fight. When at a Iste day 8. M.
Myers concluded to announce himself, it
was agaiost the judgment of most of his po-
litical friends, and the result shows that
while there was a strong protest against
Brosius, it was without organized streogth
or effective direction. He will have more
majority than Myers has votes, and slresdy
his supporters throw up their bats for
Brosius for & third term.

It is clearly recognized, too, that some of
his most discreet friends had an anderstand-
ing with the Hariman ring fsction that
Frosins should not be burt if he kept his
fingers out of the other ights. A like ar-
rangement operated largely to theadvantage
of E. K. Martin, the local candidate for
Lieutenant Governor. He picked omt six
delegates pledged 1o support his cause in the
Biate Conveution and put them into the
fisld. He sllowed his cause to be compli-
eated with no other candidate’s interests and
was spared opposition from many of his old
evemies on this account.

VERY NEAR DEFEAT.

While Martin’s men for delegates had
practically a walkover in the country dis-
triots, an element of intense opposition to
the city delegates for Martin developed in
the past week, and came very near to visit-
ing defeat upon Laceaster's State candidate
in his own home district. Since last Mon-
day the Iriends of Genernl Hastings, led by
Calowel B. F. Eshelman, aided by William
R. Leeds from Philadelphia, avd Mr. Law-
rence Drown, of Bellefonte, who las been
here in persan, had been irying to carry the
town against Martin to elect Dr. E.
Muhlenberg to the State Convention in
Hastings" interest.

They failed by 130 in a total vote of 3,745,
which was uncomfortably close for Martin’s
man Blickenderfer. but now thut he hasa
full local delegation of six, he goes to the
Btate Convention with a hopetnl outlook
and ready to serve apybody except Hastings
after Delamater is retired from the contest
for first place. Ugly rumors sre afloat of
large sums of money sent hero both in the
interest of Hustings and of what was con-
etroed to be the Qoay slate, and certain it is
that during the past week there has been no
searcity of boodle on either side, and that on
Saturday afterncon as hizh as 85 were paid
for individual votes for State delegates,

CAMERON'S FRIENDS USING,

Benator Cameron’s immediate friends
throughout the contest showea a disposition
to work through guietly a Legisiature dele-
gation that wonld be favorable to his re-
nomination, aad in this they seem upon the
whole to have been successiul. They had
no serious interference from Brosins, Martin
or the distinctly Quay eloments. For Sen-
ator in  the upper district Kaofiman was
recognized as the Quay candidate and Smith
a8 the stratght Cameron favorite, but the
third eandidate, J. Stober, backed by Boss
Mentzer and ex-Senstor Roebuck, tarned up
as a powerlul third faction, and up to late
this afternoon the three were abreast in the
race.

It may require the official vote to deter-
mine which of them is elected, and there
will probably be not over 100 difference be-
tween them. The chances ot present are in
Brober's favor, with Smith second and
Eaufiman third—all scared and none hope-
Jess. Bellingelt falls away behind. In
the eity district the present member of the
Legisluture, W. W, Franklin, won by 500
over Frank McClain, who was backed by
both Sensenig and Mentzer- In the lower
Assembly district A, C. Baldwin, the pres-
eot member, is renominated, with second

Ince in doubt between Eaby and Heidel-

uch. Inthe upper distriet Seifert and
Boyd, both of whom were deleated by very
close votes two years sgo, are certainly
nominsted, with the chances favoring Dr.
H. K. Blough for third place.

A POPULAR CANDIDATE.

For ShenifflJohn Sides proved as popular
as had beeo predicted, and wins by an
enormous wmajority. He had widespread
populsr sympathy, and owes his success to
no particular boss or faction, although Levi
Sensenig, J. W. Jobneon and J. T, Btrine
backed him heartily. Two of his deputy-
ships are slready assigned to ex-Deputy
Hippey and Charles M. Strine, who on the
eve of the primary withdrew as a candidate
for Quarter Sessions Clerk.

The most jubilant man in the county, and
the one who carries it out with the greatest
personsl victory, is Lew Hartman, Three
years ago he ran for a second term a8 Pro-
thonotary und was flsttened out. His
enemies followed up his defeat with erimi-
nal secution of his friends in several
election boards and sent them to juil. He
secmed 0 be ruined asa politician, His
candidate for Mayor in February last was
beaten, hundreds of the Mentzer Hepubli-
cans openly cuttiog him,

‘When Hartman proposed to run agsin for
& lucrative connty office his best friends de-
mounced his scheme as suicidal, and
dicied that he would drag down all hig fge-
tion in defest. A violent quarrel with Levi
Sensenig some weeks ago seemed to drive
away his strougest supporter, but he hag
trinmphed over all and loped over the
course an easy winoer. His eandidawe for
Tiegister, Geyer, and for County Treasurer,
Hiestand, have also pulled through, and his
reconciliation with tc: Martin forces prom.

N0 CEANGE IN THROUGH TRAINS,

But the Local Accommodatlons eon the
Pennsylvania Will be Hummers.
Chief Train Dispatcher Calp, of the
Pennsylvania road, is a busy man these
days, working on the summer schedule. He
went to Altoona last evening to confer with
the officials there about running the trains.
Mr. Culp could only say definitely ihat
the schedule of the through passenger trains
would mot be elmuiad. except that the
Eastern express that leaves the city at 1 p.
M. will ron 13 minutes faster to Al-
toons, making the trip by 5:45, iostead
of 6 o'clock. The schedule of the local
trains has not been prepared either, but all
the trains as far out as Wall will be
uickened. Some of the trains will make
ewer stops than now, while others will
make all the stops, but faster time will be
made between stations. The engines are
capable of making almost 60 miles an hour.
me important changes in the running
of trains are to be made on the West Penn,
Superintendent Hutchinson would like
to put on fast express trains, but bhe
doesn’t see his way clear. The local ac-
commodations as far as the Ailegheny
river will be increased hr the addition ot
several trains. This will relieve the traffia
on this end of the line, and the through
trains ean make fewer stops and better time
from Butler Junetion into thecity. More
