A SIGNIFICANT VOTE.

The skirmish on the glass duties in the
House of Representatives, yesterdsy, was
one of the preliminary actions of the tariff
camp_ni;:u. The circumsiances give it a sig-
nificance whicen, while completely decisive,
1= 8 very good indication of the final result
oti the bill in the House.

The increase in the duty on lamp chim-
neys nsturally created some signs of restive-
ness smong the Western members. Mr.
Henderson, of Jowa, though & stroog Re-
publican was the outspoken malcontent in
this case; and his declarstions against any
increase in the present duties was greeted
with delight by the Democrata. Yet on the
motion to smend the bill so as to leave the
dnties unchanged, Mr. Hnderson did not
find enough Renublicans supporting bim 1o
change the control. Tt was a close vote; but
the bill was upheld by a majority of two.

This constitutes & very strong sign that the
bill will pass the House practically in the
shapethat itstandsat present. Thereishardly
anyother provision—except perhans that on
tin plate—which is more likely to provoke the
opposition of the Western element to any
increase of protective duties. Even on tin
plate it is doubtiul if the dissenting element
will show much more strength than it did
in yesterdsy’s vote. The chances now are
that the bill will pass the House withomt
jmportant ehbanges, whatever may become
of it in the Benate.

NXOT AX IMPORTANT DEFEAT.

The chance defeat of the Tory Goverm-
ment, on one of the phases of the land
purchase bill the other night, was rather
in the light of a good joke than any serious
failure of the Tory policy to retain the sup-
port of a msjority o! Parliament. If the
Government had been beaten on a vote
which was fully advertised and after a set
battle it would have been forced fo resign;
for the theory of English pelitics is that a
Cabinet which cannot command a Parlia-
mentary majority must give place toone
that can. Bot a defent which is simply the
result of the membery’ inattention to busi-
pess and which can essily be retrieved by =
full House has po other signifisnce than
showing that England’s legislators have
the same consiitutiosal disinclinstion to
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steady work as ours have showa in the last
two Congresses, Stifl it may be doubted
whether even Balfour would try to pass
tariff bill without a qnorum. :

THE PACEAGE PRIZE PUZELE.

The original package decision continues
evoking surprised comment from lawyers,
statesmen, newspapers and public officers;
and the complications which are foreseen
arisiug from it discount in curious interest
the dificnities of the famous ‘‘pigs-in-
elover” or “14-15"" prize puzsles,

In departing from the popular assumption
that when an *‘original package' sent from
one State arrived into the possession of the
consignee in another Btate, its sale after
that beeame a matter of Jocal or domestio—
as distinguished from inter-Btate—com-
merce, the learned Justices st Washington
have staried up s series of difficulties which
a pood wany mors decisions sod much
more legislation wiil be required to solve.
That is about the only conclusion which is
definitely settled in everybody's mind.
Mention has already been made of the prac-
tieal impossibility of maintaining such s
distinotion as the decision indicates between
non-residents and their agents and the citi-
zensof o State. It would be a singulsr
anomaiy if the citisens of a State were
pheld to be bound by certain restric-
tions which non-residents and their agents
doing business in that State could freely dis-
regard; if the latter could sell without
fee or limitation, while the former would be
subject to penslties for the same act. The
obstscle to remedial legislatioa from Con-
gress is also worthy of note. As Sénator
Vest contends, it would be a strange pro-
ceeding if, the United Btates Constitution
expressly prohibiting the States from in-
terfering with inter-State Commerce, the
United Ststes Congress, which is less than
the Constitution, could expressly delegate
to the States the very power which the
Constitution thus probibited.

The pewest and most curious poiot, how-
ever, of all that have been raised is
that, conceding Congress could grant the
States the power which this decision denies
them, bow will the proposed Congressional
legislation of the future affect the State
license aud prohibition laws which are
already in existence? If these lnws are not
valid and operative now, can they be made
so by mere Uongressienal affirmation of
them?—or will uot new State legislation be
needed; and, if so, what are to be the gov-
erning conditions in the interim? Evi-
dently the list of curious questions which
the original packsge “delivergnce brings
up, is without end,” and not a fewof them
are likely to go without answers also, unless
the Supreme Court find some convenient
opportunity 1o reverse itself or otberwise
clear away the general mystification.

PLUMB'S WILD PROPOSITION.

Senstor Plumb created a flutter in the
Senate vesterdsy by a motion that the
Treasury reserve shall hereafter be fixed st
£110,000,000, which should be considered an
ample margin for the redemption of all the
demand liabilities of the Government, in-
cluding legal tender notes and gold and
silver certificates,

Naturally the other Senators sharply at-
tacked such a proposition. Their citicisms
are justified, too, when it is considered that
this proposition was advanced in connection
with a measure intended to increase those
dewand lisbilities at the rate of $50,000,000
per anpum. Bat the germ of Senstor
Plumb's idea has a foundation in the fact
that heretefore the Treasury has earried an
unnecessarily large reserve. The understand-
ing has been that the reserve was $100,000, -
000 on the l#4gal tenders, and dollar for dol-
lar on the gold and silver certificates. No
bsuk in the world haa ever thought
of carrying such a reserve on its deposits,
much less on its cirenlation. If the Treas-
ury shouid carry thirty per cent in specie
as & reserve on its notes, investing the bal-
ance in its own bonds, it wounld possess a
strength far beyond any poesible contin-
gencies. It would also much diminish
both the immeunse stock of specie in the
Treasury, and temptation to rescue Wall
street out of the quagmires into which it is
plunged by its own speculations.

Senator Plumb is generally apt to defeat
his own plans by going wild over them.
His proposition as he advanced it was in-
admissable. Ifit had been to establish a
thirty per cent ratio of Treasury reserve in
cash, it would have had a good deal of
toundation in reason.

SQUELCHING THE SPEAK-EASIES.

The campaign against the speak-easies by
the Department of Public SBafety is assum-
ing the proportions of a decidedly reforma-
tory magnitude. From an interview else-
where it appears that there have been 200
prosecutions of illieit liquor sellers within
the past few days, and the work is goitg on
at & rate that promises the entire extinetion
of the unlicensed groggeries,

This is a very gratifving indication of the
determination of the city police autheorities
to have the laws enforced. When those
officiuls took the ground last spring that it
is not their business to prosecute offenders
agaiost the State license law, Tue Dis-
PATCH has the honor to assure them that
they were mistaken. The present prosecu-
tions show that they have received new and
much improved light on the subject and are
acting upon it with commendable rigor,

It is also stated that if any unlicensed
vender is anxious to obtain further judicial
rulings on the original package question the
Department of Pablic Safety will gratify
him with & test case. That branch of the
city government is very decidedly jm-
pressed with the idea that the only way fora
man to sell liguor is to get a license and run
bis saloon accordiog to the license require-
ments.

WOMAN, THE PROTECTOR.

The country will now be asked to elevate
its eyebrows, take a long breath and evince
all the evidences of great surprise at the
fact of & young woman winning & prize in a
national contest with an essay on “The ap-
plication of the American policy of protee-
tion to American shipping engaged In inter-
pational commerce.”  Miss Carrie R.
Gaston, of Bwarthmore Coilege, Swarth-
more, Pa., is the phenomenon. But
on second thought, why should not
woman write intelligently and to
the purpose upon protection? BShe is
the great protective element in human
society. Man, to be sure, is commonly
ealled woman’s protector, but is it not &
tact that woman proteets man in the bigh-
est sense? She protects his soul; saves it
from countléss contaminstions, secures snd
establishes its good impulses, and makes it
glow with the reflection of her goodness.
The greatest service of a good wife to & man
ofter is that she protects him from himself,
Then she is essentially the crowning pro-
tection of the home, the guardian of the
family. If she is so strong in these high
mutiers of protection, it is mot wonderful
that she should be in ber element when the
principle of protection in & lower, grosser
sense is to be expounded and enforced,

Ir neither the exposure of the Times’

Tur informstion that the famous speak-
easy list of which se much was heard at the
license ocourt, is to be used in supprassing the

Deparsment of Public Bafety has at last con-
cludea that it is among ita funotions to sup-
press illegal Uquorissiling. THE DISPATCH has
always cherisbed the hope that the department
officials would think better of thelr theories to
the contraray. Now that they have concluded
that It is their duly to enforce the law every
one will wish them & speedy ana thorough sne-
cess in their work.

A RUBAL New York paper which re-
cently anpounced that “E. W. Williams has
leased the upper part of has father-in-law, Van
Ness Russell, residence on Taleot street,” 1s
evidently trying to beat the record of the mer-
chants who advertise for sale “Silk gentlomen's
underwear."

TrE dismissal of the Campbell suitsseems
to bave increased the bitternoas of the dispute
over the matter both im political ana labor
circles. If the juagment of the Court by
which this dismissal was ordered does not con-
vince Mr, Campbell's opponents, it must be
concluded that they were determined that he
ought to be comvicted without bearing any of
the testimony at all.

Sars Mr. Taylor: “While there Is & leading
role for Miss Boyd, the piece contains sev-
eral other strong characters, and is more pow-
erfully original in melodramatic respects than
anything I have lately seen in manuscript. It
is a discovery of my own, moreover, and that is
why I am specially interested. I read a story
by Frankhn File, Jast summer, and was at once
struck by the sultability of its matter fur stage
use. A second novelette, by the same author
and in the same romantic vein, seemed to be
equally ornginal in scenes snd charac-
ters, The fact s that Mr, Flle,
having been for years the dramatic
critic of ths Sun, and bavine wso
long been professionally familiar with the
stage, had instinetively written his narratives
in a dramatie spirit Now, 1 bave a rule
against touching schemes for unwritten plays,
I invariably decline to pass jndgment on plots
in synopsis, and that sort of thing.

THE SALOON IN POLITICS.

HARPER'S Weekly: The decision will have
the further important effect of elevating the
temperance agitation into a nntional fssue, It
now ceases to be a local question. If prohibi.
tion be the true temperance policy, it can now
be reached only by a law of Congress recog-
nizing the validity of State laws upon the sub-
jeot. But the extreme difficulty of obtaining
such a law [s evident. It Is also questionable
whether the decision does not equally affect
State license laws, They are condemned under
the decision as regulstions of inter-Stata com-
merce, which are reserved exclusively to Con-
press,

NEwW Yorx Observer: If the principle of
the decision is maintained, then any State may
be flvoded with liguor from another State, and
no State law of any kind can prevent Its sale
and distribution. This declsion, a3 agnounced,
is so revolutionary in its operation thatit ia
difficult to realize that it is reasonable or just,
It is fatal to the ides of any relief from any
evil by the use of local option. If the Bupreme
Court has found that this s the law, then, as
in other cases where the court has made de-
cisions repugnant to the moral sense of the
nation, there is no remeay cxcept in some modi-
fication of the general law.

NEWw York Press: Senator Wilson, of lowa,
a most able lawyer, by the way, and a member
of the Senate Judiciary Committee, discovers a
new and alarming danger in the decimon, He
contends that 1t pragtically robs the States of
all police power and control over the liquor
trafiie. It removes evan the scant barriers of &
license. He claims that under the decisiona
person in New York Ulty who wants to avoid
the payment of license can make arrangements
to get his liguor from New Jersey in the pack-
ages desired aud then sell them here with per-
fect freedom as a privileged commodity under
the Federal inter-State law, which supersedes
any and all Jaws of the Srate on that subject.

NEW YORK Voice: There lsno good reason
why a saloon should not still be closed up as »
nuisance. The mere factof the sale of liquor
cannot be taken now as proof of a nulsance,
but the congregation of men around a bar,
boisterous talking or singing, o fight, any dis-
turb in fon with It, is suflicient
proof still. The righta still left o the State
authorities, as we understand the case, are
these: First—The right to prohibit the manu-
facture of liquor within the limits of the State.
Becond—The right 1o prevent all sales of liquor
brought from other States except the first sale
in unbroken packages. Three—The right
{which is possessed equally vver other kinds of
business) to prevent even these sales from be-
ing carried on onder eonditions likely to dis-
turb or endanger the pesce of the community.

NEw Youx Herald: See where this decis-
lon leaves Neow York, A Hguor dealer of this
elty bas anly to send a truck to Jersey City for
a supply of whisky in flasks, or to Hoboken for
a load of beer in bottlées. He is free to sell this
in the metropolis withont an excise licenss and
without the payment of any tax. The State has
no power to stop him, nor the Excise Commis
sioners any anthority to interfers with him. It
may be that the State may prevent a regular sa-
loon traffie insuch case by prohibiting the
drinking of sueh liquors on the promises whers
sold.
