SCHOOLS FOR WOMEN.

How Ladies of Wealth Might Help
the Cause of Co-Education.

SLOW PROGRESS OF THE REFORM.

Teaching @irls Socisty Formalities Rather
Than Usefal Facts.

A CHAKCE T0 DO GOOD HERE AT HOME

[WRITTEN FOR THE DISPATCR.1

It used to be quite the common thing for
women of wealth to bequeath large sums of
money to colleges lor young men; to schools
of theology where poor students could be
trained by charity for the ministry, or to the
foreign missionary societies. Bat the indi-
cations now are that they incline more and
more to bestow their benefactions for the
benefit of girls rather than boys. Many of
the older colloges are largely indebred to
women for rich giits and eadowments, and
yet they would not admita woman within
their walls to get a share of their great ad-
vantages. Butthat the gates are creaking
upon their hinges to open to women becomes
more and more evident every year. Even
Princeton shows sigus of being stirred up,
and Dr. Pation's brains are evidently work-
ing.

Miss Mary Garrett, who has made herself
famous as a master miod in the affairs of
the Baltimore and Obio Railroad, has
turnished the funds for & new college build-
ing in Baltimore lor girls, to be of the saume
high educational standard as Frya Mawr.
Her contribution was $250,000 to begin with.
Miss Garratt is one of the richest women in
America, She has, moreover, inherited the
executive business ability of her father, who
was the President of the Baltimore and
Obio, and is said “to run the road”
even more successfully than did he or her
brother belore his illness,

DOWN IN LOUISIANA.

Tulane University in New Orleans has
done the equivalent of opening its doors to
women, since by a gift of Mrs. Newcomb
its trustees will open the Sophie Newcomb
Coll in copjunction with the Tnlane for
the education oi women, where the conrse of
study will be precisely the same as in the
University. Many people of liberal ideas
will regard this use of money as exhibiting
vastly more sense than sending it off to be
frittered away upon Hottentots or Hindoos,
while many of the children of this conntry
are growing up into igworant ragamuffine,
and n state of barbarism exists in purts of
all great cities which equals and excells any-
thing related of far-off India or Jupan, or
Greenland’s iey mountaios.

Back in the earlier days it was the com-
mon thing for mother and sisters to toil, to
save, to coutrive, to deny themselves, not
only luxuries but the commonest comiorts
of life, in order that the boys or the family
shounld go to eollege and educated for a

rofession, Lucy Stove tells how shocked
Eer good people were when she said she did
not see why she couldn’t go to college as
well as ber brother, and how the remarks
made on the subject as to a girl thinking of
such a thing ronsed her wrath and so ex-
cited her ambition that she made up her
mind she would go to college, and would
show them that a girl had some brains as
well as & boy. Fired with this endeavor
she bent every energy of mind and body in
teaching to securing enough money to go to
Oberlin, the only college in the country at
that time open to women, where, to the gon-
sternation of the faculty, she falked
“woman’s rights'' to the students,

HISTORY OF CO-EDUCATION,

Colleges were organized for men before
girls were evenallowed 1o attend the publie
schools. This shows how slowly the idea
grew that woman should be educated for
anyihing save housework. How far the ad-
vantages ol women as o college edueation
are behind those of men, and how much less
maney is spent on the girls than the *‘dear
boys" the rollowing statistics show:

Value of grounds, buildings and apparatus
of eolleges tor women, $9,635,282; productive
fands, §2,376,619; incowe from productive
fands, $136,801.

Value of grounds, buildings, ete., of
colleges for men, $62.376638; productive
funds of same, $§57,782,503; income from
productive funds, $3,271 991,

These figures tell the story of how men
have been favored as to cush, and yet trav-
elers irom abroad say they find the women
ot America on the average wore intelligent
than the men. This is not true, as we ali
kvow, but culture will come even with the
disadvantages under which women labor,
The elass of women who most need educa-
tion are those who with leisure and money
devoie themselves to churity and philao-
thropy—oltentimes so misdirected by senti-
ment and want of logical thought as to be
more productive of barm than good., Men
under the drill of daily business are much
niore practically intelligent than women as
a class. The latter are more inclined to
sentiment than logic, and the study of so-
cial problems, but the study of these wounld
wake the nonsense out of thew, and make of
them more useiul, practicul and seusible
beings—the sort of women men most need
and wish for after the honeymoon is over.

THE GREATEST GOOD.

Women eager and anxious to do the most
good should spend of their wealth for the
education oi women. Ignorance in women
snstains superstition, fosters nurrowness and
prejudice, carries on from age to age the
lvolishness of the past. A study of polit-
ical economy would prevent women engaged
in charity and missionary enterprises irom
wastiug millions of dollars on unwortby ob-
jects and foolish enterprises. Those possess-
ing means should become patrons ol learn-
ing, endow colleges, establish rellowships
sud offer all encourngement to young
women iustead of giving money to theolog-

ical seminaries or colleges for mea only.

Senator Stanford and Mrs, Stanford will
shortly open one of the best endowed and
most magnificently equipped colleges in the
United States. The pest talent of Europe
and this country is to be secured for its
facuity, Mrs. Stanford is respousible for
the fuct that this great institution— A delbert
College—is 10 be eo-educationsl—women
and men standing on & per ect equality in
every respect, as they do in Michigun Uai-
versity, Ohio State University, London Uni-
versity—all the universities of Italy, of
Bwitzerland, snd  Australia. Eag{l.nd.
France, Cannds and this country are not
comwitted to such an extent, but they are
gewting shere, Even Coluwmbia College, in
New York, where Rev. Dr, Dix showed
such geveralship aud fighting powers in the
endeavor to exclude wowen from its saered
precinets, has surrendered, and “Barpard”
1s e monument of the defeat of those who
opposed extending the privileges of higher
education to women.

THE SOCIETY WOMEN.

Dr. Dix predicted all manner of evils
which huve uot and will not come to pass.
The women who go to college with an ambi-
tion for knowleage are uot of the society
class whien he so ruthlessly assailed in his
Lenten sermous sowe time ago. The aspira-
tion and ambition of such society is not to

FROM THE STANDPOINT OF PLEASUERE.

Parents who have wealth, who only edu-
cate their daughters for m%ety. little real-
ize how empty their lives may become, how
sorry their fate may be, how slender their
resouroes for the e ogment of the pleasures
of the mind. To study, to read, to scquire
koowledge are delights far beyond the
amusements of society, however brilliant.
But were these favored women cultured, in-
teiligent, brainy, rather than devoted to
1'll*lill' ion and clothes, what & power they
might become. [If it was the style to be ed-
ueated—not Jearned—but educated so as no
to give their best powers—rather than the
lowest—to the advancement ot society and
the highest interests of humanity, what good
would result!

How much of the aweetness of life, women
of wealth, who koow [ittie beyond the sham
and veneer of the fashionable school, miss,
They eannct kvow in days of prosperity;
but in adversity, they realize to the bottom
of their soles that they nave not been well
Enpmd for the battle of life. Cultare,

nowledge, high education, or whatever it
may be mllg‘f. is 8 source of pleasure, a
well spring of delight, a means of good, a
reserve force for a rainy day, s guard against
ennui; and people oi merns who debar their
daughters from the opportunity of expanding
their best tacuities, of letting loose the force
of intellect, do them an llunguuhble injary
that can only be excused by ignorance.

NEVER T0O LATE TO BEGIN.

But women ecan learn. It is never too
late to improve. Oune woman whose am-
bition to go to college was frustrated by
poverty went to Michican University and
studied law when she wus over 50—alter her
busbapd bhad died and all her children were
settied in lile—not trom necessity of making
n living, but through love of learning only.
To this famous educational college Mry,
Elisha Jones has reeently given $10,000 for
the endowment of a fellowship us 2 memor-
ial of her husband.

Iu the giving of gifts by women for the
education of their sex, we wish it wonld
strike someone whoris rich enough to estab-
lish a fellowship in our Western University
in & woman’s name, and pave the way with
& proviso for the admission of cur girlsto its
collegizte advantages, and to women on its
Board of Trustees, Suach action wounld raise
it o a level with Cornell, Columbia, Michi-
gan University and others too numerous to
mention. Pitsburg and Allegheny girls
should have the same advanotages as the
boys, and women should see to it that they
get BESSTE BRAMBLE.
