CRUSHDED T0 DEXTH

Ridding the First Distriet of
the Speak-Easy Evil.

M’ALEESE'S LENGTHY LIST.

All Illegal Liquor Shops Closed by
Summary Conviction.

MAKING BIG MONEY FOR THE CITY

Chief J. O. Brown, ol the Department of
Puablic Sa‘ety, took a stroll through the
lower portion of the city yesterday jafter-
noon. When asked if he had seen sny evi-
depces of speak-easies, he replied:

“XNo, I have not. They appear to be
preity well cleaned out. This probably ae-
conuts for the quiet Sunday we are having.
Itis now mearly 5 o'clock and there is but
one prisoner in the Ceutral Station.”

The calm and holy bush which character-
ized the day in the heart of Pittsburg is al-
tributed to the speak-easy crusade con-
ducted by Inspector MeAleese, of the First
Police distriet, which embraces the first 13
wards of the city. The laspector yesterday
completed his report on the subject for pres-
eniation to Chie! Brown, and it contains

when taken in connection with some of the
returns made by ward constables to the
county courts. The report embraces a
period of 24 days, commencing oo May 1
snd ending at midnight Saturday. In thai
time 1,445 arrests for all maoner of offenses
bave been made in the First disirict, 443
being victims of the speak-easy war,
SOME BiG FIGURES.

The Inspeetor, in his report, states that
be has made informations against 205 per-
sons for keeping disorderly bouses, that is,
places where liquor 38 illerally sold, and
162 of the proprietors have been arcested,
pleaded guilty and punished. The number
of visitors arrested in these places was 281
Fortv-one warrants against proprietors bave
not vet been served, owing to the fact that
many of the persons wanted have left the
eity, while others have bocome alarmed and
are in hidiog.

The speak-easy proprietors arrasted were,
with & very few exceptions, tined §100 and
ooste. The visitors generally got off with
€1 and costs, but in cases where the house
was & notorious one or the arrested
wae of bad character, the fine was increased
or the prisover seat to the workhouse for a
term. The total revenue to the city from
speak.easy cases in the First disirict up to
date amounts to §7,0R1 30, and will probably
reach §10,000 beiore the Inspector finishes
the work. Magisirate Gripp collected
$2.000 from disorderly house proprietors and
§70 50 from visitors, and Magistrate Me-
Keona collected §1,969 60 from proprietors
and §1,361 20 from visitors,

Mr. McAjeese says he has his district
pretty well cleaned up, especially when the
snot v cousidered that the crusade wan
actoally entered upon only Inst Monday,
While he hns slready mude 203 informa-
tious, he expects to issue 100 more in the
next ten daye. Of the &3 persons against
whom warrauts are oul, the luspector ex-
pects to capture two-thirds this week.

BETTER TAKE THE HINT.

In speaking of the erusade, Mr, MoAleese
anid that the srrest of persons iound visiting
sponk-easies and fining 1hem next day
would do as much to close up the busivess
ns the prosecution of the proprielors them-
pelves. He snid also that if any of the ‘pll'-
ties wno bave already been canvicted, plead
guilty and fioed, return to the business he
will rearrest them and take their cases to
court, using their plea of zuilty as'evidence
#Puinst them. When they come up ror
trial the Court can sentence them considera-
bly beavier than s Police Magistrate for
illegul liguor selling.

The wark in the first police distriet in
suppressing illegal liguor houses the In-
spector has found to be very difficait, but he
is satisfied that he can comply with the
Chief"s order and have them all eclosed up
by Jupe 1. In thisconpection the Inspeetor
compliments the police magistrates aud
officers of the district for their zealous co-
operation and assistance. The Inspector
himsell has been worked very hard, and
has had little tume for sleep and lesa for
meals,

Local Compnny Busy Making Them From
Cold Rolled Steol.

A new thing in the lineof carriage wheels
has been patented by George H. Everson, of
this city. They are made from cold rolled
steel. The spokes are tubular, and are ad-
justable. The wheel is put together in such
a manner that any part of it can be replaced
without taking off the tire or felloe. The
wheels are lighter, vet many times stronger.
than the ordinary wooden wheels, and nntu-
rally are not sffected by wet or dry weather.

A company has been formed and the
wheels aro being manufactured in Alle-
gheny. The company is koown as the
Rolled Steel Carringe Wheel Company.
The capacity of the works are about 50 sets
per day, but it is the intention to inerease
the plant many times the present size, so as
to be able 1o furpish a ngdporﬁouofﬂu
10,000,000 carriage and bugey
in this country every year.

In this counection the company makes a
cold rolled steel tube, from opes hearth,
Bessemer or crucible steel, intended to take
u;.nsellmaf brass, copper or tin tubes for
cha ier work, railings and cartain rods.

Mrs, Williams' maiden name w;:- Jones,
and her nts live in F't. Dodge, Last
ummer’:r: received an juvitation from a
triend, a married ludy in Portland, asking
her to visit at her home for a year, Among
other things she spoke of a'nice young man
from Pitisburg, who was réoming st her
house. He was so jolly and bright that the
friend felt sure that between them all they
could have a time. He was a con-
tractor by trade. She went to Portland last
July, and in September following they were
married, The lady admits now it was rather
sudden, but she had reason to believe that
everything was all right.

Her husband told her that he was heir
to considerable property in Pittsburg, but
he was so situated that it was necessary to
keep the marriage a secret for awhile before
he could get it. The wife didn’t like the
arrangement, but he claimed that his
brothers here had sowe peculiar influence
over him. She replied that she dido’t want
any of the money, and advised him to out
loose from his broti:m; that he was smart
enough to paddle his own eanoe, and could
easily oto business for himself, Her
father also eouldn’t see why the marriage
should be kept a secret from his folks, and
he protested.

Catholies held that their Pontiff
was infallible when speaking ex cathedra—
that was to say on matters of faith and
morals, In ecivil matters the Pope had no
control over Catholic opinion. The right of
every man to vote as he chose bad always
been upheld by the Catholie Church; and
the Catholies had suffered long and griev-
ously in Ireland, Poland, La Vendee and
scores of otber places, for their very inde-
pendence of opinion.

The statement of Catholin hostility to
patriotism, said the speaker, was s mere
electivn ery. Becnuse Cathuiics refused to
;]uin secret societies they were very unpopu-
ar in manveountries, Men joined these so-
cieties, not on the brond principles of ira-
ternity which they elaimed, but purely for
their own gain and advaocement. Conse-
quently they felt bumiliated when they be-
held men too right-minded to yield to such
considerations. If these Societizss were
purely beneficiary, why were they secret?
Were their members too modest to publish
their good deeds? Hardly. There was some
other cbject for the secrecy, and unfortu-
nately, Catholics bad plenty of reason to
think that that object wna not to the benefit
of the church of the apostles.

In conclusion the speaker pointed out
that true-hearted patriots had been most
frequently found among Catholies, in
Catholio conutries. Poland, Huogary and
Ireland had each their Koscinskos, their
Kossuths and their O'Conpells. America,
above all, had no cause to complain of the

atriotism of her Irish sons and foster sons,

eir swords wern ready to strike in her
cause when occasion ul{ui for them, There
were plenty of earpet knights abroad now-
adays who ranted about what they would do
for their country, but the Catholics of

Ameriea were not content with saying what

the future might produce. They poinied to

the glorious past.
