EVICTIONS ON THE PONSONBY ESTATE

ICOMRESTONDENCE OF THE DISPATOR.G

Doasyx's Horer, TirPERARY, May 20,
~The evacuation o Old Tivperary town
and the building of New Tipperary are by
far the most picturesque incidents o s land
war which has not been picturesque asa
whole. It was & strange thing for those big
Tipperary men to plan sud exscute, and to
what an intense conviction lies behind it
the greatness of the sacrifice bears wilness,
They have some of the blood of Cromwell's
JIrovsides, these great equare-shouldered
fellows. When the Protecior and his Salnta
went prospecting, they displayed & capacity
for selecting the richest and most besutiful
spots, which smid something for their
mundane qualities.

They call this strip of lovely land *The
Golden Vein,™ because of its guality. It is
& great dairy fashing distriet, whers the
red and white cattle are koee-deep in juicy
grass. In this spring it grows all one sheet
of white and gold over its precancss. Here
settled dowo some of the flowers of Noll's
troopers, and presently their sons sod
daughters were not insensible to the sea-
blue eyes and the night-dark bair of the
Gael. Bo the races intermarried, and benee
the quality of fierce determination—the
“darkows,” xs we other Irish call it—of
which the Tipperary maco is capable side by
side with =1l his gaiety.

GREAT 15 TIPFERARY.

We name Tipperary “The Premier
County,” and s0 well-won is its title that
pone dispute it. Whenever there is aoy-
thiog deshing to be done it is & Tipperary
man will do it. “"Maguificent Tipperary,”
cried an Eanglish General when his wen
swept under the teeth of the cnewy's guns,
It's little a Tioneraryman wiil thank you
for supgesting the Cromwellian drop in him.
He is Cutholic and Irish to-uay to the core,
with a thorougtiness bevond that of the pure
Celt, who, indeed, was drivea long ago to
the mountains snd seashore of Conneught,
&nd is scarcely to be found exeept there.

Tipperary town, belore its clearunce, had
the repntation of being one of the most

perous inland towns In Ireland. Itis
n the heart of “The Golden Vein," with
the beauntiiul rugeed line of the Galiee
Mounntains stretehing to south of it. Tip-
rary men were rock-rented, like the rest of
land, but here in **The Golden Vein” it
would wot be easy to be poor, and ther
throve despite high rents, Mr, Swmith Barry
bas waxed iaton his regular payments and
his good tenants,

THE PONSONBY ESTATE.

Verr different things were on the Ponsonby
estate at Yonghal, whick has been the enuse
of war in Tipperary, for those Tippersry
men have strinped themselves ol bowe and
gear, not sor their own sakes but
for thesake of  their  neighbars,
This is un epitome of the storr. The Pon-
souby estate bas long been somewhat of a
pightmare to those who are troubled abont
the oppression o1 the poor tn Ireland. The
tennnts are nuserably poor and heavily
rack-rented, There had been long trouble
©on the estate, when last March 12 months
there came a prospect of setilement between
landiord and tenant. This mowent was the
one chosen by Mr. Smith Barry and his
landlord syndicate to step in. The plan of
campaigs bad to be fought somewhere, and
they selected the unbappy Ponsonby estate
to fight it on. They ave fighting it still, the
evictions going on every day, the tenants
living ns they can, on the charity of the
mation, or bow they will.

But Mr. Smith Barry's chickens came
bome to roost. His Tipperary tenants sent
# deputation of their number 1o him in
London, asking 1o & very respectful way
that he should withdraw from the syndicate.
He refused, and upou this in last June they
hbeld a meeting at Tipperary, at which it
was resolved not to pay bim reut without a
reduotion al 25 per eent, 10 of which was to
£° o the Pousonby tenunts,

LEADERS OF THE FIGHT.

Then the fight began. Mr. William
O'Brien set the ball rolling, and then being
snatehed away by his usual lettre de cachet,
was obliged 1o leave things in the hauds of
trusty licutensuts. There is & voung wan,
Mr. O'Brien Dalton, ruddy tuced and blue-
eyed, a wealthy merchant of the town, of

tomers. Mr. Bwith-Barry has an injunction
against the market fees and tolls, the nght
of which he claims under an old statute of
Charles II. But they will go on weighing
and selling here, and &8s one clerk of the
scale is arrested another will take his pisce,
80 that the jails will need enlarging.

A VERITABLE MUSHROOM TOWN.

All this place was green hillside five
months ago, With what = will they have
worked at the erestion of their mushroom
towal All horse was voluntary,
Nearly a score thousand horses have been
sent here since December, Some came 40
miles—oue contingent from Kilkenny
couaty—and stayed two or three days. The
voluntary elearance of Tippe has fired
people’s hearts as nothing else It has
made the iuud lor them £60,000 in a little
time. They sre paying £600 a week wages
iu the town over these building operations,
50 the distress has been less acutely felt
than might be looked ror,

The leaders are superintending the work
all the time: Mr, Dalton, Mr. Lawrence
Hayes, Mr. John Cullinane, of Bansha,
fresh trom bis six weeks' imprisonment or
escorting an evicted tenant howe in triumph.
The leaders bere have suffered most, or they
are the towosmen o  substance. Yonder is
a block of houses which Mr. Dalton built
and for which be receives §1,000 a year; the
head rest to Smith—B&r? was only $25,
They battered down his fine mills, for all
that they were handed over so quietly. His
big bouse in the town is turned into & police
barrack, and he has gooe to live in # house
of Mr. Hurley’s ont in the Glenof Aberlow,
All the leading men are evicled and their
wealth turned to fairy gold. It is s great
sacrifive.

VERY FEW BACKSLIDERS

One is ot surprised to learn that there
were backeliders who now are ill-conten
but they are few. When the ‘arms an
shops were put up forsale, four shop-keepers
snd two farmers booght in their interest,
They were boyeotted by isolation, a suffi-
ciently bitter punishment for the approval-
loving Irish. We heard & stery of Mr,
Dalton besring & leg of mutton re’used to a
boyeotted person’s messenper: he got it put
in a basket spd carried it 'ﬂg his own
hands. Aiter a very short period the back-
sliders repented: they were of those who at
first bad been most eager for the iray. They
wrote to Mr, Smith-Barry ssking to be
aguin evicted, and therenpon were warmly
welcomed back.

As we drove by Mr, Dalton’s house in the
glen we saw a sturdy voungster of & trotting
alter s haveart, and soweone told us this
story ol him. Whea the repentunts came
to Mr. Dalton asking to have the boyoolt
removed, everyone was only too anxious to
blot out paintul wemories, But one of
them, shy and unhappy, tried to make ne-
quaintance with the little son of the bouse
to cover his confusion. “What is your
name, my fine lellow?" eaid he.

“I'm Richard Dalton, and I didn’t pay
my rent,” said the youngster, huviog caneht
up wha: was in the sir, and gquite uncon-
scious of the borror of his elders.

PRETTY HOME PICTURES,

At the other end of tlie town sre more cot-
tages, Laud League huts of wood and iron,
sll tull o/ evicted teoants, Very bright and
pleasant they looked through balf-open
doors, and in one where we penetnl.od. there
were daffodils on 2he Venctisu-red chimney
picee, and pietures of Mr. Parnell and Rob-
ert Emmet on the wall, All was clean and
bright, and very friendly was the young
mistress, who showed us her baby in the
cradle with wuech pride,

The Sisters of Mercy at the convent told
us there was a great deal of suffering in the
townp—not so much perhaps from actual
want, as irom discomfort and overcrowding.
All that men ean do is being done by the
leaders. Mr. Dalton’s office is, ns he said,
“'all over the town,” and while you are
speaking to him there isa crowd gathering
to interview him, He needs sll the spint
and vitality he bas to enecourage avd iu-
spirit people in this trme of waiting.

Principal Points of the Sport, Its Origin
and Development.

CROWDS THE CONTESTS ATTRACT

[COREEEPONDENCE OF THE DISPATCIY

BIRMINGHAM, ENGLAND, May 21—
Our American newspapers are very fond of
dwelling on the subject of the great develop-
ment of baseball in compsrison with all
other games, but they never mention the
wonderful hold football, as it is played to-
day in Eogland, has on the majority of
sport-loving Eoglishmen. The present game
of football, with its beautifal scientific
poiots, bears a8 much resemblance to the
game of the same name of 50 years ago as
the present game of baseball bears to roupd-
ers, The origin of the game dates back to
the time when it was the custom to throw a
leather ball inte the market place at St
Albans (one of the oldest towns in Ea-
glang), and one class of people tried to
earry it to one side of the street and another
class to another. Of course this wasrather
& erude game, and as there were no rules and
no restrictions sy to the number of plavers
on each side, the game generally ended in s
free fight.

The public schools of England, such ss
Rugby, Harrow, Eton and old Westminater;
then began to play the game, but each school
bad its own sel of rules, and the result was
that very few interchange matches could be
pluyed on account of each school wanting to
adhere to its own particular style of play.

THE RUGBY UNION.

This led to the formation of the Rug
Union, which has done so much for football,
The game of football as it was then played
at Rugby was adopted by the ugiun, with
‘some slight changes, and all schools desir-
ing to enter into the association had to be
governed by these rules.

football for the game is oot & misnomer.

RULES OF THE GAME,

There are 11 men on each side; the first
five are called forwards and always follow
the bull closely. The next three are hali~
backs, the next two backs, and lamt of
all, but mot least, the goal- keaper, who, no
dilference where the ball is, must stand in-
side the gonl nod endeavor with both hands
and feet to keep the ball from passing be-
tween the two uprights, 24 feet apart, aud
under the cross-bar which 18 eight teet from
the ground.

When the ball goes out of the side lines,
a player of the oppusite side from the man
who kicked 1t out, is permitted to throw it
in wward his oppouneuts’ goal as far as
be ean.

If one of the
players touches the ball with his hands, the
opposite side has a free kick from the place
where the bull was touched.

In the first five yearsof the exiztence of
Amsociation football it was purely us sma-
teur game, but owing to the enormous num-
beroi people who began to patronize the
game and the struggles of differedt clubs to
get good talent, it becume necessary to
nize pro'essionsl players, and notwithstand-
ing the predictions of some wiseacres, the
real development and success of the game
dates from that day, The Prestoo North
Eud was the first organization to be based
ou the purn‘liy pro essional system, and their
unparalleled succession of vyictories in the
season of "83 and '84 soon made all the other
prokminonl football clubs follow in their
wake.

The success of this olnb was attributed to
its importation of Beotch players, notone
