ONLY SLIGHTLY INSURED.

The second story was occupied by Mrs.
Rabenstein, a Hungarian woman, and Joass
Votel, & mill lsborer. Mrs. Raben-
stein’s goods were alightly insured.
The damage to the bouse by fire and water
will be about §3,000.

Oun the lower side of the warehouse were a
number of houses facing on Barah street.
The first, at the corner of the slley, was oc-
cupied by & family which had moved in a
few days ago. No, 1311 was owned by John
Bingy, a window glass worker, and being
used by Mrs. Grafl. Next door lived Peter
Brevoty, who only moved into the house
several weeks ago, and his house was badly
damaped in the orear. No. 1315
was oceupied by another family whose nan
could not be learned in the excitement, All
of these honses were badly scorched in the
rear and were drenched with water. The
main damage is by water.

Officer Willism A. Thomas was one of
ihe first men on the seene, and he rushed
into No, 1317 to alarm the inmates.
